fields to gather grain formerly wast-
ed, threshermen und. {armers of the
Unired States this year saved
16,000,000 bushels of wheat, estimated
as equivalent to about seven one-pound
loaves of bread for every person in
the country.

savings of barvley,
oats, rye and other g 5, is shown by
reports from 83 grain states to the U.
S. Food Administration. Other states,
although not-prepared to furnish defi-
nite figures of cons ation in  the
grain fields, [réeport greatly tfeduced
barvest losses.

This rural food saving achievement,
accomplished in scwrcely six months
time, was in dirvect response (o re-
quests by the Ifood Administration,
which asked farmers and threshermen
to reduce harvest losses from -about
214 per cent.—the estimated average
in normal times—to the lowest possi-
ble .minimum. Country grain thresh-
ing committees carvied into every
grain growing community the official
recommendations for accomplishing
the results desired.

ing machines were stopped until the
cause of waste was removed, But in
proportion to the number of persons
engaged in gathering the nation'’s grain
crop, cases of compulsion were com-
paratively rare, The Food Adminis-
tration freely attributes the succesz of
the grain threshing campaign to pa-
triotic service by farmers, thresher-
men and their crews. Incidentally
grain growers of the United States are
many millions of dollars. “in pocket”
as a result of the grain saved.

A MILITARY AMAZEMENT.

Baird Star: The Americans did
turn the tide of waxr in favor of the
allies, but we Americans must not._
claim all the credit. It has been well
said that the English are the most
stubborn fighters in the world and
that the French are the most bril-
liant, and both have proved this in
this war, but the Americans have al-
so proven, that man to man, they are
the equal of the best trained {roops
in the wozld.

General Foch always had it in mind
to begin an offensive as soon as it
was certain that he had men enough
to keep it up. He never had that
certainty until on or about the eigh-
teenth day of July, nineteen-eighteen.
Before that date he feared that if he
threw his armies into an offensive
without sufficient reserves to keep
up a sustained effort he would ~be
compelled to abandon his forward
movement and perhaps begin a dis-
astrous retreat. He bided his time,
much to the dismay of some of us
here in our watch towers and much
to the satisfaction of the enemy, who
thought he didn’t do because he
couldn’t do. When it became obvious
to the Generalissimo that reinforce-
ments from America were in suffi-
cient numbper, and that their quality
was all he could ask, he started the
fireworks. And from the first gun
on the morning of July 18 until the
last echo at 11 a. m. Nov. 11, he did
not give the enemy a moment’s rest.
He wore out and wore down, he out-
tought, outgeneraled and outdid the
hosts of Hindenburg on every foot
of the ground. It was the most artis-
tie, compelling, astonishing military
campaign ever conceived and direct-
ed and completed since the world
was populated by mankind.—State
Press.
