INDIAN GAP.
Editor Eagle:

Days have elapied into weeks 
since there has been any news 
items revealed from this part o( 
the world, so now I'll endeavor 
to send in a few of the latest, and 
relate some reotnt facts of Run­
nels ocunty and surroundings.

We, Mark Boler and wife, E. 
E. Swindle and wife and myself 
left here July 31, after traveling 
three days and a half,we reaohed 
Winters, Runnels oounty. There 
was muoh "good land”  as well 
as "sorry land”  to be seen on 
the road, the farther we went the 
more beautiful the country ap­
peared.
