AN EXPLANATION. 
Editor Eagle:
For necessity is laid upon me 1 Oor 

9:16.
You know how distasteful it is 

for me to go into a seoular paper 
with a religious trouble, but for 
me to remain silent now would 
be to do myself, my church and 
the cause of Christ great in­
justice. And that all may know 
that [ am not noting hastily or 
unadvisedly 1 give here the part 
of the report that makes this 
necessary,

“ We find, still further, that 
the Shaw Bend church continues 
as pastor a man who is preaob- 
icg to a church that has been 
dropped from this association for 
disorderly conduot, thus con­
tinuing that ohurch in the error 
for which it was dropped from 
our fellowship. We regret that 
dessolution was needed, knowing 
and feeling that some good 
brethren and sisters that we love 
were thus out off from us, and 
hoped ere this they would have 
turne i from the error of their 
way and returned to us We are 
especially pained and are bur­
dened because our brother that 
is preaching to them is one of our 
old and esteemed pastors,but we 
hope that the Shaw Bend onuroh 
will urge their pastor to give up 
thu old ohuroh at Mullin unless 
she repents

The report of which this is a 
part is signed by G. A. Jarrett 
and M. Htac.y and was read and 
adopted by the Mills county as­
sociation at its last session.

Now, Mr. Editor, 1 am not 
going to trespass upon your time 
and space by writing about 8haw 
Bend ohurch, for that church is 
able to attend to its own business 
and has don« it and will continue 
to do it. Neither will I claim 
space for an explanation of my 
own conduct, for 1 have been 
here too long and am known by 
too many people and too well to 
make any such thing neoessarv, 
but [ shall only state the facts 
about the Baptist ohuroh at Mul­
lin, for it is due them that these 
things be known.

This is the first chuorh that 
was organized in this county 
after its formation and at the 
present time is composed in part 
of the following families: Woods, 
Harrison, Barker,Kemp, Fisher, 
Carleton, Oxley, Burgess, Tate, 
McCormick,Hudson, Boler, Will­
iams and others, making a total 
membership of over sixty, It 
went into our association when it 
was organized and continued 
with it, without a word of com­
plaint until two years ago at 
Cold Springs At that time a 
charge that one of its members

had rented b i s property for 
saloon purposes w a s  brought 
against it. 1 was surprised at 
this, for I had heard so many 
tbmgs that 1 thought there would- 
be other oharges and I insisted 
that if there were that they be 
brought up then and the whole 
thing settled, but there were no 
others brought up. Now, I think 
tnat there had only been one 
regular conference of the church 
between the time that this brother 
let the saloon man have his prop­
erty and the association. We 
admitted that it was wrong, but 
told the association that it was 
not an offence of long standing 
and begged them to give us 
time, and tnat if tney would we 
would correct it. This,however, 
they refused to do and fur this 
one offence the church was 
denied a seat in the association.

Every one that w a s  there 
knows that I felt that this was 
an outrage Brother Anderson, 
who was moderator at the time, 
said then and still says.the asso­
ciation aoted hastily, brother 
Martin, who was moderator up to 
that time,told some of our mem­
bers at Mullin that the associa­
tion acted too hastily and that 
he regretted it; and C L Owen, 
wno was moderator after that, 
told some of them the same 
thing. Other members of the 
association have said more.

Now, this report says that I, 
as pastor, am continuing that 
cburcn in its error; tnat I am 
keeping them from returning to 
tbe association and that 8haw 
Bend church should require me 
to abandon that ohurch unless 
it repents.

Now, the facts are theee: This 
action of the assooiatioD took 
place on Friday before the sec­
ond Sunday in August acd on 
Saturday before tbe third Sun­
day of toe same August, while 
the church at Mullin was in reg­
ular conference, Brother Will­
iams, who was the offender,came 
voluntarily before the conference 
and told them substantially the 
following: ‘‘1 am sorry my action 
has caused you the trouble you 
have had with the association; I 
hope you will forgive me any 
wrong ( have oommittned- and 
when I get possession of my 
property it shall not go for that 
purpose again.” The ohuroh by 
motion and second, received the 
confession and forgave the of­
fence. Now, this is all the set­
tlement we oould make It was 
the correction of the only error 
the association oouid be ind'ioed 
to bring against us. It was done 
the first time we cams together, 
and U was done voluntarily. 
And from that time to the pres­

ent, the record of the church, as 
touobiog its relationship to the 
association, is ae clear as any 
church in it.

Now, the next complaint is 
that 1 am keeping them from re­
turning to tbe aaeooiation. Yes, 
but so far I have done it it  the 
interest of peace. I have told 
them that they should Dot think 
of going to another association 
and that 1 did not think that they 
should return to ours, until there 
had been time for all undue feel­
ings to die out. Of course, I 
knew that bow there was nothing 
between them and tbe associa­
tion. And now as the association, 
by the adoption of ifiat cwport, 
has expressed a desire for their 
return, if those brethren wiil 
come to see us, he with us in our 
meetings and treat us with the 
respect they did before this thinirv 
occurred, we will show them that 
wb are as true to them aDd the 
association as any church in it.

I am truly glad that the report 
does not oast any reflections on 
the membership of the ohurch, 
and if brethren had been as 
discrete in their talk and the cir­
culating of reports that came to 
them, as the brorher wno wrote 
tnat part of this report, that af­
fair would have been settled long 
ago, for I know the ohuroh at 
Mullin wants to do right and you 
ought to think so too, for they 
corrected the only error you, 
found in them the first opportu­
nity they had, but if you doubt 
this, if you will oome to gee us 
and show us where we are in 
error with reference to this thing 
we will make tbe correction if 
we can.

I gave the names of some of 
the families that oompose this 
church at this time. I did it to 
show who they were Now, 
there is not a prominent man in 
tnie county, whether Baptist or 
not, that does not know that they 
are just as good and responsible 
people as a whole, as there are 
in the county, or out of it as for 
matter, and it is a shame that 
they should be treated as they 
have been by some members of 
our association and by "would 
be’ ’ preachers who have drifted 
in here from other Dlabes These 
men have no money, and beooe, 
there is no recourse left the 
ohurch but to suffer and until I 
am shown more plainly than I 
have been able to see yet I ex­
pect to Buffer with th«tn. Yours, 
etc D I. Haralson.
