Stody the Amendments.
It is the duty of every voter to 

oaet his ballot for or against tbe 
constitutional amendments to be 
submitted in a special election in 
this etate on August 6. These 
amendments were all published 
in tne Eagle a few weeke ago 
and any eubaoribar who wiehee 
to refresh bis memory about any 
of them oan ««cure a oopy of the 
paper oootaining the full list of 
amendment*.

There is one relative to the 
establishment of a home for 
wives and widows of Confederate 
veterans and women who gave 
aid to the Confederacy. Of 
course ihnt amendment will be 
adopted, aod no argument is 
necessary on that poiot.

An amendment provide* for 
the oreanou of a department of 
Hgfiouuvro sod a uuaeau of la- 
Dor. The creation of this new 
depar.ment is unnecessary, a* 
far as the Eagle can understand.

There is an amendment rela­
tive to me increase of tne com­
pensation of member* of tbe leg­
islature. There is very little if 
anything iu favor of taie seoiion 
and it is pretty likely to be de­
feated,

An amendment allowing tbe 
oreation of improvement district* 
This seems to be all ngbi, a* the 
people forming euon district will 
vote on the question ana thi* 
amendment only allows tnem to 
deoide for themeeiycs.

An amendment provide! for 
the establishment of a state 
printing plant, Tnis system was 
tried by tbe etate of Texas a few 
years ago and proved very un­
satisfactory. There ie no reason 
why the state’ « printing oould be 
done better or oheaper in thie 
way than uoder competitive bide. 
If tDe iruet oontrole tbe bids it 
appesrs to be a very eaey mat- 
to dieoover the fact and prose- 
oute tbe bidders under the anti­
trust law of tbe etate.

Ac amendment allows an in­
crease of tax to be voted for the 
improvement« of publio roads. 
This ie certainly a good provi­
sion and «nould receive tbe en­
dorsement of tbe people of the 
■tate.

Tnis is only a short synoosis 
of tbe proposed smsndments and 
show* tba subjects to be oovered 
by them. Every voter should 
inform himself on tbs subject *o 
he oac vote intelligently and ao- 
oording to the a ay he thinks 
beet.

Tbe Baptist brethero have 
oloeed their option on the Han 
oock pare property, and not 
have a deed to tbe earn«, the 
transfer having been made Hat 
urday afternoon. The terms of 
the trade are well known, having 
been made on a baeie of 16,000 
oaeh, and $6 000 per year for 
three year«, the total ooat to the 
ohuroa being 120,000.
