The Neptune is the eighth Brite

ish Dreadnought battleship built fos
the admiralty. She is 530 feet
long, 84 feet beam, with displace
ment of 20,250 tons (a thousand
tons heavier and 30 feet longer than
the St. Vincent, the battleship of
the same type launched from the
same slip about a year ago).
