THE FALL ARMY WORM COVING

Government Warns Farmers to be 
Prepared to Meet the Attacks 

of. This Deotructive Pest.
Waahtngton, D. C., July 14— 

The preMeoce of tlie fall army worm 
hi i«mK>itcsl In southern and central 
T«UDua and there is ev»-y reason to 
itelleve that it will work ita way 
nortihwacd as th'e aeoeou actvancen. 
Farmera In line of Hs marcJii, ther«*- 
fore. are being warned by speclalisUi 
in the United States DepaHmei'.t of 
.Agrk-uUure to k ep h sharp eye up. 
on their <Topj», «g|>ecially alfalfa, corn 
and Uie «oeghunm in ordar to pre. 
vent the ipeet Sroni getting a start 
u|K)ii t>he<n. When they f rsL appeur 
Ahe worms are very small and feed 
be.’ieath matted gross, eke., but they 
grow rapidly und MtJdenly migrate 
in myriads no the corn or aorghum 
fields. If the ground between the 
corn la grassy the worma will prob. 
atbly origtnate there and feed there 
iitrtill partly grown before attacking 
"ne. corn. There is danger there­
fore that before the farmer is aware 
■>f their presence he will find hie 
corn stripped to bare stalks and 
his alfalfa to bare stems.

\N%ere a close examination of a 
com field shows the presence of the 
fall army worm actually attaicking 
the mm. the Department of Agrlcul. 
ture recommends dusting the plants 
with powdered arsenate of lead, us. 
Inp from 3 to 5 pounds t>er acre, 
mixed with 2 or 3 times its weight 
of flour. This precaution is of ccur.-e, 
out of the question on forage crops 
or on corn afterwards to be used 
for fodder on account o f the danger 
of (poisoning stock. In such cases a 
hundred pounds of wheat bran may 
be mixed with a couple pounds of 
either Paris green or powdered ar­
senate of lead. Preferably the form, 
er, and the whole mass worked into 
a stiff doug'h by the use of 3 to 4 
gallons of molasses and the Juice of 
a half dozen of oranges or lemon* 
added thereto. It this is sown broad 
cau on the ground where the worma 
are at work they will feed ujion It 
and be killed. The worms. It ha-s 
been found, will come to the poison, 
ed bait from distance^ of from 3 to 
10 Inch««. ,

In alfalfa fiekla tha Immediate 
cutting and curing of the alfalfa is 
advisable as soon as the infestation 
has been discovered. This will not 
only save the hay crop but wlH cut 
off the food of the fall army worm 
and che<k, thfreby, the development 
of another generation which may be 
many times more destructive than 
the first. -As soon as the hay has 
been rftnoved from the field, the 
ground should be roUed with a heavy 
roHer or Ibrush dragged, or the pol 
son bait can be used.

The habit of (he moths of descend­
ing an inch or two into the ground 
!n order to pass into tlie pupal state 
is of great importance in their con­
trol. It has been estimated that 
shallow cultivation will destroy,from 
.30 to 90 per cent of the inser.-*s at 
this time, the efficiency of the meas- 
ure ddpemdlng upon the thoroughness 
With which work is done. In alfalfa 
the use of the spiked tooth harrow 
or the alfalfa cultivator Is beet un­
less it is known that disking is not 
injurious to the plants. Cultivation 
of the ground between the rows of 
com has been found to destroy near­
ly all of the.e pupal, thereby prevent. 
Ing the development of another gen. 
«ration. Ordinarily, there are from 
3 to 4, or even 5 generations of the 
tall army worm in the course of a 
year, the damage done Increaaing as 
each successive generation *|>reads 
to the northward.

When fields are threatened with 
invasion, but have not as yet become 
actually infested a deep furrow should 
be plowed out around the entire clr- 
cumference of the field. Into this 
furrow the advancing worms will fall. 
They may then be killed by dragging 
a heavy log through the furrow, or, 
•n sections where eirrigation is pos. 
sibks the fiiirow may be filled wMb 
water and a small quantity of kero, 
sene »qirtnkled over the surface. This 
w)II kill the worms almost instantly

Tbe fall army worm, whee a full 
grow'n caterplller Is aboout 1 1.2
toubes In length. Tbe body Is strip, 
ed on a ground varying in color 
from a pale yellowieh brown to black, 
more or lesa streaked and Intermix, 
ed wdtb dull yellow. On each side 
there le a broad yellow undulating 
line mare or less strongly mottled 
jWith red. Wlhen very young, how. 
ever, the catterplllar is nearly black. 
The wonn will attack almost any 
form of VPgltadoD that is enoount-
