The fii’st census of the I ’ liite)! 
States was taken in 17!>0. during 
till' ailminisîration of George 
Wasliiiiton. I) relateil solely to 
po|.Illation.

Tlie ( 'oiistimtion of the riiited 
States reiinircs tlial a census of 
the Ciiitcd States lie taken every 
ten years. It is by lliis means 
tliat tlie aiiportiomiipiit of iiu'in- 
hers of the IIon.se of Pepres^iit- 
atives is made as to states.

The Bureau of the t'eiisiis is a 
l)art of the Department of Com- 
mert'c. It wa.s estalilisht'd as a 
jieriiiaiieiit Bureau in P'O’J. I’ rior 
to tliat time the l•ellsus work was 
done liy a temiiorary organization 
known as the < Vnsus Office.

.\ census of tiie country’s iiiaiiu- 
faetun's was riunle for ihe first 
time in ISltl. I'mler the present 
law a mairifael lires eciisns is to 
lie taken in 'eoniu’etion witli tli<' 
I'ourteenth Decennial <'ensus and 
eviry two yeais tlienafter.

.\n •numeration ot the mines 
and (|r.arries of the I idled Statis 
was made for the fir.st time in i 
1S40. I

The Sixth Decennial (Viisii>. i 
taken inl.'̂ dO, was the first one 
to cover agrieiilture .statistics, 
now OIK' of tlie most important 
parts of the entire e» nsu-.

The Department of .\grieul- 
lure assisted tlie ( ’eiisus Btin'au 
ill nreiiaring the list of questioms 
to he asked of every farmer at 
tlie eomiiig census.

I'nited States mai-shals a<'te<l 
as eiiiimera'ois' at the first nine 
deeeiiiiial eeiisu.st's. Kaeli marshal 
had a.s I’ .aiiy assistants as weir 
iieec;;sary to Jiroperly cover his 
allotcd territory.

The stidistics of the first census 
of tlie United States were pub- 
li.shed in one .small volume con­
sisting of jiiiges. The r’ utis- 
ties of the PJIO eemsus required

1:2 volumes having an aggivgate 
of mor.' than 4it.<M)(i ¡lages.

.\liout tióO iieojile were engaged 
ill taking tlie first census of the 
United States. Tlie Pt'JO l••‘U.•nls 
will i-cfnure the serviee.-; of 
PO.OtM).

There weri' li.tlt¡1.002 farms re- 
¡lorted at the last d»-e(*nnial cen­
sus. valued at mor- tliaii 40 
billions of dollai’s. 1’lie I!)2tt 
census is exiH'cted to siiow more 
tlian 7.000,000 fartius.

Congress extemied tlie scope 
of the apiu'oaeliing 1020 census 
by ])rovi«liiig tliat a census of 
forestry and forest products 
should lie taken. These sulijeets 
were lU'ver sjieeifieally eoveivd 
by any jiast census act.
