FARMERS CALLED TO MEET
At the suggestion of the Execu-
tive Committee of the State Farme
ers Institute, T am requested by
Honorable Fred W. Davis, State
Agricultural  Commissioner, to
call a meeting of the farmers of
Texas, at the City Hall, Dallas,
Texas, on January 21-22, 1920.

The object of the meeting is to
discuss the various problems cone
fronting  our farming interesis,
including a continuation of the
fight for profitable prices for the
producer, and to voice protest
against the rail freight embargo,
which is  so ruinously operating
condition and value of
farni produets in some portions of
our State,

The enormous loss to the farme-
ers of Texas the past season, by
undergrading and underpricing
of cotton, and eclosely associated
therewith, the activity of certain
Federal and other agenecies, seem-
ingly not in  sympathy with the
movement hy the farmers to
secure profitable prices for their
produets, will receive considera-
tion at the meeting.

I «neerely  hope that officers
and members of farmers insti-
tutes all over the State, as  well
as those who are not, will take
active interest in  piling up at-
tendance at the meeting by
notices in the local press, and by
personal solicitation. The oe-
casion and its possible results in
good to the farmers, appear to
to justify such action as sending
delegates, and ‘“chipping in”’ on
their expenses, espeeially at
points remote from place of meei-
ing.
