We have snake serum for the 
treatment of bites of poisonous 
snakes at all the army posts in 
Texas, at the Wichita Falls clinic 
hospital, the »Scaly hospital at 
Galveston and the county health 
office at Belton and Waco.

How to get rid of Piosonous 
Snakes: When you see one hunt 
it until it is killed. Hogs will kill 
poisonous snakes and could be 
turned loose to do so when they 
would not do damage to crops.
Dogs can be trained to kill poison­
ous snakes and having once been 
bitten are not usually killed by a 
n second bite.

S. J. 1Î No. 33. 
Proijosing an snmndment to thi* 

•Constitution of the State of Texas 
removing from the Constitution 
all limitations as to the amount 
of Momponsation of officers, the 
compensation and expenses of 
said officers to be as provided by 
law, and fixing the compensation 
of the Governor, and providing 
that said amendment shall be cf- 
fe etive on nnd after January 1, 
1929. and not sooner.
Be it Resolved by the Legislature 

of the State of Texas: 
SECTION 1 That Article XVI 

o f  the ('«institution of the State of 
Tex as lie amended by inserting 
then An a new section to be num­
bered Section 90a which shall 
read as follows:

■Section 30a. All provisions of 
the present Constitution of Texas 
fixing or limiting the amount of 
salary or compensation of offi­
cers and members of Legislature 
are hereby repealed and hereafter

said officers and members of Leg­
islature shall receive such salary 
or compensation and expenses as 
now provided until otherwise pro- 
vided by law. The salary tff the 
Governor shall he Tin Thousand 
Dollars (#10.000.00) per year, and 
no more, payable monthly, and he 
shall have the occupancy and use 
of the Governor’s mansion, fix­
tures and furniture.

The salary or compensation of 
any member of the Legislature 
shall not exceed fifteen hundred 
dollars per year, and actual trav­
eling expenses from the place of 
residence to the capitol and re­
turning for each session of the 
Legislature, as shall hereafter be 
provided by law ; and provided 
that' no change of salary or com­
pensation from that now provid­
ed by the Constitution shall be­
come effective until the first day 
of January following the first gen 
eral election held after the adop­
tion of this amendment.

SEC. 2 Said proposed amend­
ment'shall be sumitted to a vote

of the electors of this StHti-quali- 
fied to vote on constitutional 
amendments at an election to be 
held throughout the State on the 
first Monday in August, A. I). 
1927, at which each voter oppos­
ing said amendment shall scratch 
off the ballot with a pen or pencil 
the following word» printed there 
on :

“ For tlu amendment to the Con 
stitution of the State of Texas 
removing from the Constitution 
all limitutinus as t<\ the 
amount of compensation of of­
ficers, the compensation and ex 
penses of said officers as to b< 
provided by law, and fixing the 
compensation of the Governor, 
and providing that said amend­
ment shall be effective on nnd 
after January 1. 1929, and not 
sooner;’ ’ nnd each voter favoring 
said amendment shall scratch off 
the ballot in the same manner, the 
following words printed thereon:

“ Against the amendment to the 
Constitution of the State of Texas 
removing from the Constitution

all limitations as to the amount of 
compensation of ofüiccrs, the com­
pensation and expenses of said 
officers to be as provided by law, 
and fixing the compensation of 
the Governor, and providing that 
said amendment shall he effective 
ml and after January 1, 1929, nnd 
n t sooner.”

If it shall appear from a return 
of said election that a majority 
of the votes east have been east in 
favor of said amendment, it shall 
become a part of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas.

SEC. d. The Governor shall is­
sue his proclamation calling said 
election and Have the same pub­
lished and said election belli in 
accordance with /this resolution 
and the Constitution and laws of 
this State: and return shall be 
made and the votes canvassed and 
counted as provided by law ; and 
if said amendment is adopted by 
the required vote of the qualified 
electors of this State, the Gover­
nor shall issue his proclamation as 
required by law.

SRC 4. The sum of five thou­
sand dollars, or so mueh thereof 
as muy he ntmssary, is hereby ap- 
propriafMl out of the State Trea­
sury to pay for publication of the 
proclamation calling said election 
and any expense of the State in 
submitting said amendment and 
bolding said election.
