A car load of State-Certified 
Mcbaiie cotton seed has been 
oriiered for Mills county far­
mers and a “ one variety gin’ 
will operate exclusively for 
this crop.

Orders have been booked for 
nearly all this car lot and 
those placing the first orders 
have later increased the a- 
mouiit. R, F. McDermott, who 
is l)«)oking orders, reports that 
a few others may yet come in 
and that orders are being re- 
«»eived «laily. He advises that 
onlers may be hand«d to the 
County Agent or ilr . Great- 
house, when he i.s not in to ii.

A r«'cent news bulletin from 
C«dlege .Station coinmendsMills 
and six other counties for ac­
tivities ill establishing one-va- 
ri«'ty communities. More re­
cently, Mitchell and San Saba 
counties have organized for 
better seed ami separate gin- 
ni'ig.

The county agent reports 
that many farmers «leelare 
their intention to «(uit raising 
cotton and grow feed, milk 
more cows, or engage in gen­
eral stock farming.

If we are to sueeee«! in dai­
rying, we must feed better 
cows. .lust now we are inform- 
«'d that good cows are not a- 
vailnble in iinmhers. However, 
all large herds are being cull­
ed out ami the culls may be 
bought at the (iriee of good 
cows. The best route to better 
cows is to raise them. That 
rieaiis we must us«' better 
bulls. It i.s a slow, but sure 
process. One slioubl be. cauti­
ous in buying dairy cows at 
this time. It will not pay you 
to quit raising poor grade cot­
ton to milk low pro«lucing

This is espec­
ially true at a time when enn- 
sumers of raw cotton are buy­
ing from hand to mouth. <!en- 
erally speaking, the farmer has 
no idea of the value of his pro­
duce. Naturally he feeU that 
the price offered is le.ss tliau it 
is wortL and ninety-nine times 
out of lOO he is right, but he 
must accept the judgment of 
the buyer as to the grade and 
staple. It is a well known fact 
that cotton better thin middl­
ing is .s^fdom sold on the street, 
and good staple always brings 
a

Farmers who are inclined to

In 1928 the registration area
included 44 states, the District 
of Col^ibia, and 10 cities in 
non-rc(^.tration states. These 
states and cities together in­
cluded 95.4 pér cent of the to­
tal population of the United 
States. On this basis the num­
ber of deaths due to automo­
bile accidents is estimated at 
24,900 for the whole country.

It should be noted that the 
deaths assigned to automobile 
accidents do not include those 
due to collisions of automobiles 
with street cars or with rail­
road trains. In 1928 there were 
542 deaths due to collision with 
street cars and 2,041 deaths 
due to collisions with railroad 
trains.
