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W ILL DEFEAT AIMS
or FARM BOARD

When legislation creating a 
Federal Farm Board passed 
Congress it was not intended 
that an effort he made to repeal 
the law of supply and demand, 
or in any manner to interfere 
with its free operation. On the 
contrary, it was the intention 
of Congress to make possible a 
general co-operatire mo>'eraent 
on the part of farmers which 
would enable them to properly 
distribnte their products and 
merchandise them to an advan­
tage, the price depending npon 
the supply and other economi­
cal conditions influencing the 
demand. It was also thought 
that farmers, when bound to­
gether in co-operative enter­
prises, would become better in­
formed regarding the world’s 
probable ui cds of any commod­
ity and would regulate the sup­
ply ss nearly as possible.

If farmers refuse to co-ope­
rate, and if they pay no atten ­
tion to the warnings regarding 
over - porduction, the Farm  
Board will be helpless. The 
money appropriated for its tise 
might as well be turned back 
into the treasury of the Fnited 
States.

At the present time we are 
facing H condition in the wheat 
market that will test the pow­
ers of tlie Board. The wheat ele- 
vators in the Fnited Stati-s anil 
Catmila are almost full of un­

When you buy a 2-cenf stamp 
at the postoffice, it may be 
w'orth $6, aeconliiig to Dr. J. 
Ijiureiice Whitman, professor 
of chemistry at Texas Christian 
Fniversify, who has a hobby of 
oolle"tiiig stamps. Fncle Sam 
bus issued no less than eight 
varieties of 2-ceiit stamps of 
the current issue. “ A specimen 
of one variety is worth $6,” 
Dr. Whitman says. He began 
collecting American stamps 
when he was 8 years old. He 
collects foreign stamps also, 
but his chief interest in is his 
Fnited States collection. He 
has a specimen of every stamp 
issued by the government since 
1900  ̂ and some of his stamps 
date back to 1851, the year 
Fncle Sam began using stamps. 
He values his colleetion at one 
thousand dollars. “ Those who 
are not stamp collectors always 
asks what makes an old stamp 
valuable,”  he says. “ The value 
of a stamp depends upon sup­
ply and demand. The rarer the 
stamp, the more it is worth. 
For instance, when the first air 
mail stamps were issued, in 
1918, the bureau of engraving, 
by mistake, printed several 
liiiiidred of them with the a ir­
plane plate upside down. < »ne 
of these misprint stamps re­
el iitly sold for $2,30t).

chickens anywhere within th< 

»v limits of Fort W orth is n 
liability that rests drectly on 
tlo- «iwner. Within the neigh- 
borliOod relationship. Imth arc 
easily nuisances and om— the 
lo"—may become a menace.

Dogs which are allowed to 
rnii at large in the neighbor­
hood track with mud, walks, 
jmn'hes and steps. They dig up 
flower beds and they keep the 
neighbors awake nights A per­
son has a right to own a dog 
But the neighbors have equal 
rights of being free from dam ­
age and danger. The problem is 
a very delicate one.

Dogs should be vaccinatinl a- 
gainst rabies. That applies to 
every dog, everywhere. Partie- 
tilarly is it true of dogs in cities 
Ghildren of any neighborhood 
are entitled, first, to safety. An 
unvaocinated dog in the block 
will deprive them of that right. 
Anyone owning a dog should 
regard the necessity of remov­
ing its presence as both a men­
ace and a nuisance as para­
mount. If he does not do so, he 
should not be permitte«! to own 
one

The ownership of chickens 
carries the obligations of a 
chicken-proof fence ami sani­
tation. There is no excuse for 
chickens being perm itted to 
damage flower beds. They will 
do so unlcM they are securely 
feueed in by their owners. I ’n- 
sanitary chicken yards are a 
menace to the health of the 
neighborhood.

Responsibility for chickens 
and dogs should be placed 
■quarely ap to the ownert. 
They have but precariouc 
places at beet in the metropoli- 
tanism of a city of the Fort 
W orth clam That they should 
be insisted upon by the anthor- 
itics and the eommnaity-at- 
large. —S tar Telegraa.
