All fn a1, his trip made a most |
striking contrast to the old days. |
Where the pioneers struggled for |
long days and weeks, he sailed |
gaily by In a few hours The
hardships of old are gone for-
ever, and his experience illus-
trated it

This was followed, of course,
by a number of pessimistic wails
It was set forth by various peo-
ple that hardships are good for
people; that we, living more eas-
ily than the early Americans,
cannot have as much strength
of character as they had; that
our modern comforts and refine-
ments have resulted in a deter-
joration of the national stock
The answer would seem to be—
poppycock!

Talk about the enervating ef-
fect of modern comforts and lux
uries is silly. A little examina-
tion of the record ought to make
that apparent to anyone, We
need not deplore our new inven- 1
tions. They do not bring softness
and decay, despite the doleful
head-shakings
