P re p a rin g  F ow ls  fo r  M arket.
Fowls should be brought to market 

with the legs cut off below the knees, 
headless and perfectly drawn, cleaned 
and salted inside. This will admit of 
careful inspection bv the buyer, as his 
eyes will enable him to know if it is fat, 
and his nose will detect signs o f decay. 
Diseased birds cannot stand an examin­
ation inside and out, hut under the pres­
ent system they can be palmed off on 
buyers very easily, as outward appear­
ances cannot be relied upon.

Fowls that have been drawn will ke< p 
much longer than if allowed to retain 
the entrails. To the farmers a better 
l,rice will bo the consequence; but tbe 
buyer will at least set that which is de­
sired, and not a large amount of useless 
offal. It is a hard matter to overthrow 
old customs, but still the time will come 
when tliis gross error will be more par­
ticularly noticed.

A tew hints as Io dressing and keeping 
poultry. After the fowl is killed and 
plucked, cut off the bead and feet, and 
lraw out the entire inside parts. Then 
carefully wash and place aside to cool. 
After cooling sprinkle good table salt in­
to part of the inside, and well rub salt 
on the outsido of tbe body; then nicely 
clean and salt the heart, liver and giz­
zard and place them into the carcass, as 
many buycis prefer to have them. Or, if 
preferred", clean the fowls as directed, and 
ustead of sab ing place them in an air- 
ight box, ami on llie bottom of the box 
■urn a small quantity of sulphur. As 
oon ns the sulphur fumes begin to rise 
lose the box and at ttic end of half an 
tour take out tbe fowls and pack them 
or market. They will keep lor weeks 
sy this process, as the sulphur fumes 
effectually prevent fermentation in all 
substances; and instead o f being injur­
ious are positively beneficial, in com­
pletely destroying everything that could 
by any means be injurious to the carcass. 
It will give a peculiar glazed appearance 
to the fowl, and a slight odor of the sul­
phur may remain (often none,) but the 
moment llie carcass is heated for cooking 
the sulphur gas pussis off, and the meat

THE HOUSEHOLD.
Making Truite for Grave D iggers—Valua- 

ble IloiiM-holri Recipes.

From the objections that are made to 
one niter another o f the commonest ar­
ticles of diet it would appear that there 
is among us a number of base irersons 
who are conspiring to make trade for 
gravediggers. There is not a single disli 
in common use but is soundly abused 
by some one; bread is said to be worth* 
less because it lacks the gluten of the 
Avlieat, butter is said to be the cause ot 
biliousness, salt thickens tbe blood and 
makes tbe user cross, milk softens the 
muRMes and bones, beefsteak contains 
innssicacid, mutton is unfit to eat un­
less it has been kept so long tliat it is 
unfit to smell, pork means trichinae, fish 
thins the blood, tomatoes produce can­
cel-, berries sour on tbe stomach, the 
coats of which are ruined by rhubarb 
stalks in pie or sauce; green beaus pro­
duce boils, and the dreary list might be 
extended indefinitely. Between all 
these calamities and deatli by starva­
tion the.-e is not much choice, unless 
one prefeis to prolong a miserable exis­
tence by using'some of the alleged foods 
that are put up in bottles with attractive 
labels. Yet somehow people go on eat­
ing all the dreadful things and living, 
and when any particular food product 
fails and another is substituted the 
health ot the public does not seem to 
sutler by the change. It tbe jieople 
who lmv family stores will pay less at­
tention to talk about the liealtlifulness 
of various articles o f food and more at­
tention to such mcthorls of cooking as 
will make fooJ most palatable and easy 
o f digestion there need be little fear of 
the natural quality of the rough mate­
rials brought to the cook. It is dry 
tough steak, the leathery slices of fried 
limn, the underdone vegetables und over­
done meats, the greasy pies and heavy 
cake that play the mischief witli the 
American digestion, health and temper.

V a lu a b le  ltee ip es .
Pickled Limes.—Make a brine strong 

enough to tloai an egg; stick your limes 
oil two sides with a silver fork; then put 
them in tbe brine witli a weight on the 
limes to keep them well under the brine; 
let them stand ill a warm place for a 
week; they are then fit to eat, You can 
add some red pcp|<ers to the brine.

Fried Egg Ptaut. —Pare your egg plant: 
cut in slices a third ol an inch thick; and 
lay them in strong cold salt and water 
for three hours, putting a plate and 
weight on them to keep them under the 
water; wipe each slice; dip in egg beaten 
with a tablespoonful of cold wuter and 
line cracker crumbs: fry in boiling drip­
pings or half lard and butter.

