Mount Olive 
and Lake Merritt is held up, 
pending supplies from Washing­
ton.

I f  there is one green stalk 
standing where cotton was plow­
ed up it should be cut down.

If the people dc.lrf In­
toxicants sold here, even though 
Lie eighteenth amendment is 
abolished.

This election ordered by the 
court will not authorize the sale 
of whiskey or liquors other than 
'the 3 2 beer, even If a majority 
of the votes are cast In favor of 
it. according to advise given the 
Eagle. I f  the federal constitu­
tional amendment forbidding 
the sale of liquor Is voted o ff by 
the necessary two-thirds major­
ity of the states, intoxicating li­
quor can not be legally sold In 
Mills county without the sanc­
tion of a majority of the voters.

In the August 26 election the 
voter will be required to mark 
and vote three tickets—one on 
the state constitutional amend­
ments, one for the “wet” or “ dry" 
delegates to decide on the fed-j 
era! prohibition amendment and j 
one on the question of allowing 
3.2 beer sold in this county.

Ever since the bank hoUday, 

which marked a period of severe 
curtailment, the trade volume. 
Index prepared by the Alexander 
HamUton Institute has shown a 
sharp upward swing.

The current Index U> 88.2 as 
compared with 82.4 in the pre­
vious month, 77.2 two months 
ago and 76.9 in the month pre­
vious to the banking crisis.

In analyzing the trade volume 
in 199 cities, the Insiltute ilnds 
that 188 are showing an upward | 
trend and that 26 are experienc­
ing conditions above last year.

The state automatic tax board has set the state rate (or the 
present year at 77c which is a considerable advance, yet the board 
believes such an advance necessary to meet the state budget. The 
Dallas News says of the board's action

"The setting of the state tax rate at the maximum of 77c will 
be received as bad nears by the taxpayers, but it is good sense an 
the part of the administration at Austin, nevertheless. Of course, 
it might have been better politics to have held the tax rate at the 
17c level demanded by the last legislature, letting the deficit take 
care of itself another year Bui it has been this sort of politics 
that has brought us to our present situation wnth a deficit larger 
than were annual current expenditures for all state purposes not 
many years ago. The condition of state finances has been brought 
forcibly to the attention of the public during the last few years 
largely through the hard-headed—and hard-hearted—methods of 
toe state auditor and the comptroller, who have never seen any 
good reason why they should not call a deficit a deficit. And once 
the (act that a deficit exists is established, it does not take much 
reasoning to bring one to the conclusion that one of two things 
must be done about lt--either pay off or tell the creditors to 
charge off

Some of the questions are hard to settle in our own 
minds, but they are equally as hard for the other fellow and every 
qualified voter owes the duty to his g o v e r n m e n t  to 
•xetnlse the right of suffrage when called upon to do so. On Aug­
ust 26--just two weeks from Saturday, there are several momen­
t s  questions to be settldd The most important Is the Eighteenth 
Amendment to the federal constitution, but there are others of 
interest to the people. One of the more important is the issuance 
sf S20.(X)0,000 in state bonds. Another is the exemption of home­
steads from state taxes up to a valuation of $3000 The abolition 
of'state wide prohibition is also to be passed on by the voters. The 
amendment referring to county government or county home rule, 
in reality does not interest Mills county residents directly, as It 
xviiy applies to the counties of more than 60.000 population. All of 
the amendments are important and the only way to ascertain the 
toll of the people is (or them to vote on the subjects. Another Im- 
porUnt duty devolving upon the citizen is to Inform himself on 
the provisions of these amendments, so he may vote Intelligently. 
All of the amendments were published during May and the early 
i»art of June and a careful reading of them will be helpful In se- 
cii£^g the proper Information to qualify a voter for passing on the 
merits or objectionable features In the proposals.

