A DANGEROUS DISEASE

Austin,Texas Jan. 11.—Whoop-
ing cough was formerly regarded
as one of the infectious diseases
of minor importance. According
to Dr. John W. Brown, state
health officer, this is not so.Each
yvear many children die of this
disease; in fact it causes more
deaths than scarlet fever, meas-
les and smallpox combined.

Whooping cough is a treacher-
ous disease. It resembles the
proverbial wolf in sheep’s cloth-
ing. Illness begins gradually,
causing parents to feel that the
symptoms are those of an ordi-
nary cold, until the character-
istic whoop appears. Unfortun-
ately, the disease is most infec-
tions during the early stages.
children in the first years of life
are in the greatest danger of de-
veloping pneumonia, the most

vere complication

The chief hope in controlling
enidemies of whooping cough lies
in those measures which help to
prevent the spread of disease
Children with the disease should
remain at home and in isolation
for a period of 21 days. Children
with the disease should be re-
ported to their family physician
or local health officer

Dr. Brown furfher urged pa-
rents to do everything they can
to protect their children from
whooring cough. Keep them
away from playmates who have
rolds, especially when whooping
cough is prevalent.

Events of recent years in Rus-
sia are epitomized, to some ex-
tent, in an incident far removed
from the realm of economics and
social experiment.

This is nearly
the oldest known text of the Bi-
ble, containing the complete new
testament, which was found in
the monastery of St. Catherine,
on Mount Sinal, and came into
possession of the Czar of Russia

in 1869,

The scattering of the treasurﬂ;
of royalty in Russia, the little
regard for religious relics in the
Soviet state and possibly the new
nation's need for money are rep-
resented in this proposed trans-

| fer of the codex to the keeping

of the English people. But this is
much more than a treasure
among ancient manuscripts, pre-

' served by some remarkable se-

ries of accidents through slxleenv
‘enturies since it was written, It |
is one of the very few authorities
for the text of Sacred Scripture
Tts patiently lettered text of the
new testament contains the old-
est written record of the event:s
which are celebrated and com-
memorated in the Christian fes-
tival of Christmas.

These were long past in the
fourth century, when the Codex
Sinaiticus was compied by some
unknown scribe from other man-
uscripts which may be lost for-
ever.

THE PRICE OF TALK

If silence is golden, as the pro-
verb says, Congress never has
discovered it. Whenever a sena-

silence, his words, golden or oth-
erwise, are recorded in the Con-
gressional Record. The Record
has become an American insti-
tution—and expense. At the last
session it ran into 12,264 pages,
costing $514,190 to print, or $42
a page.

Now, it seems, the price of talk
is rising. The “lame duck”
amendment to the constitution
eliminated short sessions of Con-
gress, leaving one session a year,
Yet the cost of recording the de-
bates will take a jump. The for-
mer subscription rate of the Rec-
ord for the short session was $4,
and for the long session $8. Un-
der the new plan, Uncle Sam,
publisher, has announced a rate
of $1.50 month.

Although about 35,000 copies
are printed, the subscriptions
number anly about 800. More
than 31,000 copies are mailed out
under government frank and the
rest used in Washington. Each
senator has eighty-eight coples
for mailing and other purposes,
and each representative sixty,
many of which are distribufed
among constituents.

The Record has both uses and
abuses. Its verbatim record of
speeches and debates is useful
not only to the members of both
houses and to the departments
of government, but to newspa-
pers, libraries, teachers,students,
business men and historians. It

BRITISH PROTECTION
AGAINST THE EMPIRE

Protection of home agriculture
against the competition of lower
cost foreign producers is now an
avowed policy even in Great
Sritain, where previously the
public would not tolerate a tax
on bread. The present govern-
ment has apparently decided to
rehabilitate the agricultural in-
dustry even if such action may
increase the cost of lving in
Great Britain and thus handi-
cap exports of manufactured
products.

Under the impetus of a subsidy
paid to wheat growers, produc-

tion in Great Britain has shown.
a sharp expansicn, and of course,
the consuming public is paying
for this bonus to home produc-
ers. Hog growing has also been
encouraged by promises of mini-
mum set prices to those farmers
who will contract to deliver bac-
on hogs. At the same time, the
quotas allowed foreign countries
have been decreased as British
supplies have increased. Milk
production is also heavy, a large
excess of fluid milk has develop-
ed and it is suggested that the
government will have to ask the
Dominions to curb dairy exports
next year. Further, in the en-
deavor to assist British beef pro-
ducers the quota allowed the
Irish Free State has been reduc-
ed and Canada has been induec-
ed to agree to limit her exports
to the volume prevailing during

the first quarter of the year.
Great Britain’'s hands are
largely tied by the Ottawa agree-
ments in theory, but in practice
she can always appeal to the Do-
minions voluntarily to curtail
certain exports and since she s
the world's chief market for ag-
ricultural products, she is likely
to obtain substantial concessions
from them. With a wave of pro-
tectionist sentiment sweeping
the country, it now appears as
if the government may well
adopt measures to protect home
agriculture from empire compe -
tition when she is freed of the
Ottawa commitments. — N e w

York Journal of Commerce.

Presi-
dent Roosevelt Thursday square-
ly faced the issue of an increas-
ing deficit for emergency needs
and the necessity of balancing
the books with borrowed money
instead of new tax levies. This
was expected in the war period,
when each day shot away mil-
lions of dollars. The president
repeats what he has said before,
that no less can be expected in
ending economic war,

In the financial operations ot
congress, which compliance with
the budget request will necessi-
tate, the president urges the sen-
sible course of meeting as far as
possible the estimated recovery
needs of the next fiscal year.
The present deficit is already
in excess of $7300,000,000. Mr,
Roosevelt asks for an appropria-
tion of $2,000,000,000 over that,
to cover the expected deficit of
the coming fiscal year, 1934-35
He therefore asks for a bond is-
sue of $£10,000,000,000, two-fifths
of which would be for bonds
about to mature. The president
is not blind to the possibilities
of continued recovery expendi-
ture, but he is optimistic enough
to believe that by 1936 the nor-
mal character of budget balanc-
ing will be resumed.

He estimated that the total na-
tional debt at the end of the-
fiscal year, June 30, 1935, will be
$31,834,000,000 at the maximum.
At this figure, it will be approx-
imately $6,350,000,000 higher
than the war peak time of 1919.
Considering the increase In na-
tional wealth and resources in
the intervening period basic val-
ues unaffected by temporary
market conditions, the govern-
ment credit will not be seriously
extended, if a halt is called at
this figure. It is an impressive
amount, although it should not
terrify. It will, however, have a
sobering effect on citizens, who
should see with the president
that retrenchment must set in
at the earliest possible moment.

The Yation's ability to con-
tract a record debt in this emer-
gency was made possible by the
policy of debt retirement adopt-
ed early in the postwar period
That example should suffice to
warn the nation tha. i* must ex-
pect to make thenecessary sacri-
fices in hoavy tax paviments tc
liquidate the obligations now
created, if the nationa! . -asury
is to be placed in a strong posi-
tion for future emergencies.

The budget message leaves no
room for charges of equivoca-
tion. It presents the status of
government finance clearly ana
forcefully, depicts the objective,
and makes no effort to separate
the items contributing to the ac-
tual and future deficit by per-
plexing references to the new
double entry system of book-
keeping. The president has given
a convineing demonstration that
the nation can have faith in his
open dealing in matters of fi-
nance.—Dallas News.
