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CHINESE BOY
WITH FATAL BITE

ROCK SPRINGS

A hundred men «earched the 
hills oi Eastern Fengtlen, China, 
Monday lor the adder boy ot 
Chuangchow, with orders to 
bring him back dead or alive -  
preferably dead.

Reports received at Mukden do 
not attest the truth of reports 
that the 7-year-old has poison 
fangs, but they make it clear 
that the population of Chuang- 
chow believes he has—and fur­
thermore. believes four persons 
have died from his bites. Homes 
In Chuangehow are being guard­
ed while the men seek the boy.

Since the boy's own father had 
planned to exeoute him but fa il­
ed, U U behoved no mercy will 
be shown.

One report that reached Muk­
den was: "The young killer,
whose bite means death, Is as 
strange in appearance as Is hi? 
penchant for biting. The lad re­
sembles a baby ape.

"His e itra iT ilnary nature first 
was noticed when two relatives 
came to call on his parents. He 
bit them and the next day both 
were dead. This might not have 
proved so alarming except that 
on the fame day he had bitten 
the daughter of a neighbor, who 
also died in twenty-four hours.

"The boy's father became se­
riously alarmed and locked him 
In a cage, Intending to put him 
to death later. The next morn­
ing, however, when he went to 
the cage he found that the youth 
had broken from his prison.

"Some days later a woodcutter 
found him In the forest crying 
bitterly and taking pity on him 
took the lad to his cabin. There 
he showed his gratitude to his 
benefactor by biting him.

. COLLECTING THE TAX

A report from Washington says 
that the govermnent will con­
tinue to seek collection of AAA 
processing taxes in all cases ex­
cept that of the Hoosac Mills In 
which the Boston circuit court 
of appeals ruled the taxes un- 
con-s'itutional, the department of j 
Justice announced.

“The decision of the majority { 
of the circuit court of appeals for 
the first circuit In the Hoosac 
Mills case does not prevent fu ­
ture collection except In that 
particular case,” Attorney Gen­
eral Homes S. Cummings said.

He reaffirmed that the govern­
ment would carry the case to the 
supreme court as quickly as pos­
sible and said the government 
would attempt to collect the 
taxes “ unless and until the su­
preme court directs otherwise.”

A  F A R -R E A C H IN G  D E C IS IO N

The courts of the country do not make the laws, but con­
strue their meaning and in some cases pass upon their constitu­
tionality. Thefe Is no quarrel with a court when its decision con­
flicts with our own judgment or desires, regrettable as may the 
nscesslty for the court’s action. A case In point is that of a circuit 
court In Boston a few days ago. where a decision was rendered 
Invalidating the Agricultural Adjustment Act. While this de­
cision is not final, it induce« the fear that the United States su­
preme court, which is the authority of last resort, may find that 
the act goes beyond the provisions of the federal constitution. 
This act has been the financial salvation of the cotton and grain 
producing states since its enactment and but for Its provlstons 
there would have been a far greater depression in the agrlcul- 
tnral states. The fact that the farm Income from cotton last year 
—one o f the poorest crop years In the history of the coimtry—was 
practically 50 per cent greater than that of 1932 shows the degree 
U> which this adjustment act was helpful. While everybody real­
ises that the provisions of the act can not be continued Indefi­
nitely. it Is a fact that there was a necessity for thU asslsUnce 
from  the government during the years o f drouth and depression.

NATIONAL BUDGETS

During the past few years, na­
tional goveriiments throughout 
he world have been faced with 

the serious problem o f rising ex­
penditures and declining reve­
nues. Budgetary deficits have be­
come the rule rather than tlie 
exception. In the p>erlod covtitd 
by the fiscal years 1929-30 thru 
1933-34. a surplus was recoided 
only eight out of a possible thir­
ty times by a group o f six impor­
tant nations comprising the 
United States, Great Britain Ger­
many, France, Italy and Sweden. 
In Germany and France, there 
lias been a deficit in each of 
these five years, and In the Unit­
ed States and Italy in the past 
four. Sweden nominally rendeis 
the most favorable report with a 
recorded deficit only In 1931-32. 
although certain capital outlays 
have been covered by special 
loans. Great Britain has had a 
deficit In three of the five years, 
but successfully balanced Its bud - 
get in 1933-34, and again for the 
fiscal year just closed.

Even apart from the far more 
favorable showing of Great Bri­
tain and Sweden, the record of 
the United States suffers severe­
ly in contrast with that of other 
Important European nations. For 
Its recent deficits are not only 
far larger, both In actual amount 
and In relation to revenues; they 
have also been increasing ,t a 
far greater rate. While, in the 
fiscal year 1934. Great Britain 
reported a surplus and Sweden 
Stated a surplus. France and Ger­
many reduced their unfavorable 
balances, while that o f Italy was 
somewhat larger, the deficit of 
the United States reached a new 
peak and actually amounted to 
more than total revenues. That 
Is, Great Britain and Sweden liv­
ed wrlthin their means, Germany 
rnd Frence expended less than 
10 per cent and Italy leas thm  
10 per cent more than their reve­
nues, but the United States q>ent 
in excess o f twice lU  Income.— 
Xnduetrlal News Review.
