make history. He set up a saloon
at Langtry and called it the
Jersey Lily.

His judicial rulings, which are
still quoted wherever a group of
barristers gather and his humor-
out comments and decislons,
which cause old-timers to rock
with laughter up and down the
Rlo Grande, went round the
world before he diled.

Legitimate business is not
run in that manner and any
promise as suspicious Some of
the schemers who are on the
trail of bonus money have vari-
ous types of services for sale. The
Better Business bureau has sug-
gested that no service should be
paid for in advance.

AMERICAN CREDIT

After quoting an Eagle editor-
ial on the American credit, State
Preas in the Dallas News says:

Our country’s eredit is proof of
our country’s vitality, a warranty
of its future, The world is send-
ing its savings to our country for
investment, for the savings of
any people seek first of all
stable political and social order.

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GAINS IN EMPLOYMENT

Since January gains iIn em-
ployment have been recorded by
the department of labor each
month, and the report of a
further increase in May does not
seem surprising. But it is sig-
nificant for several reasons. As
Secretary Perkins points out, this
Improvement is contra-seasonal.
In only two of the sixteen prev-
lous years in which these figures
have been compiled have gains
occurred in March, April and
May. Again, the improvement
has mainly occurred in the
durable good Industries. Since
May of 1935 employment in the
durable goods industries has ad-
vanced 108 per cent, and pay-
rolls in those industries have in-
creased 25 per cent. This gain in
twelve months is particularly
noteworthy because May of 1935
was the last month in which the
NRA was functioning.
