Avoid the filling of lighted 
lamps. Avoid the use of kerosene 
to Ught or quicken fire. The ap­
plication of heat to kerosene 
results In the generation of gases 
which are very explosive.

Do not use gasoline, naphtha, 
sr benzene for cleaning. Use 
some of the safer solutions now 
obtainable and these, in any 
considerable quantity, out of 
doors and during the day.

Avoid toy wax candles. Each 
year a number of deaths of chU­
dren due to placing of candles on 
Christmas trees produces a sad 
ending for an otherwise Joyful 
season.

Never leave babies alone in the 
house—not even a minute where 
there Is a lighted lamp or open 
fires.

This Is an age of electricity- 
let's learn to use It with safety. 
Permit only experienced persons 
to instaU or repair electrical fit­
tings and appliances. There are 
definite rules for wiring, which 
if known and observed wUl pre­
vent electrical fires.
