LIFEUKE MODELS
MADE BY DE.NTIST

"An eye for an eye and a tooth 
I for a tooth might well be ap- 
; plied to my hobby,” laughed Dr. 
M. Sandel, Houston dentist, as 
he oisplayed his collection of 
more than 100 anatomical wax 
models he has made during the 
past three years in his small lab­
oratory behind hl.s office, accord 
ing to the Houston Chronicle.

These life size models repre­
sent almost every organ In the 
human body In their entirety 
and numerous cross sections and 
are perfect to the minutest de­
tail. Dr. Sandel used a hard wax 
for their composition. Paints 
are thoroughly mixed into the 
wax and when the model Is fin­
ished It Is given a coat of shellac 
to preserve It. The shellac also 
gives to the model a wet appear­
ing finish, making It seem to 
have been recently removed 
from the body.

'The fashioning of the models 
requires infinite patience and 
p>ains. Dr. Sandel has 12 models 
of the hand alone, beginning 
with the entire hand, showing 
every pore, line and fingerprint. 
This model is so life like that 
it appears to have been just sev­
ered from the body, with arteries, 
veins, muscles and bones expxosed 
at the wrist. The next model Is 
of the hand just beneath the 
skin, showing the capillary ac­
tion. The next appears to have 
had a thin slice of flesh removed 
and so on own until the nerve 
centers of the hand are reached. 
The nerves are represented by 
hundreds of fine flax threads, 
shellacked to give them strength. 
The fingers are made over metal 
skewers.

One of the most Interesting 
models Is a cross .section showing 
"behind the scenes" o f the hu­
man head—the brains, nerves, 
blood ve.ssels. folds of skin about 
the nose, the tongue, eye and 
ear.

Dr Sandel ha.s many models of 
the human jawbone. These are 
made of plaster covered with 
wax, which gives them the Iden­
tical app>earance of bone. He 
started with the model of a ba­
by's jawbone at birth then added 
one tooth to the next model, then 
two and on up until all the 
permanent teeth are present. He 
also has models showing teeth 
In the first stages o f decay down 
to the jawbone of the aged, 
showing shrunken. toothless 
gums.

De­
tailed plans of farm and home 
management were worked out 
with each family, and backed by 
loans lor the neces.sary supplies, 
livestock and equipment. i

“More than 18 per cent of Tex­
ts farmers have incomes rang­
ing from $400 down to less than 

I nothing. A typical member of | 
this group, McCracken said, "on 
an average spends only five cents I 
a month for medical care.” He j 
pointed out that these families | 
can develop, in the aggregate, an | 
enormous purchasing power, if i 
properly financed and supervis- 1 
ed. :

It is the policy of the high­
way department, Pirle said, to 
transplant flowers, plant.s and 
seeds from other .section of the 
state to pc'inls where a partic­
ular plant or flower Is not a na­
tive. Last vT.-ir many such plants 
were Imported Into the nine 
counties Lamar. Red River, 
Franklin. Hunt, Delta. Hopklas. 
Rains. Grayson and Fannin — 
which make up Division 2. How­
ever, many haVT been destroyed 
or dug up by ccllectors.

As the 
yearly trek to the water holes 
begins, old Isaac Walton should 
thrill at the variety of fish and 
fishermen native to the Lone 
Star State.

Classifying Texas anglers ac­
cording to the prey they seek,' 
there are the freshwater sports- ■ 
men who want a good fighting t 
fish, such as spotted and large­
mouthed black boss or the hand- I 
some yellow bass. On the coast' 
Silver King, or tarpo>. has wtm ' 
the title of ‘ greatest of game 
fish" and more daring anglers ( 
set out every year to find a 301 
to 300 pound speciment of him or 
of a Sheepshead, another pop­
ular fighter.

’The barefoot boys go after lit­
tle blue spotted sunflsh and the 
familiar rock bass, both of which 
are found In ponds, creeks and 
rivers around patches of vegeta­
tion. Other com.mon freshwater ! 
varieties out of the 130 repre­
sented in this state are the six 
Inch blue and red eared sunflsh,
