Cox, state health 
officer. The figure Is a very low ! 
estimate based upon the prob-1 
able number of rats In the stale, j 
two for each person. No doubt 
many suffer losses that would 
pay their taxes, and this does 
not take Into consideration the 
losses from diseases, time and 
money caused by the rat. i 

Typhus fever is on the In-1 
crea-ve in Texa.s, said Dr, Cox. II
and the rat is the cause of Its j 
spread. Old World typhus fever ( 
was a high death rate while the I 
typo we have In Texas svanetlmes 
called Brill’s Dlsea.se, has a low 
death rate. It occurs among 
persons who work or live In rat 
infested buildings. It was the 
ob.servaMon of this fact that led I 
to the discovery that rats are 1 
carriers or transmitters of the I 
disease. It appears that the rat j 
suffers attacks of this form o f , 
typhus fever and that the fleas' 
harbored by the sick rat bite  ̂
man and thus human infection , 
rc.sults. j

Although this disease Is not 1 
commonly fatal. It cannot be 
considered lightly. The Illness 
lasts about two weeks.
