Texas l06«6 mere than three 
hur.dred o f its children each 
year from one preventable cause, 
■ccordlnc to State Health Officer 
Oeo. W. Oox. Dlptherla that ever 
preaent mmiance to chiidren, 
was responsible in 1936 for 351 
deaths.

No parent would allow his 
child to run in front o f trains 
or automobile.s but many allow 
them to run the danger of con- 
trmctlng dlptherla. Prevention of 
dlptherla in children is a simple 
matter of innoculation with tox­
oid

I f  you have a child six months 
old or more take him to your 
family physician and ask to have 
•  Shlck test made to determine 
wtMther the child is susceptible 
or knmnne to dlptherla—for 75 
to SO per cent of children under 
twelve years of age are suscep- 
Ubto.

Information that as high as 
ninety per cent of all children 
onder twelve are susceptible was 
sained from Schick teste eartled 
oat on thousands of children  ̂
daring the past decade, and In- 
dfcaies that jroung children 
riiDuld receive immunizing treat­
ment against diptheria without

a preliminary Schick test. Such 
a test should, however, be car­
ried out after six months after 
preventive treatment, to ntake 
certain that Immunity has been 
established.

According to the Alexaiider Hamilton Distitute, the cost of 
dvlng in May extended its upward trend to a new high level for 
the current inflationary movement which began exactly four 
years ago ’The cost o f living In May was 6.0 per cent higher 
than a year ago. 23.8 per cent higher than at the low for the 
depression in April 1P33 and only 13.2 per w n t lower than at the 
pre-depression peak in October 1922.

O f the various Items entering into the cost of living, food 
prices have shown the greatest increase since the total cost of 
living reached Its low four years ago. FYom April 1933 to May 
1937, the cost of food rose 44 0 per cent, rents 34.5 per cent, Uie 
price of clothes 26.4 per cent and the cost of mi.scellaneous Items 
7.2 per cent.

ple. Last year, they state, births declined 2 per cent and deaths 
increased 6 pier cent, making the nation's increase only 800,000 
Instead of the predicted 900,000

The trend is already appiarent in the nation’s public schools. 
According to the United States News, for several yeasr past there 
has been a decrea-so of aixiut 100.000 annually in the number oi 
children entering the first grade.

On the basis of pre.sent trends it is estimated there will be 20 
per cent fewer chil.Tren under 10 In 1840 than there were in that 

age group in 1930. This mcan.s that one-fifth fewer teachers will 
be needed In propiortlon to 1930 and that In many communities 
classes will have to be consolidated instead o f expanded, as has 
been the case in late years In ma.iy places.

Another result which will be .somewhat slower in developing 
is a drop in the supjply of labor. By 1940 it is estimated the num­
ber of youths applying for first Jobs will have declined by 200,000.

Another result of the slowing of population growth, pjoints 
out Dr. Mordecai Ezekiel of the Department of AglrcuJture, is 
that ImpirovemenU in machinery and other technological ad­
vances of the future will mean “not merely new vocations for 
young folks but actual di.splacement o f those already at work.”
