The railroad Inoustrj’ has applied for permission to raise 
freight rates 15 per cent, because Its revenues are not sufficient 
an these days of higher costs and wages to pay exp>enses and 
leave an adequate amount over for improvement and expansion.

In asking thu  permission, the railroads want to do only 
what most unregula’ed busine.s.ses have already done. For ex­
ample. newspapers all over the country have been increasing 
ahelr single copy pri< es and in some cases their monthly or an­
nual subscription prices. Increased production costs make this 
necessary.

The railroads are in the same position as these papers. 
Kverythlng the lines use costs more than it did a year or two 
ago. even as a newspaper's main source of expense, newsprint 
costs more than It d.d And. like the newspapers, the railroad’s 
only sTiurce of operating Income is from the sale of their service 
—in one case, transportation; in the other, advertising and new.«

WTienewr a regulated Industry asks permission for rate In­
creases. the average human reaction Is to protest at onv.c, and 
hope that It will b<* denied. But a railroad Isn’t any different 
from a newspaper or a real estate agency or a grocery store or 
a  .specialty shop It is governed by the same economic laws. And 
■when outgo exceeds Income, it must raise its prices or go bank­
rupt.

Notwithstanding the recession in industrial activity, the 
number of persons employed In the United States rose from 42,- 
288.000 In August to a nevj; recovery high of 42.484,000 in Sep­
tember, according to the Alexander Hamilton Institute. 'While 
factories rallroad.s and the building industry reported a curtail­
ment of employmeni, decreases In these lines were more than 
offset by Increa-scs In employment, on the farms. In wholesale 
»nd retail trade establishments and In coal mines.

The gain in eijjployment from August to September was 
more than sufficient to offset the increase In the supply of 
workers as the result of the growth of population. Consequently, 
«he number of unemployed persons declined from 9.181.000 In 
August to 9.015 000 in September, a neŵ  low for the recovery 
movement

Although the downward trend of unemployment Is likely to 
occur before the end of the year as the result of the prospective 
-continuation of the recession In Industrial activity. The season­
al Increase In reUil trade employment will be an offsetting fac­
tor. In January, however, after the holiday season is over, un­
employment Is expected, as usual, to show a substantial Increase.

Q Did Cortes plan settlement 
of the Rio de las Palmas coun­
try?

A In 1526. not knowing of pre­
vious grants to Guzman and 
Narvaez, Cortes wrote the King 
of Spain that he had heard (no 
doubt from Garay) that the Rio 
de las Palmas section was a good 
land with a good port and that 
he was planning to explore from 
Panuco to Florida, already hav­
ing a good number of settlers 
for the Rio de las Palmas.

Q. How long was C sbeis De 
Vara held captise by Galveston 
roast Indians and how did he 
manage to survive.

A. He was held a captive slave 
for six year.s and his life was 
spared t^ a u se  the Indians be­
lieved him to have powers as a 
medicine man. Lope de Ovideo 
was held captive on the Island, 
also a slave, afraid to attempt 
escape from his wretched situa­
tion for what might prove worse 
De Vaca was unwilling to try to 
get away without Ovideo, and 
it was not until 1534 that they 
left together.

Q. What route did de Vacs 
take when they escaped from the 
Galveston coast Indians. _____

A. They followed the coast 
west as closely as possible, mak­
ing friends as they went by heal­
ing sick Indian.s they encounter­
ed and eagerly searching for 
other survivors of whom they 
received vague reports along the 
way. In despair Ovideo finally 
turned back. Two days later de 
Vaca found Alonzo Castillo and 
Andres Dorantes and his Moor 
slave Estevanlcoi Stephen), near 
the mouth of the Guadalupe.

Pew of us have any adequate 
realization of the amazing pro­
gress that has taken place In 
making our modern automobiles 
mechanically safe.

TAX REVISION

It has long been the opinion of business leaders and econo- 
tnUts that revision of the federal tax system is essential to the 
eventual achievement of sound prosp)erlty. Now that belief Is 
making hca'.Iway In the high places of government. Motivating 
cause is the business recession which. In the riew of all the ex • 
perts, was largely th ‘ re.sult of our chaotic fiscal policy.

Secretary Morgenthau’s recent utterances marked what 
many hope to be a new and more realistic approach to the prob- 
leins of taxation. Mr Morgenthau advocated balancing the 
budget by reducing expenditures for relief, highways, public works 
and agriculture. He further advocated broadening the tax ba.se. 
And he Intimated that there must be revision bif certain special 
taxes which are worrisome and detrimental to business and in- 
■vestment.

