expert.”

The effort came within one vote 
of succeeding. Matthews was saved 
only by the slim margin ot 4 to 1.
I The dismissal motion was made 
by Rep. John J. Dempsey, silver- 
haired New Mexican, who has long 
been opposed to Matthews' employ­
ment Supporting Dempsey were 
his two liberal colleagues. Reps. Jos­
eph Casey ot Massachusetts and Jer­
ry Voorhis ot California. Voting 
with Dies, who hired Matthews and 
has been his chief backer, was the 
fourth Democrat, Joe Starnes of Al­
abama, and the two Republican 
members, Noah Mason of Illinois 
and J. Parnell Thomas of New Jer- 
sey.

Dempsey’s move provoked a heat­
ed clash. In demanding Matthews’ 
ouster, Dempsey charged the inves­
tigator with bringing the commit­
tee into disrepute by his "radical 
background" and his "passion fur 
grinding personal axes.”

As an instance of this he cited 
Matthews’ report on alleged Red In­
fluence in consumer organizations. 
This report, issued last December 
fronoDies’ home in Orange, Texas, 
w ithw  the knowledge or consent of 
the full committee, vigorously as­
sailed the Consumers Union.

" I  hold no brief for this organiza­
tion," Dempsey asserted, "but it 
happens that it is a competitor ot 
Consumers Research, in which Mat­
thews has a large financial interest 
But he didn't mention Consumers 
Research in his report while he at­
tacked Consumers Union and other 
cor^tj^Mr groups.”

Dle?lnililantly rushed to the de­
fense.

" I  know Matthews is a former 
radical,”  he shouted, "but that 
doesn’t alter the fact that he has 
been very valuable to us In expos­
ing the iiuier workings ot the Com­
munist movement.”

" I f  that Is so." broke In Casey, 
"then let’ s keep him in that role. 
I have no oblection to keeping him 
on our payroll as long as he re­
mains in the Job we hired him for 
—an Informer. But I strongly ob­
ject to his acting as the principal 
investigator of the commutee, ask­
ing ^questions of witnesses and is­
suing reports he has ns authority

Extra $15,823 Paid 
For Soil Building

Mills county farmers will re­
ceive In addition to regular farm 
conservation payment an extra 
$15,823 for soli building practices 
performed in Mills county in 
1939, according to O. R. Ooosby, 
secretary of Mills County A. C. A.

This amount has been earned 
for constructing terraces, plow­
ing under green manure crops, 
planting legumes, contour seed­
ing, contour farming, and con­
struction of tanks under the 
farm program.

Farmers in Mills county In 
1939 constructed 540.000 feet of 
terraces or approximately 102 
miles of terrace lines. 178 tanks 
were built under the farm pro­
gram with a total of 52,310 cubic 
yards of earth moved, which Is 
an average of 295 cubic yards per 
tank. 3609 acres of green man­
ure crops were plowed under by 
farmers In 1939.

Farmers aLso received payment 
at the rate of 75c per acre for 
Interplanting 1,148 acres of peas 
with corn or other crops, and a 
payment of 18 3-4c per acre for 
planting 10, 176 acres of row 
crops on the contour. 4,890 acres 
of .small grain for harvest was 
seeded on the contour for which 
a payment of 15c per acre was 
received.
$10,933 Is Lost.

In addition to the amount of 
$15,823 which will be received. 
Mills county farmers could have 
earned In 1939 an additional $10,- 
933 for soll-bullding practices as 
outlined above. This amount, 
which is forever lost to Mills 
ccunty, would have paid for the 
construction of 145,800 feet of 
standard built terraces.

Ranchmen under the range pro 
gram will receive approximately 
$21,000 for the construction of 
tanks, cutting of cedar, eradica­
tion of pear and cactu.s, and vari­
ous other practices under the 
range program.

Payments In 1940 for soil build 
Ing practices performed on farm 
and range will be approximately 
the same as In 1939. The county 
committee and community com­
mitteemen, the county agent, 
home demonstration agent, vo­
cational teachers of Mills county, 
and all employees of the AAA 
are ready to assist any farmer 
or ranchman In making his plans 
to earn all of Ids soil building al­
lowance for 1940.

Social Security Man 
To Call Monthly

Ooldthwalte has been .selected 
by the Social Security Board as 
one of the points where Itinerant 
.service will be established. It was 
announced here today by Z. E. 
Avery, Manager of the Austin, 
Tej(a.s field office cf the Social 
Security Board, which serves the 
area in which Ooldthwalte Is 
located.

