A little-noticed press release put
out by Taft headquarters last week
deserved a lot more attention than
it got.

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Congressman South
Endorses Program

Washington.—A mattress-
making program being sponsor-
ed by the Department of Agricul-
ture to increase domestic con-
sumption of cotton, in which
qualifying farm families are
showed how to make mattresses
from locally produced cotton
made available by the Depart-
ment, was described by Congress-
man Charles L. South in Wash-
ington this week as a construc-
tive effort to reduce the cotton
surplus of this country.

The amount of cotton consum-
ed in many previous campaigne
to stimulate its use has been
small compared to that which is
being utilized in the mattress
program, Representative South
said, after visiting a demonstra-
tion given in the patio of the
Department of Agriculture Ad-
ministration Building by the C.
W. Jones family of Brown coun-
ty from April 29 through May 7.

The demonstration, which was
conducted daily by the Joneses,
assisted by Miss Mayesie Malone,
Brown county home demonstra-
tion agent, was visited a number
of times by Representative South.
Mr. South also made arrange-
ments for securing flowers and
other plants from the U. 8. Bo-
tanic Garden to be used as de-
corations during the demonstra-
tion.

“I had the pleasure of visiting
this display a day or so ago, and
I was very much gratified and
greatly encouraged by what I
saw there, and by the informa-
tion which was furnished me by
the fine farm family, Mr. and
Mrs. Jones, and their two child-
ren, Dorothy and Malcolm,” Rep.
South #aid, in part, in remarks
which appeared in the Congres-

sional Record on May 3.

“It has been definitely estab-|
lished that the greatest need for|
these cotton mattresses in the
secticns of the country where a
large surplus of cotton is pro-
duced,” he continued.

“All of us who have given seri-
ous study to the question of sur-
plus farm commodities agree that
the problem is one of under-con-
sumption rather than of over-
production. For this reason, in
the past few years there have
been many campaigns to encour-
age the use of various articles,
such as cotton hose, and so forth,
and much has been said about
the relatively infinitesimal quan-
tity of cotton used in the manu-
facture of so-called woolen
goods. The amount of cotton
used in these ways is small in-
deed, in comparison to that util-
ized in the cotton-mattress pro-
gram which is now being spon-
sored by the Department of Ag-
riculture. At least 50 pounds of
cotton is required for each mat-
tress. Ten mattresses, then, dis-
pose of an entire 500-pound bale
of cotton, and at the same time
a local want is supplied.”

In conclusion, Rep. South urg-
ed all Members of Congress, es-
pecially those from cotton-pro-
ducing areas, visit the display

Under the sponsorship of A. H.
Smith, School Superintendent,
the WPA Library Project has
been operating in the high school
library in Goldthwaite since Oc-
tcber, 1939, with one WPA work-
er assigned to the project as li-
brary clerk.

At the time this unit was open-
ed there was a great deal of
work to be done in renovating old
worn books, completing library
records and establishing a well-
organized library. To date all
of the books in the library (about
2,000 volumes) have been acces-
sioned, part of them have been
classified and a great many worn
books have been completely re-
novated, that would otherwise
have been discarded. The library
woerker spends most of her time
in circulation work, having
checked out 13,457 books in seven
months, and assisting pupils in
finding reference material.

THE PTA CAN HELP

Mrs. William Kletzer of Portland, Ore.,
who has been elected to the three-year presi-

dencv of the National Congress of Parents
and Teachers, points out one of the gravest
defects in our American educational system.

“Spiritual needs of children are not be-
ing met as tl should,” she says. For this

condition she does not blame the schools, for
as she explains, the child is in school only
about one-fourth of 24 hours on about 160
days in the vear. Parents of this generation
have leaned over backwards in their efforts
to avoid foreing religious views on their child-|
ren so that many children have been denied
access to all religious influences. Fully one-|
half of the children in the United States are|
now growing up without any religious con-|
tacts, it was said at the White House confer-|
ence on this subject last January.

“The P.-T. A. can do much to focus at-|
tention on spiritual needs. As we as members|
become aware of them, we will give stronger|
support to our churches and their activities for
children. We will come to think of the church|
not as a separate pocket in our community
but as an essential agency in well-rounded
community life.”

What it means for a generation to crow|
up deprived of religious influences is clearly|

demonstrated by the behaviour of the th)'eej
nations who are publicly opposed to religious
mstruction—Nazi Germany, Communist So-

viet Russia, and Emperor-worshipping Japan.
We may even find the results closer home.
America is infested with an army of four and
one-half million eriminals whose depreda-
tions cost far more than the cost of our entire|
educational system. A tremendous number|
of them are under 19 yvears of age. If they had|
had adequate religious and moral instruection|
during their school dayvs, would they be the
menace they are today?

thwaite's contains a few liars, thieves and
other children whose conduect is anti-social.
The danger is not so much in the inconven-
ience and trouble and economie loss that they
cost now while still in school, but it is the dan-
ger that they may infect other children with
the virus of lawlessness. Still greater is the
danger of these children growing up to be-
come real eriminals.

It is idle to expect the condition to be
corrected by the parents. The mothers and
fathers of children .who are eausing trouble
are either indifferent to this kind of conduct
or they refuse to believe that their children
could be guilty.

