il)EVELOPED IN U S.

A powerful new “eye” for use
in military photography has been
developed by an optical company
in the United States. The device,
a lens constructed along new
lines, will permit photographs
with sharp detail to be taken by
planes when three miles above
the land, according to the. For-
tifications, munition plants and
other military points can be
photographed with the new lens
without the planes flying direct-
Iy over the military objects. The
visual range of the lens is 28
square miles, in which area a
sharpness of detail is obtained
which permits easy identifica-
tion of objects. The great height
at which the new lens can be
used protects observation planes
from anti-aircraft fire.

THE RAMPARTS WE WATCH

According to Ambassador Bullitt in a re-
cent speech in Philadelphia, the United States
today is in as much danger as France was a
vear ago. And today France is defeated, dis-
membered, crushed underneath the conquer-
or's heel. Other dire warnings are being of-
fered almost daily. If worse comes to worse,
what is it that America stands to lose?

Our land will still be here, even though
overshadowed by a different flag from the
Stars and Stripes. Probably there would be
little or no change in ownership of homes and
businesses and factories. Of course we should
labor under oppressive taxation unknown on
this continent since the United States won its
freedom from another European power. Our
markets outside our boundaries would be
closed or so closely limited our producers
would be on a starvation basis. But all this
we could endure.

The things we would lose are not tangi-
ble objects like money or houses or land.
They are the privileges by which America has
grown prosperous and great. Private enter-
prise, the right of every man to engage in
whatever lawful occupation he sees fit, and
to devote to it all the genius and energy with
which nature has endowed him is one of the
greatest of these intangible rights.

Personal liberty is another. It insures
our right to talk and write and worship as we
please. By it we are enabled to conduct our
work and play in accordance with our own
desires, so long as they do not infringe upon
the rights of others. Through it we have
gained the precious boon of the freedom of
the press and of discussion.

There also would be lost our heritage of
representative demoecracy by which the low-
liest citizen may now register his will in the
affairs of state and which makes the leaders
of our government responsive to the people’s
will.

These great lights of freedom have
blinked and gone out in nation after nation.
Only ten years ago Germany was a republic
whose people were as free and enlightened
as any on the globe. Up until the time the
Reichstag or Parliament building in Berlin
was burned, Hitler and his Nazis had never
attained a majority at the polls—44 per cent
being the high water mark for his party.

The terrible metamorphosis of the Ger-
man government gives rise to the question,
“Was Germany perhaps too free?”

France only two years ago was a land of
the utmost personal freedom and one in
which the workers virtually ruled. Yet where
is France's freedom today?

England in order to combat the forces
that would strangle her and leave her tortur-
ed, bleeding form prostrate in the dust, has
had to suspend the rights of personal freedom
which have made her a bulwark of demoeracy
for generations.

Today ouwr beloved nation is free—as
free as Germany in 1930 as France and

ment is so free that a little group of perverse,
though possibly well meaning, Senators, has
been able to delay for a month one of the most
vital steps in our national defense program. |
Our laws are so liberal that partisan news- |
4 papers are privileged to print the most scur-
\rilous criticism of our president and the lead-
ers of his government. Private enterprise is
so entrenched that vast combinations of fac-
tories have spurned to accept government
orders for ecritically needed defense ma-
terials because the profits did not satisfy. Or-
ganized labor is free enough and powerful
enough actually to call strikes of workmen
engaged in the manufacture of military air-
craft.

A house divided against itself cannot
stand! It cannot long stand in peacetime. It
will quickly erumble and fall, the same as
France, when assailed by a foe united under
one relentless will.

America must unite. We must forego
‘the luxury of carping criticism and the sabo-
‘tage of statecraft. If the great privileges
which we as a nation have enjoyed so long are
worth preserving, they must be enjoyed in
moderation. There is no good which may not
be an evil if carried to an excess, and our
treasured liberties are no exception. If we
would continue to enjoy them in the future,
we must here and now agree to moderate

them for the common welfare. \

The ramparts we watch today are not |
only the wave swept shores of tropic sands:
and gleaming glacier ice. We are not con-
cerned primarily with our buried hoard of
gold in the Kentucky hills, with our surpluses
of oil, of cotton and of wheat. The ramparts
we must watch, for which we must fight, even
die if need be, are those which have made pos-
sible the American way of life. They were
won for us by our forefathers but only under
the penalty of blood and sweat. We must
guard them the same way.
