The three independent school
|districts in Mills county are
Goldthwaite, Star and Mullin.
These districts will have indi-
vidual trustee elections and will
not come under the supervision
of the County Judge, R. J. Ger-
ald, who also serves as exofficio
County School Superintendent.

In the county board of trus-
tees there are two vacancies, one
from Precinct 3, caused by the
expiration of the term of G. M.
Fletcher and one to be elected
from the county-at-large to suc-
ceed C. D. Bledsoe, whose term
also expires. The carry-over on
the county board are ¥ R. Hor-
ton from Precinct 2, C. A. Wo-
mack from Precinct 1 and E. K.
Wood from Precinct 4, with the
two to be elected gives Mills
county a county board of trus-
tees of five members.

Judge Gerald reports that all
necessary election supplies are
either at his office or have been
forwarded to the voting boxes
preparatory to holding the trus-
tees election on the above men-
tioned date.

Anyone desiring to have their
name apepar on the trustee el-
ection ballot must file their name
with the County Judge prior to
March 25th according to law.
Five citizens may draft anyone's
name to appear on the ballot.

Supplies are now being pre-
pared and forwarded to all
schools of Mills county this week
that the scholastic census of the
county may be taken, starting
this week.

“The dates designated for this
work began after the first day of
{March and must be completed

|and returns filed with the Coun-
| ty Judge prior to May 1st of this
year,” stated Judge Gerald this
week

According to the state law,
and in order to be eligible for
free school in Texas, one must
have been born prior to Septem-
ber 1st, 1935, and must have been
born after September 1st, 1923,
Also must be a resident of the
district where enumerated on
April 1st. If not a resident of the
District where attendance is de-
sired, must be enumerated in the
district wherein living, then se-
cure a transfer to the district
of ones choice,

All transfers from one school
district to another must be made
after May 1st and on or before
July 3lst.

Special stress will be made

this year by the census enumera-
tors in reference to any physical
defects of the child. The defects
will be listed as follows and must
be answered in detail: Blind,
partially blind, deaf, partially
deaf, speech defect, feeble mind-
ed, curvature of the spine, club
feet, infantile paralysis, leg am-
putation, arm amputation or a
wheel chair case. Any one suf-
fering from any of these defects
are eligible for assistance from
the state. This ald may be in the
form of medical attention, hos-
pitalization, special school or vo-
cational training. The state
maintains two representatives
who visit here frequently. one
devoting his time and attention
to hospital cases while the other
looks after the vocational train-

ing work.

]lng to those well acquainted with
the matter, it is utterly impos-
sible to make sewer extensions
when there is insufficient water
to properly care for those now
in operation.

The matter of procuring an
additional water supply from
new wells has been under dis-
cussion with the city authorities
and the Lane-Texas Drilling
Company of Houston, who have
spent some time recently looking
over the matter, and examined
the terrain of this section with
a view of carefully selecting the
correct method of attempting to
locate water, either by drilling a
number of additional shallow
wells or drilling a deep well with
a hope of striking a strong flow
of water.

The matter of additional water
for the city of Goldthwaite has
been a much discussed question
for some time and some of our
business men have stated that
the time has arrived for us to
make water works improvements
or our town will cease to go for-
ward as it has been doing for the
past recent months.

That's the opportunity offer-
ed Texas cotton farmers who
qualify for a cotton stamp pay-
ment under the supplementary
cotton program for 1941 by re-
ducing their cotton acreage.
Performance of a food produc-
tion and storage practice, ac-

mended by the Texas AAA com-
mittee and subject to the ap-
proval of Washington, will en-
title any cotton farmer who
earns a cotton stamp payment to
an additional $3 special payment.
The food storage payment will

be made from a special fund of
$3.000000 of the Agricultural
Adjustment Administration ap-
propriation.

l All of these excuses do not hide

‘Christ. At the end of that road he
i will have to meet the judgment of
;God upon sin. God reads the heart,
knows the falsity of every excuse
and the real rebellion against Christ,
i which may be hidden from fellow
{men by smooth words and polite
| manners.

| Tear off that mask, unbelieving
|friend who may read these words.
| Face the truth that you are refus-
|ing Christ's authority because you
|are self-willed, and look squarely
| at the fact that it is appointed unto
| men once to die, and after this com-
eth the judgment” (Heb. 9:27. R. V.)

III. How Men Reject Christ (vv,
19, 20).

Deceit and treachery of the vilest
kind marked the rejection of Christ
by Israel's leaders. They feared the
people, and lacking the authority to |
tondemn Him themselves they had
lto obtain some evidence under
which the Roman law would have to
sentence Him. It is significant that
they could not find one bit of real
evidence against Him and had to
proceed by trickery and treachery,

Christ rejection in our day is just
as deceitful and treacherous, al-
though it does not often appear so
outwardly. As a matter of fact, the
leaders of Israel were outwardly po-
lite and careful. They sent spies
who could ‘feign themselves to be
just men.” They ‘‘feared the peo-
ple” and did not dare to speak open-
ly against Him.

Men cover up their motives today.
Some would wish to excuse them-
selves on the ground of lack of
knowledge, but in our land at least
that is largely their own choice. Oth-
ers might say they have only been
careless, but on what ground can one
Justify neglect of a life and death
matter? Some blame the sins of pro-
fessing Christians, but this is an in-
dividual matter—you must answer
for your own soul.

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‘Farm Planning
Time In Texas

| Farm planning time being at
:h.n;d. a complete plan should
comprehensively consider all re-
sources as in any other business,
|says Tyrus R. Timm, Extension
Service economist in farm man-
agement for Texas A. & M. Col-
lege. This because planning time
is equal in importance to plant-
ing time on most Texas farms.

The specialist says that farm
resources include land, labor,
equipment, buildings, feed, live-
stock, and money or credit for
current operation. Other factors
such as available markets and
road conditions, are elements of
almost equal importance.

A farm business plan, he ex-
plains, falls naturally into three
divisions or phases. First, there
is the plan for crop production
which involves the field layou!
of the farm, the cropping sys-
tem, labor, and equipment neces-
sary for growing and harvesting
crops, and facilities for storage
and marketing.

livestock
production plan, which involves
ithe kind and numbers of live-
|stock to be raised, the feed, la-
{bor, equipment, shelter, sanita-
tion program and marketing
plan; and the third is the budget
for expense and income,
