Fifteen Mills County farmers 
have started their second year 
of fellliilng cropland and pas­
ture with Oalclum Htetaphos- 
phate, a high analysis phos­
phorus fertilizer supplied them 
by the Tennessee Valley Author­
ity. says County Agent Sam von 
Rosenberg. ’This fertilizer Is 
furnished demonstrators by the 
Tennessee Valley Authority 
through a co-operative demon­
stration program with the Ex­
tension Service.

This year these fifteen demon­
strators will apply about 26 
tons of phosphate to cropland 
and pasture. Lost year a little 
over 20 tons of the phosphate 
was used by the demonstrators. 
’The phosphate Is applied and 
then two crops of green manure 
are plowed under on the crop­
land, Legumes are preferably 
used as green manure crops. On 
pasture the phosphate Is applied 
and then soil conserving prac­
tices such as furrowing or con­
struction of spreader dams or 
other practices which will ben­
efit the pasture are carried out. 
I f  practical on pastures grasses 
or pasture legumes are seeded as 
an additional practice with the 
fertilizer.

the phosphate much better re­
sult» are obtained than If oats 
or Sudan, non-leguminous crops, 
are u.sed. Summer legumes that 
are proving to bs best adapted 
to the county are Brabham, Iron 
and Clay cowpeas. Hairy Vetch 
has given better results for a 
winter legume than others 
which have been tried. Vetch 
was grown this past winter by 
Cockrell. Robertson. A. D. Kirk, 
demonstrator In Jones Valley 
community. T. B Graves. Lake

Oerald C. Mann, attorney- 
general of ’Texa.',. will bring his 
campaign for United States Sen­
ator to OoldthwiUe at 3:15 p. m. 
Tue.sday. May 27. in an address 
on the east courthouse step.s, 
according to an announcement 
here today.

The militant Mann, candidate 
for the seat left vacant by the 
death of Senator Morris Shep­
pard, Is expected to discuss all 
issues of Importance In the sen­
atorial campaign when he ap­
pears In Ooldthwalte. Mann’s 
swing through this section ’Tues­
day will include stops in Lam­
pusa.», Hamilton and Oatesvllle

Mann described national de­
fense as "the most compelling 
problem In American life today" 
in an address which opened his 
campaign “I believe In the 
Ideals of President Roosevelt: we 
cannot debate while robber na­
tions plunder," he said. "Our 
army must be so impregnable 
that all the powers on earth 
combined could never produce 
an American Dunkerque."

Another excerpt from Mann's 
opening addre.v makes known 
his position on other vital Is­
sues. He said: "We cannot be 
strong If our old people and our 
needy are hungry; we cannot 
be Impregnable if Industry and 
labor are tom by strife. We can 
never have adequate national 
defense If our farmers are not 
taken Into con.^ideratlon. These 
problems must be solved.”

On the question of social se­
curity, Mann said: "When elect­
ed your United States Senator, 
I shall supt>ort legislation pro­
viding for cquaL unlfbrm, ade­
quate as.vlstanee to all needy 
aged people In this nation and 
let the Federal Government see 
to It that such a law Is efficient­
ly administered. Justly constru­
ed. and fairly applied.”

Mann, serving his second term 
as attorney-general, has propos­
ed to offer a bill to the United 
States Senate, designed to offer 
labor insured wages and a guar­
antee of fair mediation, to offer 
capital a guarantee against 
strikes and to offer the Ameri­
can people a guarantee against 
Interruption of the all-out de­
fense program.

In a recent address. Mann 
told a large crowd that “So long 

we continue to aid our i n ­
fant Industries,' which have 
grown into plants, we must con­
tinue to aid our farmers. Too 
long have the farmers been 
forced to buy on a protected 
market and sell on an unpro­
tected market.” He pledged hts 
support to protect and aid the 
larmer.

Mann has declared his oppo­
sition to federal control of the 
oil industry and has emphasized

Vitamin A. Both mineral and 
Vitamin A are nece.ssary for ani­
mal growth and for many live­
stock In our county the supply 
of minerals and Vitamin A Is In 
adequate This Is particularly 
noticeable during long winters 
when the stock go down and 
have no strength even though 
they are being fed much grain 
and dry feed, both of which 
are low In mineral and Vitamin 
A.

1 2 5  Mills County Boys A re  Now 
Enrolled In County 4 -N  Club Work

The WPA project covering the 
construction of the school build­
ing at Star closed on May 13 ( 
according to John C. Stllley, 
WPA district director division of 
operations.

An average of 37 workers have 
been employed on this work- 
Mnce the project began In May, 
1940, at an average monthly 
payroll of $1.500. The total ex­
penditure on this project was 
$35.533, WPA furnishing $19.938 
and the sponsor. Star Independ­
ent School District, furnishing 
$15,595

Included In this project was 
the construction of a new six 
clasB room and study hall high 
school building and ground im­
provements Including construc­
tion of new sidewalks and land­
scaping of campua

One hundred and twenty-five 
boys are enrolled In nine or­
ganized 4-H Clubs in Mills 
County, says County Agent Sam 
von Rosenberg. Nearly all of 
these boys have some type of 
demonstration and many more 
than one demonstration. There 
are about 60 boys who have 
demonstrations of com or mllo 
maize. All of the.se boys have 
planted the best available seed 
they could get. The corn plant­
ed was State Registered Yellow 
Surecropper and was secured 
from the Denton Agricultural 
Experiment Station. Maize .seed 
v/as secured from C. H. Abbey 
and Son, certified seed growers 
of Coleman. Despite the bad 
weather and much rain most of 
the boys got their crops planted 
and have good stands of the 
crops. If dry weather contniues 
long enough for the fields to dry 
enough for cultivation all the 
boys will have their crops clean­
ed and plowed.

