Learn these basic rules for 
using honey and then try In your 
favorite recipe:

1. —ESich cup of honey contains 
about 1-4 cup liquid; therefore 
reduce 1-4 cup liquid per cup 
honey used when substituting 
honey for sugar. In baking 
products such as cakes or quick 
breads you may prefer this rule 
worked out by the Bureau of 
Home Economics: If you substi­
tute medium thick honey for all 
the sugar in a cake or quick 
bread, reduce the liquid In the 
recipe one-half. If you substitute 
medium thick honey for half the 
sugar In a cake or quick bread, 
reduce the liquid one-fourth.

2. —A cup of honey give ap­
proximately the same sweetness 
as 1 cup Of sugar: therefore the 
same amount can be used to get 
the desired sweetness.

3. —Use approximately 1-8 to 
1-4 teaspoon soda per cup of 
honey in baked products such 
as cakes and quick breads.

4. —The temperature should be 
lower in cooking with honey 
than when using sugar. Mixtures 
with honey brown easily. High 
heat also changes the flavor of 
honey.

These recipes use honey:
Honey Drizzle — Heat honey 

over warm water for 10 minutes. 
Use for sweeting cereals or any 
fruit. Excellent for sweeting 
grapefruit.

Honey Custard—3 eggs, 1-2 t. 
nutmeg. 2 cups milk, 1-8 t. salt, 
1-4 cup honey. Heat the milk. 
Beat eggs lightly. Add honey 
and salt to eggs and mix. Add 
hot milk gradually to egg mix­
ture stirring constantly. Finish 
as a custard pie, boiled custard 
or baked custard. If baked, 
pour into buttered custard cups 
or large mold and sprinkle with 
nutmeg. Set in pan of hot water 
and bake in a slow oven, 300 de­
grees F. until set, 30 or 40 min­
utes.

Candied Sweet Potatoes or Car­
rots—Place raw sweet potatoes 
or carrots In baking dish. Add 
honey and butter and bake at a 
low temperature, 325 degrees, 
until the vegetable is tender 
Baste as needed with honey and 
butter. A small amount of water 
can be added if needed.

A second planting of Tender- 
green mustard will prolong the 
season of fresh greens, since this 
variety is more tolerant of warm 
weather tiian others. Three or 
four weeks should elapse between 
the first and second planting of 
beans. If one planting has 
started into growth, make a sec­
ond one now. Beans from older 
plants often are coarse and 
sometimes stringy. Of the bush 
variety the stringless Green Pod 
variety is the most tolerant of 
heat for summer production. 
McCaslon is the best pole var­
iety for hot weather.

Plant hot weather vegetables: 
With warmer soil and piassing 
of frost hazard, ve jetables which 
have a long period of produc­
tion in sjdte of hot weather may 
be planted. Green peppers will

produce all summer. Six to 12 
plants of the California Wonder 
variety, a smooth, thick-walled, 
deep green pepper, will supply 
the average family’s needs. 
Bush or pole butterbeans may 
be planted now. Henderson’s 
Bush or Fordhook are small, 
white tender beans which ma­
ture quickly. Florida Speckled is 
a pole variety which can be 
planted on the garden fence and 
produces a heavy crop of brown, 
mottled beans. This variety will 
produce all summer with proper 
moisture.

A dozen squash plants is suf­
ficient for the average family. A 
second planting may be made in 
May for later production. It is 
unwise to overplant, because a 
surplus which cannot be used 
fresh may go to waste.

The Florida Hlghbush variety 
of eggplant is of excellent qual­
ity and resistant to certain dis­
eases which damage other var­
ieties. A dozen plants Is suffic­
ient If planted in deep soil which 
retains rainfall, or where mois­
ture can be supplied.

Cream or black-eyed peas 
should follow harvesting of Eng­
lish peas, Irish potatoes, cab- 1 
bage and other vegetables.

be effective in warding off undue 
remains to be seen.

Suffice to say. there are many who entertain grave doubts 
about the effectiveness of such a program. They contend that 
the program contains certain vital defects, which in the course 
of time, will disrupt the whole system of price control unless 
other far-reaching policies isnd provisions are mcluded in the 
general plan.

In the first place. It Is doubtful that mere price fixing can 
prevent inflation. Moreover, It is dangerous to teach people that 
Inflation can be avoided by the device of merely fixing prices.

Fort Riley, Kansas 
May 1, 1042 

Dearest Mother and Dad,
Well, here we are way out in 

We had a long train 
ride for two days and nlghU 
Edmond 1» In the same room 
with me. There was 2S0 boys left 
the mme day we did and twen­
ty of u» boys arent to Kansas 
and tha others went to Camp 
Wallace at Abilene. You know. I 
sure will feel funny In a couple 
of months. I will be a military 
police, and Edmond will be, too. 
That's what they put us in here. 
We will be here thirteen weeks 
to learn all the police rules, 
then we will be a policeman In 
some town somewhere, but 
don't know where. They may 
sen-* iS closer to home and they 
m. / not, we don't know. Oosh 
I wish you all could hare been 
with us on thU trip. We saw 
lots of pretty country. Kansas 
City U really a big place, noth­
ing but trees.

When we left Fort Bliss we 
went through New Mealco. some 
parts of Texas, then through 
Oklahoma and a little of Mlm- 
ourl and then In to Pbrt RUey, 
Kansas. The people were really 
nice to us every time the train 
stopped In big cities. We couldat 
get off the train at all when It 
stopped, but we iu.ised the win­
dows and talked. Like In Ama­
rillo, the ladles were there with 
baskets of cookies and cake, and 
gave us little boxes of matches 
and all the magazines we want- 

-  ed. Just before wt got to Amar­
illo they had a sand sU \. The 
wind blew 60 to 70 mlles\ hour 
and did a lot of damage A own. 
I  read In the Amaiillo paper 
that this was the biggest sand 
storm they had had In M years, 
'so you know how hard It blew. 
It sure did shake the train.