Baked Egg Plant.—Trim off tbe stem 
end and boil tbe egg plant for 20 min­
utes in salt water und then lay in the 
colander to drain until perfectly cold; 
peel open and take out the seed, mash 
tiie egg plant smooth, pouring off any 
wntci that comes, and add to it half a 
giateil nutmeg, a salt-spoonful of white 
pepper, half a tcaspoonlul ot butter, two 
eggs, and bread-eruinbs enough to make 
a thick batter o f it; bake for 20 minutes 
in the disli you will serve it in; two 
tablespoonfuls of minced ham is an im­
provement

Plain Puffs.—Y'ou may call it steam 
pudding. You can make it on a yacht 
in a jiffv, and the only time it takes is 
the boiling of it. Y’ ou are matched some­
times, ana i f  pudding is the word, this is 
the way to get out of it; One quart of 
flour, sifted; a teacupful of currants and 
a tablespoonful of baking powder, and a 
pinch of salt: mix ’em well first; then 
adil enough cold water to make a stiff 
batter; nut her in a pudding tin, cover 
her with a cloth, and let her go it in a 
steam boiler lor one hour and a half. I f  
you want a richer duff, just go through 
the same thing, adding the yolks of five 
eggs and a tablespoonful of butter.— 77m- 
•Sauce.—Y’ou see you ain’t got no sugar in 
them. This here sauce is quick, too. 
Yon want two tablespoonfuls of butter, 
and just a trifle less of sifter! Hour, and 
you grate a quarter of a nutmeg into it, 
and you add a tcaspoonful of vanilla ex­
tract, or half a tcaspoonful o f lemon es­
sence, and a whole teacupful of granu­
lated sugar. Now smooth it oil together, 
adding teaspoonfuls of warm water from 
time to time as you boil it until you get 
it to llie thickness you want; but after 
all, I ’ve seen many a nice lady take that 
suttee and then dash molasses or. the 
whole thing, and say molasses was the 
best.—See Cook.

In the center is a fine mansion, with 
a piazza around it.

The 
schoolhouse has its master at the door, 
calling his pupils to come in.

In one corner there are the ruins of a 
house and barn, covered with moss as if 
very old. There are lakes and streams, 
with boats and swans upon them ; and 
bridges over which men arc fishing.

Remember, none o f these houses are 
over twelve inches high, and the people 
nre not more than two inches long. The 
figures are all of china, painled, and were 
most o f them brought from Holland,

Although every thing is so small, it is 
perfect in every respect. At the en* 
trance of the villiage is a tiny mile-stone, 
on which is painted in white letters, 
“ Twenty-seven miles to New York." 
This curious village is more than fifteen 
years old.

is the Court-house, built of hewn 
stone, elegantly finished, and would 
be a credit to 21 much larger city.

Strong City, something over a 
mile from the last naned city, is an­
other town containing a respctable 
supply ot vim and business, though 
even smaller than Cottonwood 
Falls.

Deeds of (faring are never scarce in 

frontier settlements, and the news gath­
erer, who is always in search o f the 
sensational and interesting, every day 
meets with incidents wherein the heroic 
nature of man stands in prominent re­
lief. Only yesterday the Journal con­
tained the particulars of a locomotive 
trip during which great dang* is were 
unwaveringly laced, and now another act 
ol bravery o f  a railroad engineer deserves 
attention. At 1‘antano Wednesday after­
noon the brakes of a fiat cur loaded with 
ties became loosened in some inexpli­
cable manner, and the car began to move 
down the steep grade toward Cienega. 
A bystander jumped aboard and en­
deavored to tighten the brakes. He, 
however, touml them unmanageable. 
Another tried and failed. A regular 
brakenum then boarded tho ear. and 
quickly discovered that llie biakes were 
out o f order. The car by that time luid 
run eased its speed to nearly twenty 
miles an hour, and to remain upon it 
would l>e almost sure death when the 
first washout was reached. He, there­
fore, called to the other two men on the 
car to jump, and this they did. Engineer 
Frank Shaw at thm time was sitting on 
his engino at I’anjuno, and attached to 
bis locomotive was a car filled with 
Chinamen. He ut once realized the 
errible result, if this runaway fiat car 
was allowed to proceed unchecked *>n its 
way, for a score or more oflaborcrs were 
engaged far down a deep gulch iu the 
Cienega Pass strengthening the braces ot 
a broken bridge that spanned it. They 
would not be able to hear the approach­
ing car, and it would soon crash through 
tire weakened timbers and probably 
crush many lieneath its weight. As these 
thoughts Hashed through his mind, he 
pulled wide open the throttle valve, and 
started in pursuit of the fast receding 
ear.