A  plan o f such gigantic proportions could not reasonably 
be escpected to work perfectly and bring all desired results over 
Might Let ot be patient and co-operate In making it work

Texas has been allotted 20,- 
364.322 bushels of wheat to be 
raised in each of the years 1934, 
1935 for domestic consumption. 
This figure represents 54 per 
cent of the state's 5-year aver­
age production, taking the 1928- 
1932 period as the basis for fig ­
uring. according to information 
received by the director o f the 
extension service of A & M Col­
lege from Secretary of Agrlcul- 
ure WilUce. In regard to 

launching the wheat acreage re­
duction campaign Conferences 
of district and county (arm dem­
onstration agents of the major 
sheat producing dlstrlcU have 

been called to meet in Mineral 
Wells August 14, 15 and 16. and 
Plalnvlew 16. 17 and 18, The ex­
tension service will be In the 
wheat campaign, as It was In the 
cotton, the agency charged by 
the secretary of agriculture with 
the responsibility of making 
clear the provisions of the con­
tract to every grower and of or­
ganizing the county and local 
committees who will swing the 
job.

Each wheat producing county 
has a definite aUotment and 
within the counties these allot­
ments will be sub-dlvided to 
wheat growers by computing the 
individual growers average pro- 
luction over a period of full 
•nree years. The grower who 
joins up to reduce his acreage 
lor 1934 and 1935 will agree to 
cut doam not more than 20 per 
cent of his average acreage dur­
ing the following three years, 
and to sow in wheat in a ‘'work­
manlike manner" the number ot 
-cres that should produce the 
number of bushels that are al­
lotted to him He also agrees not 
to use the released acres In any 
way except for soli building, ero­
sion preventing, or for the pro­
duction of food to be consumed 
it  home or feed to produce live­
stock products to be consumed 
at home

In return he receives, on or 
after September 15 this year. 
20 cents per bushel on his farm 
allotment, and not less than 
eight nor more than ten cents 
additional per bushel after proof 
of compliance. This last pay­
ment will not be made before 
June I, 1934 These payments he 
will receive regardless of the 
price for which he sells his 
wheat. The 1934 nad 1935 pay­
ments by the secretary of agri­
culture will be based on the 
amount necessary to bring the 
^rlce up to parity.

Mills county's quota is 3800 
bushels, the average production 
per seeded acre for five years be­
ing 11.7

Childress county farmers have 
killed 5000 rabbits since last 
spring and have been paid $I2S 
by the county for their trouble. 
A bounty for each pair of ears 
was offered by the county com­
missioners to encourage the 
slaughter of the crop-destroying 
pests.

More than one-half of Texas' 
counties—136 to be exact— were 
represented among the more 
than 1000 students who attend­
ed Texas Tech at Lubbock dur­
ing the summer. Eight other 
southern and southwestern 
states were represented and one 
student from China.

Dividend checks totaling $50,- 
000 were distributed to more 
than 1000 depositors of the Mc­
Allen State bank, which closed 
last February 21. Announcement 
of the issuance o f the checks 
was received from Banking Com­
missioner E. C. Brand's office at 
Austin this week.

A survey by the Texas rehabil­
itation and relief commission 
this week discloses that there 
are 400.000 families who are not 
on relief rolls, but whose bread­
winners are now unemployed. 
TTiis Is In addition to the 1,250,- 
000 people now directly and 
wholly subsisted by public funds, 
according to the statement.

SUPPLY AND DEMAND
Unless goods move Into con­

sumers hands they pile up and 
stop the factory wheels Con­
sumption Increases with income, 
of course, and when the nation­
al income rises to the normal 
level the national expenditure 
will return to normality. This is 
known to all, and is the point 
emphasized by the president in 
his call to the country. He sees 
in larger employment and high­
er wage levels the beginning of 
the ascent out of the depression.

be liquidated before retail sales 
mount notably. But those to 
whom the debts are paid, a 
smaller number, must emi^oy 
their collections. This they do by 
paying o ff bank loans and aet- 
tllng accounts wfth Jobbers and 
manufaetnrers. The whole thing 
rises from the ground, and Mr. 
Roosevelt, more clearly than any 
other recent high administra­
tor. has recognized the begin­
ning place. — Corsicana Sun.