Q. How did the Narvaez ex­
plorers equip themselves for con­
tinuing from Florida to the Tex­
as coast?

The fifth vessel was destroyed 
near Aransas Pass, where the 
few who escaped to shore, too

Cream Hard Sauce 
Cream one-fourth cup butter. 

Add gradually one cup p>owdered 
sugar, one-fourth teaspoon va­
nilla, and one-fourth cup heavy 
cream. Beat until stiff.

Brown Betty
(6 servings) Pare and core two 

apples and peel three bananrs. 
Cut into thin slices and sprinkle 
with three tablespoons lemon 
Juice. Pill a greased baking dish 
with alternate layers of buttered 
toast cubes and fnilt, having 
three layers of crumbs and two 
layers of fruit. Sprinkle each 
fruit layeer with one-fourth cup 
sugar, a pinch of salt, and one- 
fourth teaspoon cinnamon. Pour 
in one-half cup water. Cover 
and bake fh moderate oven (375 
F.) for 20 to 30 minutes. Remove 
cover and continue to bake until 
apples are tender. Serve with 
lemon sauce.

Lemon Sauce
Mix one tablespoon and one 

cup sugar. Add one and one-half 
cups boiling water, stirring con­
stantly until thick. Cook ten 
minutes. Remove from heat 
and stir in one cup of sifted 
pumpkin, one-half cup honey or 
brown sugar, three cups rich 
milk, one-fourth teaspoon salí, 
one-half teaspoon ginger, one- 
half tqhspoon cinnamon, dash 
nutmeg, one tablespoon orange 
juice, and two table-spoons melt ­
ed butter. Pour Into greased 
pan and bake In a moderate 
oven <375 F.) for one and onc- 
half hours. Serve with Butter­
scotch Sauce or with Hard Sauce.

Butterscotch Sauce 
Mix one cup brown sugar, one 

tablespoon cornstarch, and one- 
fourth teaspoon salt. Add one 
and one-half cum boiling water. 
Stir until thick. Cook five 
minutes. Remove from heat. Add 
one tablespoon butter and one- 
fourth teaspoon vanilla.

BIG PECAN CROP LOWERS 
PRICES

The 1037 pecan crop is esti­
mated at around 34,400 tons or 
seven per cent more than the 
1932-36 average production, by 
the Bureau of Agriculture Eco­
nomics In Its annual outlook re­
port Issued from Washington.

In view of advances being 
made In Texas and Oklahoma, 
the Bureau said “over the next 
few years a small rate of In­
crease In total production seems 
likely together with an Increase 
In the proportion of Improved 
varieties.’’

Southwest Improves Trees
“It Is known that In the states 

east of the Mississippi River 
there have been both consider­
able neglect of orchards and 
thinning out of those orchards 
which are receiving good care," 
the report observed.

But In Texas and Oklahoma,
It continued, a great deal of 
top-working of wild and seed­
ling trees with Improved varie­
ties has been carried on, some 
new groves of improved varie­
ties have been planted, and there 
has been extensive thinning of 
native stands to Increase their 
productivity.

On the whole, these factors 
would seem to point to a slightly 
upward trend In production and 
to an increase In the proportion 
of improved varitles. The figures 
on actual production over th-. 
last 10 years show an upward 
trend in the production of im­
proved varitles but fall to show 
a perciptlble trend In total pro­
duction.

The estimated 1937 cn^? ex­
ceeds by 14,400 tons the very 
short yield of 20.000 tons last 
year On the other hand. It is 
18.609 tons below the record 
crop of 1935 when 53D00 tons 
were harvested.

The 1937 yield of Improved 
varieties will probably be close 
to lO.'aoO tons, 11 per cent more 
than in  1936and 26 per cent 
above the average for 1932-36, 
while production of wild a t.i 
seeding sorts is expected to be 
In the neighborhood of 24.200 
tons, well over twice the 1936 
production, but still barely equal 
to the 1932-36 average, the bu 
reau said

Average Price 14.6 Cents
“The outstanding feature of 

pecan statistics continues to be 
the relatively low level of prices 
for Improved pecans existing 
throughout the years from 1931 
to 1936. The United State? 
average farm price (Dec. 1) for 
the 1936 crop of Improved va­
rieties was 14.6 cents pier jiound, 

juice, j which Is well within the range 
from 13 to 15.4 cents per pound 
prevailing since the 1931 season.^ 

On the basis of a survey of pe­
can tree numbers and ages made 
In 1929, It was estimated that 
there would be 20 to 25 per cen 
more trees of bearing age In 
1930 than in 1929.

Pecans have been selling at 
from six to 25 cents a pound 
here lately, offering a cheap ad 
dition to holiday menus.