Regular monthly visits will be 
made to Ooldthwalte on the 4th 
Wednesdays of each mopth at 
3;00 p. m. Avery said, with space 
provided In the District Judge’s 
office in the Court House. The 
dates of these visits will be March 
27, April 24. May 29, and June 26. 
These visits are for the purpose 
of contacting employers and em­
ployees, potential beneficiaries, 
and others In connection with 
their problems relating to the 
Federal old-age and survivors In- 
■surance provisions of the Social 
Security Act.

The representative of the So­
cial Security Board will handle 
claims for old-age and survivors 
insurance, applications for social 
security account numbers, appli­
cations for employer identifica­
tion numbers, and wage discrep­
ancy cases. He will also be avail­
able to furnish Information on 
any phase of the "program, Avery 
said.

The recent amendments to the 
Social Security Act authorized 
the payment cf monthly Insur­
ance, beginning January 1, 1940, 
to qualified wage earners, sup­
plementary payments to wives 
over 65 of qualified workers, and 
to their minor children. The 
amendments also provide survi­
vors Insurance to aged widows,

Stamp to Honor 
Doctor Who First 
Used Ether

DALE CARNEGIE

A number of Ooldthwalte peo- 
jNe have made reservations to 
hear Dale Carnegie, famous tra­
veler and lecturer and author of 
the best seller, “How to Make 
Friends and Influence People,” 
when he speaks In Howard Payne 
auditorium at Brownwood both 
afternoon and evening of March 
IS.

The picture of Dr. Crawford 
Williamson Long, a villagie doctor 
from Georgia, will appear on the 
face of a 2-cent postage stamp 
.soon to be Issued by the U. S. 
Post Office Department. Doctor 
Long Is credited as the first doc­
tor to use ether as an anaesthe­
tic.

The question of the first man 
to succc.'wfully use ether for an 
operation has long been disput­
ed, and. In the Fifties, four doc­
tors claimed to have pioneered 
111 this field. Congress never was 
able to satisfactorily straighten 
cut the various claims. The Post 
Office Department research au­
thorities, however, are satisfied 
that the honor belongs to Doctor 
Long.

Doctor Long conceived the idèa 
of using ether as a pain-killer 
after attending a number of 
“ether frolics” which were pojJu- 
lar about 1840. He noticed that 
persons could feel bumps—even 
severe ones—after inhaling a 
small amount of ether. HU tint 
succesaful operation using ether 
was perforaaed at Jeftweao, O s- 
on March SO, 1S4S.

He was young, eager and tireless.

American league the Yankees liked 
sny better than Grove. All they had 
to do was to wait him out—or hurry 
him—and then slug him.

he acquired poise, he became 
n^^M ective, not only against the 
othcrclubs but against the Yankees 
as well. His figures in the victory 
column mounted. He won 24 games 
In 1928, slipped to 20 in 1929, rose to 
28 in 1930, and to 31 in 1931. He 
won 25 in 1932 and. although he 
dropped to 24 in 1933, he led the 
league again—as he had in 1928, 
1930 and 1931.

In the winter of 1933 he was sold 
to the Red Sox for $125,000. In 1934 
he had trouble with his arm and 
sv^'-Aniy eight games while losing 
A  m'hny-and it was righ^ after 
that that he became a real pitcher. 
He was forced to out-think the bat­
ters and in doing that he became 
one of the greatest pitchers in the 
history of baseball.

Sport« Writer Urges 
Long Closed Season 
For Game Fish

The Mills County Hunting and 
Fishing Club seems to have start­
ed something two years ago 
when it extended the closed sea­
son on fishing to include Janu­
ary and February. Now the 
State Fish, Game and Oyster De­
partment Is urging a statewide 
closing season for these months.

Considerable discussion has 
been aroused among fishermen 
all over the state in consequence, 
and apparently the move Is be­
ing favored by the maporlty. Of 
course there are seme fishermen 
who do not care about protecting 
spawning fish, but most of them 
would like to see fishing Improv­
ed.

Pop Boone, probably the widest 
read sports writer in Texas, has 
this to say In his column In the 
Fort Worth Press about the pro­
posal for the extended closed 
season:

Yeah, but why such a long 
closed season? Well, one reason 
is because down here in Texas 
we have no long closed season 
because rivers and lakes are not 
frozen over in winter. You hear 
guys talk about the abundance 
of fish in Colorado, Montana, 
Michigan and Wisconsin, when 
they have millions of fishermen 
every year.