It is not fair to blame the churches. Few,
if any, of these problem children ever attend
Sunday School or church, although there are
exceptions to all rules.

It is not fair even to blame the communi-
ty and its agencies of law enforcement, al-
though if so-called boyish pranks resulting in
the destruction or damage to property were
unfailingly tracked down and the culprits or
their parents required to make full restitu-
tion, there would certainly be less than there
now is,

Since we may not reasonably expect the
church, the schools, the state or even the par-
ents to correct these lamentable conditions, it
is heartening that the head of so influential an
organization as the P.-T. A. should suggest

' that this body lend her hand.

There is probably no local organization
in the average community that ean exercise
as much influence in remedying local condi-
tions as the P.-T. A. In practically every

' community its members come from the strata

of soci.ety that is most interested in promoting
morality and general good conduct among
the boys and girls who will soon be grown

‘men and women.

But simply giving support to the church-
‘es as Mrs. Kletzer suggests is not sufficient.
'Simply providing teachers who are good ex-
‘amples of right living is not enough. Positive
'moral instruction is necessary. The old copy
'book maxims that our forefathers so careful-
ly traced out helped form good characters.
The often obvious morals of the stories in
their readers had the same effect. Modern
education has junked these methods as too
old-fashioned, but has failed to provide work-
able substitutes for them. The fact that while
illiteracy has very nearly been stamped out
in the United States, the average age of our
eriminal population is progressively growing
lower proves that something is needed, and
needed now.

“We all need to think beyond the mater-
ial world,” says Mrs, Kletzer, “to learn
brotherly love, the Golden Rule. And it is
through our churches that we learn these
things.” :

To Reach 330 Million
Conoco Expert Says

Texas, always one of the out-
standing tourist states in the
country, should garner at least
$330,000,000 from out-of-state
travels in 1940, it was estimated
by Joe H. Thompson, director of
Continental Oil Company’s Cono-
co Travel Bureau.

“Approximately 5,700,000 tour-
ists should cross the state’s bor-
ders this year,” Thompson pre-
dicted, “and their expenditures
should be about ten per cent
greater this year than last.”

Thompson's estimate for a ten
per cent increase is based on im-
proving economic conditions
throughout the country, with ris-
ing employment and greater pay
rolls, and on the restrictions to
foreign travel which will un-
doubtedly increase travel over
this country both by citizens of
the United States and by visitors
from South America and other
foreign countries. Repetition of
the New York and San Francis-
co fairs is expected to exert about
the same stimulus to travel that
was felt last year.

The Conoco Travel Bureau is
the largest free service tourist
organization in America and is
in constant touch with travel
trends throughout the entire
United States. The statistics
which Thompson has used are
based on requests for travel ser-
vices received at Continental Oil
Company stations, and on reports
obtained from 570 organizations
such as Chambers of Commerce,
State Highway Departments, and
the National Park Service.

SOY BEAN RATED
AS EIGHTH U. 8. CROP

WASHINGTON — The lowly
soy bean, thanks to scients and
industrial research chemists who
have found many new uses for
it, has risen to the eighth poci-
tion among American crops, late
figures of the U. 8. Department
of Agriculture reveal.

Now known as the “miracle
bean” it was introduced into the
United States in 1804, but only
in the last 10 years—since science
found so many industrial uses
for it—has the American farmer
cultivated the soy bean exten-
sively. It is estimated that ex-
port of the product this year will
alone represent about 15,000,000
bushels and bring to producers
a return of over $10,000,000.

Largest new industrial field
opened to the soy bean is plas-
tics. In that form it is being
used In the manufacture of auto-
mobile parts (a fifth of a bushel,
it has been estimated, goes into
every small car), in furniture,
wall panels, ash trays, clocks,
light switches, lamps, buttons,
buckles, and many other every
day appliances. It is now used
extensively in paints and varn-
ishes, oilcloth and linoleum, ink,
celluloid, soap and rubber sub-
stitutes.

Food products from the soy
bean include salad oil, diabetic
foods, soup, flour, substitutes for
lard and bread. In all, this bean
in which industrial research has
found such versatility, appears
today in no fewer than 260 manu-
factured products.

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SAVE THAT THIAMIN!

COLLEGE STATION — Care-
ful cooking will save more of the
vitamin B1, or thiamin, in foods
than it has here-to-fore been
believed possible, according to a
study recently completed by the
USDA bureau of home econo-
mics.

Some of this vitamin goes into
the cooking water, but this can
be recovered if the ‘pot liquor’ is
served.

The cook who adds a ‘pinch of
soda’ to hold the green color in
vegetables reduces thiamin val-
ues considerably. Here are the
results of some of the tests:

Carrots cooked in very little
water lose none of their thiamin
either when boiled or cooked in
a pressure cooker.

Potatoes, pared and boiled,
lose around 20 percent of their
thiamin, and another 10 or 15
percent goes into the cooking
liquid. Baked potatoes lose only
about 15 percent of the vitamin.

About 20 percent of the thia-
min value in spinach is destroy-
ed by cooking, and an additional
5 to 10 percent may be lost in the
cooking liquid if this is not used.
The less water added, the less
the vitamin loss.