Several club members have 
poultry demonstrations . Other 
members have hogs for their 
demonstration. Plans are under 
way for securing reglsted gilts 
for some of the members who 
wish to Improve their stock.

The large majority of the club 
members have been feeding beef 
calves or lambs. Rosenberg said. 
Again this year a large number 
of the boys plan to follow this 
practice. It ts still a little early 
for securing calves and lambs 
to feed out, as usually calves 
are started on feed about Sep­
tember 1. and lambs are started 
about the ISth of October. This 
year thirty-alx boys plan to fesd 
beef ealves and twsiva plan to 
feed lambs. A few boys alrssdy

have their calves although they 
have not started a complete 
feeding program yet. The plans 
generally recommended by the 
county agent for the club boys 
to follow In calf feeding pro­
gram are: (1) to buy weanling
calves of a good feeder type 
about August 15 so they can 
start them on full feeding pro­
gram about the first of Septem­
ber; (2) If calf Is bought early, 
to buy cow and calf and run In 
pasture or preferably sudar 
patch, then put calf In dry-lot 
about September 1, weaning him 
at this time from the cow; (3) 
If boys have their own calves, to 
leave them on their mothers

they are put in the dry-lot and 
are weaned; (4» whenever pos­
sible, It is recommended that 
the boys feed calves that have 
been creep fed as these calves 
will go ahead and will do better 
than those that do not know 
how to eat, also creep fed 
calves will weigh about 100 
pounds more on the first of Sep­
tember than calves that have 
not been creep fed.

What Next In The Selective Draft?
George C Hester

WHAT ARE THE NEXT STEPS IN THE SELECETIVE DRAFT'’ 
For the past seveial months tha«e operating the draft machin­
ery- have been t-stlng its paru and cbrervlng lu  rwulU Plans 
for an extensive revision of the present laws have already been 
formulated and submitted to he President, who will in turn iub- 
mit his r:commendatlons to Congre s at an early date.

Prereut regulations are likely to stand until July 1. at which 
time the army will hive completed iU complement ot first ytar 
men By that date the original goal of 1.418.000 men in arms 
or In tralnlne vlll have been attained. The training of about 
650.000 of these .men i- abi-jT finished. Attention now will be 
given to p h iie f of m te fini '',:d training to the end of refining 
th i product i n hand

There will still be : eeded some 60 to 75 thousand new men 
each m .n’ h to riplace national guard units and to replace those 
men whose year of service will expire in the autumn or later.

There are sveral basic complaints that have arisen against 
the present law. Briefly rommarized they may be stated as fol­
lows :

There Is an absence of any standard or uniform policy among 
the many local draft boards This perUlns to such matters as 
deferment of skilled workers, dependency tesU, and especially 
the lack of any uniform policy in regard to married men.

One of the most serious complaints is directed at over-zeal­
ous draft boards that conscript men regardles of their occupa- 
tloiu. Such boards are following generally the draft principles 
of World War No. 1. when the primary need was to get men in 
arms. Today the situation U different The primary need now 
is to get skilled men into factories and shipyards. The present 
draft Is falling to stress that principle. Employers, for example, 
who are expected to apply for deferpient of skilled workers of 
their Inoustrie', m all too many cases are refusing to do so, on 
the ground that they would subject themselves to charges of 
partiality and favoritism from other employes. As a result the 
Indlspensible skilled worker goes Into the army camp along with 
the others.

On the bases of these, and other complalnU, indications are 
that the main revlslsior« in the draft laws will come along the 
following general lines:

(1) Blanket defermenU for men In vital occupations In order 
that local boards will follow uniform policies, these vital occu- 
paUons will be listed with direct instructions for deferment of 
the men engaged in them. At present some 390 of these occupa­
tions. trades and skills have been listed for blanket deferments.

(2 1 More uniform regulations for the deferment of married 
men will be set up The lack of any standard policy lor defer­
ment of married men today is bringing a steady ever Increasing 
stre m of complaints from relativzs and friends in all parts of 
the country. Some boards today fix actual dependency as a 
chief test, while other boards follow the principle that families 
shonld ro t be broken up. Frequently draft districts In the same 
city follow different standards The rising resentment makes 
it e ''en tia l that more uniform standards be adopted and follow­
ed on this phase of the selective draft.

• 3) There will be a shift toward younger men under the new 
laws. TTiis means that very few men, if any, about 27 years of 
age will be taken. Today, only about 15 per cent of the draftees 
are about that age. The great bulk of the draftees will be men 
between 21 and 26 years of age. There Is considerable pressure 
to reduce the age limit to 20, and some are recommending the 
minimum at 18. Unless the emergency deepens, or it becomes 
evident that military training is to become a permanent part of 
our educational system. It is doubtful that the age limit will be 
lower than 20 or 21 Provisions will be made, however, for boys 
between 18 and 21 to come forward voluntarily lor a year’s serv­
ice, and thus cancel their draft obligation for the future.

141 Men deferred because of slight physical dUabllltles, al­
though not physically fit for actual military service, may be 
called to service in other capacities.

On the whole the draft .service has performed an excellent 
work. It  Is now a matter of ironing out the minor hitches and 
perfecting the system. Blanket deferments, however, for nearly 
400 occupants and trades, will Inevitably let down the bars to 
many évasons and abuses. We still recall bow men rushed into 
shipyards in 1917 to secure blanket exemptions, and how they 
dropped their Jobs on Armistice Day, many not even stopping to 
pick up their wages. With 390 trades clarified  for blanket de­
ferments, the admlnstratlon of such a complicated law on a fair 
and Impartial basis will be next to Impossible. At least it will 
constitute the supreme problem of the Selective Draft Service