This sure la a pretty camp. 
We have big wooden homes to 
also' In. They don't have tents.

I am now In the recreation hall, 
the music Is playing and the 
boys and girls are dancing, and 
some are drinking beer. Edmond 
and I drank a bottle of Bud- 
welser a while ago. It sure was 
good after that long trip.

There is aitother boy I know 
here from Mullln. I will send 
you a card to show you the place 
where we stay. I think It Is the 
prettiest camp I have ever seen. 
It has a big river running along 
side of It. There are twenty boys 
In one house.

I saw some of the prettiest 
crops between Panhandle and 
White Deer. Just as far as you 
could see nothing but grain a 
foot high. Lqts of lakes in the 
middle of the prettiest fields 
that cover SO or 60 acres in one 
spot. It Is plenty wet out there. 
Here In Kansas they are late; 
grain Is small. I saw big patches 
of Atgllsh peas and potatoes 
that are larger than our cotton 
patches at home. TThey really 
look pretty. They raise mosUy 
garden.

The Captain told us that those 
thirteen weeks would be pretty 
tough, but time will go by pretty 
fast. I think police )ob will be 
pretty easy when we get to know 
all about It.

Well. I'm not figuring on get­
ting bome until Christmas, un­
less we get moved back closer 
home.

Goldthwaite Eagle
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Geneva, Chairman Norman H 
Davis, of the American Red 
Cross, announced today.

The announcement was made 
as the Office of Provest Marshal 
General here released new lists 
of 121 military and naval per­
sonnel who were taken prisoners 
by the Japanese at Wake. The 
lists were cleared through the 
Intematlonsl Red Cross Com 
mlttee.

These prisoners and others 
who have been listed officially 
may receive mall through regu­
lar postal channels. Chairman 
Davis said.

Friends and families of men 
of the armed forces were advised 
not to send mall on the mere 
a.ssumptlon that persons have 
been taken prisoner. Until the 
names of Individuals appear on 
the official lists released by the 
Provost Marshal General, ar­
rangements cannot be made to 
forward mall to thrm, Davis ex­
plained.

Letters sent te prisoners of 
war require no postage. Free 
postage for prisoners' mall is 
provided for under the terms ef 
the Red Croas «ponsored Gene­
va Convention o f 192S and Oie 
Cairo Poatol OWnvenUon of 19Q4 
The Japruiese government Hias 
agreed to sMde by the stlpbla 
tlons of the fieneva Convention 
which estabbshed rules for the 
treatment of prisoners of war

As yet no arrangements have 
been made lor free pastage on 
mall sent to Interned civilians 
although regulations for this are 
expected shortly, DavU pointed 
out

Mall to prisoners df war 
should not be addressed to the 
American Red Cross. Chairman 
Davis suggested that until more 
complete Mformatlon IsTecelved 
giving the prisoners identifying 
numbers and complete prison 
address mall should be address­
ed as follows; John Doe, mili­
tary title and branch of service, 
formerly of Wake. Guam, 
aiangl. et cetera. American 
Prisoner la Japan, Care Inter­
national Red Croas Committee, 
Geneva, Saffttzerland.

In the space usually reserved 
for postage stamps shodid be 
written, "Prisoner of war mall 
postage free,» Davis explained.

Similar procedure should be 
followed In addressing letters to 
Interned clvthans. but postage 

I must be placed on such letters 
I No provisions for sending pack­

ages or money to prisoners held 
by the Japanese bave been made 
as yet, he said.

Twenty-five-word messages to 
residents of enemy or enemy- 
occupied territory may also be 
sent through the International 
Red Croas, on standard Red 
Cross forma. It was pointed out. 
Forms on which such messages 
must be sent, and regulations 
covering them have been dis­
tributed among the 3,700 Red 
Cross chapters throughout the 
nation. Applications by persons 
dealring to send a message to a 
resident In an enemy or enemy- 
occupied nation must be made 
to the local Red Cross Chapter.

Regulations for these mes­
sages do not apply to mall sent 
to American prisoners and In­
terned civilians, it was ex­
plained.

UNITS TO CARIBBEAN
WASHINGTON, May 14 —To 

strengthen Its chapters In the 
Caribbean and Canal Zone areas, 
the American Red Cross Is 
shipping 12 complete SO-bed 
emergency medical station units. 
These units, similar to those 
sent last summer to Hawaii and 
the Philippine Islands, Include 
all equipment, supplies and med­
icaments necessary to care for 
50 casualties each requiring tern 
porary hospital care.

Puerto Rico will receive tlx 
units, the Virgin Islands three, 
and the Canal Zone three. Bach 
Is complete with cots, blankets, 
linen, drugs, dressings, surgical 
Instruments and supplies, hos­
pital appliances, buckets, brooms 
and Rmtems tor emergency 
lighting.

In most cases t|ie materials

will be stored In buildings al­
ready surveyed for the purpose, 
where water and other facilities 
are readily available, but In case 
of need may set up wherever the 
local chapter may see fit.

Red Cross chapters In the 
Caribbean area already have 
given aid to a large number of 
victims of torpedolngs. Both In 
Puerto Rico and the Virgin Is­
lands, survivors of these disas­
ters have been given clothing, 
shelter and kits, cables have 
been sent to their relatives, and 
all their needs have been cared 
for.

These chapters have a com­
plete preparedness program for 
all emergencies, and have or­
ganized and trained local vol­
unteers In first aid, life saving, 
disaster relief and nurse's aide 
work.