SAVE FROM SACRIFICE

When congress, at the presi­
dent’s request, passed the home 
owners’ loan act as a unit o f the 
administration’s recovery pro­
gram. there was no intention of 
creating merely a paternalistic 
government bureau to take over 
and pay o ff all the indebtedness 
existing against the homes of 
American citizens. That is p>er- 
fectly clear from the fact that 
the home owners’ loan corpora­
tion. which was created by the 
act. is limited as to the amount 
to be used for the purpose to 
two hundred million dollars In 
cash and two billion dollars In 
bonds, while it was known that 
there was approximately twenty 
billion dollars of mortgaged In­
debtedness against American 
homes The object was and is 
to refinance good loans on homes 
for those who are In danger of 
losing them through foreclosure. 
And If one would have a clear 
Idea of the alms and proposed 
operation of the home owners’ 
loan corporation, these two re­
quisites must be borne In mind. 
The loan must be a good loan. In 
the sense that there Is sufficient 
margin of value of the property 
over the amount of the loan, 
and the mortagor must be In 
distress, In that he is In danger 
of losing his property and is un­
able to refinance the loan thru

VIEWS OF THE NATION’S PRESS ON TOPICS OF INTEREST'AND IMPORTANCE

AUSTRALIA REJECTS
R E S T R I C T I O N S

During the world economic 
conference Australian represen­
tatives have been uneasy con­

cerning the proposal for re­
stricting agricultural production. 
The climax to this feeling was 
reached recently when Stanley 
M Bruce of Australia announc­
ed that his country was definite­
ly opposed to the policy of re­
striction.

Australia during the depres­
sion has not accumulated any 
agricultural surplus, although 
that country is the greatest wool 
producer in the world and Is also 
one of the largest wheat growers. 
Several factors account for this 
condition in Australia. Of recent 
years Japan has become an ac­
tive bidder for Australian wool, 
while China has bought consld- 
■rable quantities of wheat from 
the Australian market.

The policy of the rural cred­
its department Is directed to­
ward orderly marketing of agri­
cultural products and does not 
encourage fanners to h o l d  
their commodities. The bank 
will not grant more than an ini­
tial loan of 10 per cent of the 
value of the product to any or­
ganization that is not actively 
trying to sell Its produce. The 
rural credits department does 
not encourage holding of pro­
duce In the hope of better prices. 
Its outside limit as to the length 
of loans Is one year.

The financing of marketing 
has been Important in prevent­
ing hoarding of agricultural pro­
ducts In Australia, for though 
the government bank has not 
made sizable loans on wool, It 
has advanced extensive grants 
to wheat co-operatives, covering 
zt times as much as half of the 
wheat harvest In Victoria.

The absence of a surplus of 
agricultural products in Austra­
lia. together with the fact that 
vast areas are still available for 
cultivation, finally caused Stan­
ley Bruce, the Australian dele­
gate. to oppose at the world 
.'conomic conference any re­
striction upon agricultural pro­
duction. Young countries see no 
reason as yet for retarding their 
expansive activltiea To them the 
problem of marketing Is one of 
underconsumption rather than 
of over-production. — Christian 
Iclence Monitor.

A Long Island horticulturist 

writes to the New York Herald- 
Tribune to say that the true 
golden-bantam strain of green 
com is disappearing from the 
tables of bon vlvants. The orig­
inal had only eight rows to the 
cob and the pure strain may al­
ways be recognized by that char­
acteristic. But of late years 
many growers have been hybrid­
izing the golden bantam with 
certain white varieties, aiming 
to preserve the golden color of 
the bantam with the larger ear 
of the white giants. Thus many 
yellow-kerneled strains of green 
corn have been evolved, some 
good, some not so good. But with 
all their experimenting, the hor­
ticulturists have not yet suc­
ceeded In evolving a green corn 
which properly accommodates 
itself to human jaw-work

The average Christian mouth 
can easily and effectually en­
compass three rows of com. Four 
can be politely managed only by 
the Joe Browns of the human 
race; two are for the rosebud 
mouthed But your ear of com 
Is almost never rowed In multi­
ples of three; It has either eight 
roas or ten, and the average 
mortal never comes out even on 
the cob. Going the rounds of the 
cob on the legitimate three-row 
schedule, he comes to a trifling 
remainder of two rows on an 
eight-rowed cob and a miserable, 
good-for-nothing one row on 
the ten-rowed cob. To an order­
ly man this makes the eating of 
green com a weariness and vex­
ation of spirit Will not horticul­
turist come up to the help of the 
mathematlcal-mlnded gourmet 
and produce for his delight a 
green com that has either six 
or nine or twelve or fifteen rows?