Well, they have fishing seasons 
of about three months or maybe 
not more than five Instead of a 
closed season of two months. 
When you have millions of fish­
ermen after the poor little fish 
for ten months—well, no wonder 
we have such a tough time keep­
ing fish in our streams and lakes.

In other words. It Is much bet­
ter to close up for three months 
and have fair fishing in $he 
lakes the rest of the year than 
it is to have an additional open 
month and see the lake fished 
out quickly like Lake Worth was 
and camps worth about a dime a 
dozen.

Yeah, but February is just 
about the best fishing of the 
year—one of the busiest months 
for camp owners. Sure! ’That’s 
the object of the proposed clos­
ing in February. It ’s the best 
fishing because the poor fish are 
trying to spawn and in an effort 
to find shallow water and gravel 
beds they invade the sloughs, 
creeks and other spots of that 
naturp and fall easy prey to the

fishermen just when all fish 
should be left alone to do their 
spawning undisturbed.

Then there Is the matter of 
food for the fish. Minnows also 
should be left strictly alone. If 
fishing is allowed, then somebody 
Is bound to seine for minnows— 
at least until enough minnow 
farms are put in operation to 
keep the supply up to where sein­
ing Isn’t worth the effort.

As for the laying off of all fish­
ing, one of the best arguments 
in its favor Is the ease with 
which the few wardens could 
function. Of course, the law 
would have to be amended to 
bring a law Infraction with the 
mere possession of any class of 
fishing tackle within 100 yards 
of any stream or lake. Also an 
Infraction for any person to have 
In his possession any fresh water 
fish.

Some guys argue this law would 
enable too many carp to spawn. 
Ha! Fisheries men have an an­
swer to that one. They’ll tell 
you carp are smart and spawn 
earlier than any other flSh be­
cause this enables them to be 
free to dig up the nests of the 
other fish later on.

Anybody who has any argu­
ments against the three-months’ 
closing on all fishing proposal 
will do me a real favor by writ­
ing them out and sending them 
In. You don’t even have to sign 
them. If there is an opposition 
to the proposed amendment, I ’d 
like to hear it. So far I ’ve never 
found even a camp owner who 
doesn’t favor It.

And, also, I ’d like to hear some 
real argument for the holding 
off of the start until the 15th of 
February. One of the objects of

We all seek to do life’s work 
with cheerfulne.ss and In the best 
possible way; at least that’s what 
I like to think concerning obli­
gations to one’s self and to our 
fellownxan.

513,000,000 GALLONS MILK

j Announce New 
Service

Enough milk to fill Lake Dallas 
—513,000,000 gallons—was pro­
duced on Texas farms In 1930. 
While this seems like a large 
amount, W. V. Maddox, dairy 
manufacturing specialist for the 
Texas A & M College Extension 
Service, says that If all Texas’ 
6,172,000 people drank 01 gallons 
of milk during the year as re­
commended in the Texas Food 
Standard, production would have 
to be Increased by nearly 50.000,- 
000 gallons.

An entirely new travel service, 
consolidating the high speed of 
the modern railroad train with 
the mobility of the private auto­
mobile, will be Inaugurated May 
1, by eleven leading Western rail­
roads.

Complete arrangements for 
this traln-auto service, which 
will place 2000 current model 5- 
passenger sedans at the dispasal 
of railroad passengers In more 
than 150 cities throughout the 
West, have been made between 
Railway Ebctcnslon, Inc., and the 
following rail lines:

Burlington Lines; Chicago and 
Ela<item Illinois; Chicago, Mil­
waukee. St. Paul & Pacific; Chi­
cago and North Western; Chica­
go, St. Paul, Minneapolis & 
Omaha; Great Northern; Illinois 
Central; Northern Pacific; Rock 
Island Lines; Santa Fe System 
Lines; Union Pacific Railroad.

Announcement of the new 
"traln-auto” service was made by 
Hugh W. Slddall, Chairman of 
the Trans-Continental—We.stern 
Passenger Associations, on be­
half of the participating rail­
roads. He said the service wa.s 
the railroads’ answer to the 
prayer of the traveler who likes 
the mobility of an automobile at 
certain points but dislikes driv­
ing the long Intermediate dis­
tances.

The magnitude of the project Is 
emphasized by the fact that the 
railroads participating represent 
a total of more than 100,000 
miles.