SET AT 916 FER CAPITA 
Despite.the fact that the State 

of Texas Is in arrears on the per 
capita apportlonmeiTt for school 
purposes last year, the figure for 
the forthcoming year Is an­
nounced as $16. There Is not 
much likelihood that the schools 
will ever receive any sum closely 
approaching that amount It 
may be supposed that some sort 
of political advantage is to be 
gathered from the setting of an 
unattainable goal, but the fa il­
ure to attain will be painfully 
apparent by next election, as 
prospects now appear. I f  that 
does turn out to be the case, the 
political effect can not possibly 
be favorable.

The gentle art of fooling the 
public Is nowhere so much in 
vogue as In the matters o f the 
so-called ’’automatic” settliig of 
the tax rate for state purposes 
and the fixing of the per capita 
scholastic aUotment. In the end 
huge deficits are the conse­
quence and are almost bound to 
be so. Even In good times the 
temptation to cut the tax rate 
and raise the use of public funds 
Is constantly pressing Ih the di­
rection of red Ink on the state 
ledger.

"That this form of elishonesty 
does not take public money out 
of the public tUl to be put into 
private pockets contrary to law 
does not make R any the less 
dishonest. It  Is a form of lying 
whereof most of us are guilty in 
our personal finances. Political 
finances are habitual victims of 
It. But every such deception 
costs more in the end than it 
saves In the meantime, whether 
we measure the WIT In terms of 
dollars or In terms o f embarrass­
ment.

A POLICY OF PATRIOTISM
The dectaratton of the out­

standing American leaders of 
industry and labor that there 
must be no strikes, lockouts or 
attempts at aggression in In­
dustrial relations during the op­
erations o f the national recovery 
program is an act of outstanding 
patriotism. There are bound to 
be differences o f opinion, causes

BACK TO LAND
The back-to-the-Iand move­

ment, which the administration 
prepares to sponsor Is one o f the 
most attractive features of the 
domestic recovery progrsfc The 
aim la to restore to the land 
families now In manufacturing 
and mining centers, which have 
little chance o f becoming eco­
nomically Independent; fam ilies 
which at present are supported 
largely by relief agencies.

It has been probably the worst 
feature of direct relief, as It has 
b?en administered, that the mil­
lions w'hlch have gone into it 
have spent without placing the 
beneficiaries In a position better 
to support themselves.

It Is the government's inten­
tion to use $25,000.000 of the pub­
lic works appropriation for ‘aid­
ing the redistribution of over­
head population in industrial 
centers.”  The money Is to be 
lent, principally, for the purch­
ase of farm equipmeiX^ The 
hope Is that In due time it will 
be repaid.

One of the difficulties is ob­
vious To the extent that an In­
crease In farm populaJiton in­
volves an Increase In the produc­
tion of staple agricultural pro­
ducts, the difficulty of main­
taining fair prices for farm pro­
duce will be aggravated It will 
not be easy to restrict agricul­
tural production and to increare 
agricultural population at the 
same time

But in the beginning it Is ex­
pected the new farm population 
will be located on small farms 
and arlll engage primarily in 
raising food and vegetable pro­
ducts for Its own consumption. 
In  due time perhapt^bountlful 
harvest will again be a boon In­
stead of a bane and In that 
event the new agricultural pop­
ulation will not longer be looked 
upon as an enemy by tf)9 old.

Restoring thousands of urban 
families to the farm arlll be d iffi­
cult. Probably little can be done 
In that direction to reduce the 
cost of direct relief next arbiter. 
But if plans can be laid and de­
tails worked out for placing 
these families early next spring, 
unemployment in the Industrial 
centers arlll be reduced and the 
direct relief burden arlll be ap­
preciably lightened.— Cleveland 
Plain Dealer.