Railway Extension, Inc., i*= 
headed by Ed M. O’Shea and R. 
H. Rogers of Lincoln Nebraska, 
pioneer automobile distributors 
in that state and experienced 
operators. Main headquarters 
of Railway Extension, Inc., will 
be in Chicago, with branch of­
fices In many Wc.stem cities. It 
is understood that several popu­
lar makes of automobiles will be 
used in the equipment .set-up 
and that current models will be 
supplied each year.

Under the traln-auto plan, Mr. 
Slddall explained, a traveler may 
arrange for an automobile before 
leaving his home town, or after 
reaching the key city where he 
wishes to engage It. Advance 
reservations will, of course, as­
sure the car being available 
when wanted. Railway Exten­
sion representatives will meet 
the passenger upon arrival of 
his train, where final arrange­
ments are made.

The basis of rates for the auto­
mobiles. which Includes gasoline, 
oil and maintenance as well as 
Insurance protection, will be as 
follows:

Per hour—10 miles (80c).
Per 12-hour day—75 miles 

(86.00).
Per 24-hour day—135 mlle-s

Per week—350 miles ($28.00).
Per 24-hour day after 1st week 

* 50 miles ($4.00).

mum of 1000 miles per week 
($65.00).

Surrender brings victory.
The world would say that our 

ftatement la not true; surrender la 
the mark of defeat. It ia the final 
chapter In a story of struggle 
against Impossible circumstances, 
against a stronger power, and final­
ly of giving up to accept the bitter 
sorrow of subjection and sometimes 
destruction. But again we say, the 
way of strength is through surren­
der, for we speak of the spiritual 
realm and of our relationship to 
God. Here there ia no victory until 
there la surrender. In fact, the 
measure of victory la the degree of 
surrender. Full aubmisaion to 
Christ means complete triumph for 
the Christian. The Lord Jetut does 
not ask His disciples to walk a way 
which He has not trod Himself. He 
went the way of full surrender to 
the will of God in the garden of 
Getbaemane. We observe five 
things about this way of "triumph 
through surrender." It was

I. A Way of Sorrow (w .  37, 38).
Ho was exceedingly sorrowful

unto death. It was not an easy thing 
that the Saviour did as He fulfilled 
the will of God the Father in the 
garden. V We know that no man ever 
sorrowed as He did on that day, for 
only He bore the aina of the world. 
There la, however, a lesson here 
for ua who are Hia disciples. If 
this is the road the Master trod, 
should not His servants tread It lUU? 
The way of victory for us ia through 
surrender.

II. A Way of Self-Denial (vv. 39, 
42. 44).

Self-denial does not consist In de­
priving one’t self of some little clier- 
Ished luxury. It means the denial 
of self, namely, tRlH self-will ia 
put aside and God’s wiH Is supreme.

It was no "easy thing for Jesua 
to carry out the Father's will and 
to go to the crosa. He was sub­
missive to that wlU; yet in this hour 
of anguish In the garden, when the 
unspeakable horror of what lay 
ahead almost overwhelmed His soul, 
it means much to say, ‘Not as I 
will but as thou wilt’ "  (Dr. B. L. 
Olmstead). It may be a hard thing 
to do, but by His grace we too 
may say, "Thy wUl be done."

III. A Way of Loneliness (w . 36, 
37. 40. 41, 43).

There were three disciples with 
Him as He entered the garden, and 
their very presence reminds us how 
very much alone Jesus actually was. 
There were twelve with Him in the 
upper room, but one went out into 
the darkness to betray Him. Eleven 
came with Him to ^ e  gate of the 
garden, but only three camo into 
the garden with Him. Even they 
could not go all the way with Him. 
He prayed and agonized alone, and 
the three who were near at hand 
failed Him and slept through the 
dark hour when He most needed 
their fellowship in sympathy and 
prayer.

Alone? It the Master had to walk 
the way of surrender alone, let no 
Christian expect that It will be 
otherwise for him. Let us thank 
God for every blessing of true fel­
lowship, but let us not be surprised 
if we are often called to walk alone 
—with God.

IV. A Way of Betrayal (w . 45, 46).
"He is at hand who doth betray 

me’ ’ "into the bands of sinners." 
One feels that the cup of the Master 
Is already overfull without adding 
betrayal by one of His own, but 
there it Is, a dark and tragic reality. 
Note with what peace and assurance 
Jesus goes to meet it. The victory 
has already been won in prayer, 
in communion with the Father, and 
in submission to His will.

No one of us will ever know such 
a betrayal as that of our Lord, but 
we do face similar crises as we go 
on In a life of devotion to God’s 
wilL We do well to remember the 
experience of CTirist that we be not 
overwhelmed by the treachery of 
men and that we prepare ourselves 
to meet it with the power and grace 
of our God.

V. A Way of Divine Fellowship 
and Blessing (w . 38, 42).

The way of surrender is a glorious 
and delightful way to go. But, 
some one may ask, have we not 
been talking of sorrow, self-denial, 
loneliness and betrayal? Yes, but 
even these things may become the 
means of blessing if God Is in them.

Though no man stood by our Lord 
In His experience In Gethsemane, 
the Father was there. Jesus talked 
with Him, prayed to Him, trusted 
Him, yielded fully to His will, and 
the result was peace and blessing. 
We read in Luke 22:43 that an angel 
also cams and strengthened Him.

If the British can search an Ameri­
can air clipper In a British port and) 
lake off her mail to censor It and 
can stop an American ship on the* 
high seas and force her to go to a 
British port to be searched, why 
can’t they stop an American air 
clipper on the high seas and force 
her to go to some English baM? If I 
the British can do that, why J^n’ t 
the Germans? If either of them do 
that, what are we going to do about 
It?

It would be Just as easy for a { 
high speed fighter to force big pas-: 
senger planes to Jump through hoops 
as for a surface warship to dragoon 
a merchantman. If  international law 
permits that In the second case It 
permits It in the first The truth ia 
that international law permits it In 
heither case. By act of congress, 
we voluntarily gave up most of our 
neutral rights on the high seas to 
avoid "incidents." But we didn’t 
give them all. Is it right for our 
state department to give up by ac­
quiescence what congreai did not 
yield by legislation?

We seem to have avoided the Ber­
muda issue by causing our trans- 
Atlantic clippers to fly non-stop 
across the Atlantic. But, If a stop 
at Bermuda for fuel, was advisa­
ble In the Interests of safety, are 
we risking ships and lives to avoid 
Insisting on the inviolability of our 
mails? If we are, what Is going to 
be the feeling in this country If one 
of these fine ships la lost?

That ia one hunch. Here It an­
other: Why don’ t the Allied air 
forces drop a few explosive eggs on 
the Krupp works at Essen? Thera 

! was a lot of smelly rumor after the 
World war about the immunity from 
any kind of attack on German mu­
nition plants in which the French 
had financial interests. I am re­
luctant to credit any of that ghoul- 
lah stuff but it is bard to understand 
this Inactivity.

An explanation of why the^ier- 
mans haven’ t attacked English 
docks, harbors and industries by air 
la that they are not yet equipped 
with enough fighting planes with luf- 
fleient range of action to protect 
their bombers. But that explana­
tion doesn’t go for the French and 
British laying off the Krupp plant— 
which Is the very heart and lunga 
of German army equipment It is 
within easy bombing distance jrom  
French bases and a few weI^^!fced 
pineapples could at least seriously 
annoy It and Mr. Hitler.

It isn’t our business to give any 
kibitzer advice about a war in which 
we have no part Also, there may 
be a perfect explanation of this in­
activity. But If there is such an 
explanation and It is not Inconslatent 
with some other vital military inter­
est to give I t  It certainly would be 
good public relations practice—so 
far as this country Is concerned—to 
make it known. The (xlor of phonl- 
nest in and about many aspects of 
this war gets richer as the weeks 
go by.

It is all to be explained by a re­
turn to Eighteenth century strategy 
when battles were few and inside 
baseball of economic and diplomatic 
hi-Jacking and poker playing decid­
ed the result In those days, ar­
mies were mere fragments of war­
ring nationi.

Wars without battles could go on 
for years without shattering whole 
economic structures.

That Is no longer true with entire 
nations mobilized for war.

minor children, and wholly de­
pendant parents, and in some 
Instances, lump-sum payments to 
the survivors cf fully Insured 
wage earners who die after Jan. 
1. 1940.

Insurance is also provided for 
currently-insured Individuals 
who die after January 1, 1940, to 
young widows with minor child­
ren, to minor children them­
selves, ai^d lump-sum payments 
to survivors and to these equit­
ably entitled where the wage 
earner Is not survived by a rela­
tive eligible to receive monthly

insurance payments.
Avery further stated that the 

age 65 limitation which formerly 
applied in covered employment 
Is eliminated by the amended 
Social Security Act, retroactive 
to January 1, 1930, and that any 
person now engaged In covered 
werk, regardless of his age, Is 
subject to the taxing provisions 
of the Act and may build up old- 
age insurance by future employ­
ment.
