ATTACKS l'PON HANCOCK.
D is g r a c e f u l  C o u rs e  P u r s u e d  liy R e p u b l i ­

c a n s  In  t h e i r  F ig h t  A g a in s t  D e m o c ra c y .
A valuable exchange says tliat the 

country had scarcely recovered from its 
surprise over the defeat of Grant and 
Blaine in tlie Chicago Convention and 
the  nomination of Garfield, before Re­
publican organs began a whining protest 
against making the present a mud-sling- 
ng campaign. Never was there a  better 

illustration of tlie adage that “a  guilty 
conscience needs no accuser.” These or­
gans, not tlie least conspicuous among 
them  being tlie New York Times and 
Now York Tribune, remembered that but 
a year or two had elapsed since they bit­
terly denounced ’Garfield as morally 
corrupt on account of liis Credit Mobilier 
and De Golyer pavement records, and 
they very justly feared the resurrection 
of these records and denunciations. 
Hence tlieir sudden dislike to political 
mud. Characteristically inconsistent, 
however, tlie nomination of an opponent 
to Garfield, a week or so later, was tlie 
signal for an outpouring of stalwart 
newspaper Witli, the like of which has 
seldom been seen in  this country. I t  
m attered not that Gen. H ancock was 
known as a man who has led a spotless 
ly clean life, against whom even foul- 
mouthed scandal had never dared to 
breathe, and who was commended by 
Gens, Grant and Sherman' and all liis 
companions in arms as personally every­
thing tha t was good, noble, gentlemanly 
and patriotic. Tlie radical mud-slingers 
proved their similitude to deatli—they 
loved a shining mark.

To assail Gen. Hancock’s political re­
cord and declarations is plainly to make 
war upon tlie Constitution of tlie United 
States. On tlio occasions when he has 
been called upon for political action, he 
has been inspired with tlie happy idea 
of planting himself squarely and secure­
ly on the supreme organic law of the 
land, takingtotally impregnable positions 
every time. W ithout palpable stultifica­
tion lie could not be abused on that 
score. But what then could be said 
against him? Tlie question was doubt­
less asked very anxiously by tlie first fel­
low who started tlie cry against him that 
lie was born and bred an aristocrat. Tliat 
serious accusation against him , however, 
has no further foundation than tliat as to 
birth he had a grandfather of some note, 
and ns to feelings, lie was opposed to 
wearing a dirty sh irt when it could be 
avoided. His aristocracy is not of the 
kind tha t hurts. Then tlie searchers for 
m aterial wherefrom to manufacture d e  
traction found tha t he was a m ilitaiy 
m artinet and tyrant. In  support of this 
charge they obtained narrations from 
some bummers and stragglers who c’aim 
to have belonged to tlie Second Army 
Corps during tlie war. These narraf 
tives, conspicuously the one pro­
cured and published by a 
city contemporary, are amusing 
documents. To any intelligent, fair- 
minded reader who was in  the arm y, and 
knows how marches were made and bat­
tles fought and won, they prove, if  they 
prove anything, Ihe very contrary of 
what was intended. They show that 
Gen. H ancock was too good an officer 
to tolcrutc struggling anil breaking from 
the ranks under pretences of any nature 
whatever, and th a t lie would not tolerate 
insolence from ignorant and mutinous 
subordinates, knowing well how to put it 
down. W hen ins corps had a forced 
march to make, he was right there witli 
it all the time, and skulkers soon learned 
tha t lie was (lie wrong officer to play 

i tricksupon.

Again, it was sapiently surmised that 
Gen. H ancock would lie found to liavo 
tripped and fallen into the use of some 
disloyal phrases, in  liis correspondence 
with Gen. Sherman, about tlie time it 
was proposed to  remove tlie former from 
his command in New York, for fear lie 
would interfere w ith Grant’s project o 
using tlie army to seat the man whom hr, 
decided should lie his successor in the 
Presidential office. A loud call wasmade 
for that correspondence. Last week tlie 
whole of it was given to tlie world, and 
henceforth it will constitute an import­
a n t chapter in the history of the perilous 
time through which the country then 
passed. But instead of showing up 
“H ancock in a conspiracy,” liis letters af­
ford tlie most conclusive proof tliat he is 
not only a model soldier, but a lofty 
patriot and statesman, sagacious and im­
perturbable in determ ining uixm and 
executing liis duty, and able, withal, to 
interpret constitutional law with the 
profundity of a W ebster o r Story.

In  fact, every word derogatory to H an­
cock th a t lias found utterance thus far 
in the campaign has in  one way or an­
other redounded to his credit. The 
missiles hurled at him  seem to have so 
much tlie qualities of a boomerang that 
they relurn to wound the burlers. Gen. 
H ancock’s connection with civil adm in­
istration in Louisiana and Texas, al­
though superlatively honorable, seemed 
at first to lie a somewhat narrow basis 
on which to rest liis claims to statesman­
ship and administrative ability. But the 
attacks made upon him  have resulted 
in  greatly enlarging and strengthening 
that basis. Tlie people are day by day 
iieeoming better acquainted with him, 
and the more they know of him  tlie 
better they like him . Tlie rampant Re­
publicans, who feel tlieir hold upon the 
public treasury rapidly weakening, foiled 
and discomfited at every turn they have 
made in th is canvass, will only make 
matters worse by inventing new calum­
nies.

HOUSEHOLD NOTES.
V a lu a b le  R e c e ip ts  f o r  t h e  K i tc h e n  a n d  

D in n e r  T a b le .
S a u c e  P iq u a n t e  f o b  F i s h .—Make a 

brown sauce by frying a chopped onion 
in a little  butter, adding a large tea- 
spoonful of flour and a tum bler of stock. 
Simmer a little, strain, and put in a tea ' 
spoonful of vinegar, one of chopped cu­
cumber pickled and one of capers

J.onsTEn Pates.—Make some pufl'-paste 
and spread1 it on very deep putty pans. 
Bake it  empty. Having boiled well two 
or three line lobsters, extract all the- 
meat and mince it very small, m ixing it 
with th e  coral smoothly mashed, and 
some volk of hard-boiled egg, grated. 
Season it with a little salt, Some Cay­
enne, and  some powdered mace or nut­
meg, adding a little lemon rind, grated. 
Moisten the mixture well with cream, 
fresh butter or salad oil. Put it into a 
stew pan, add a very little water, and let 
it stew till it just comes to a boil. Take 
it off the  fire, and the pates being bak­
ed, remove them from tlio tin  pans, 
place them  on a large dish, and fill them 
up to the top with the m ixture. Simitar 
pates may be made of prawns or crabs.

S t u f f e d  T o m a t o e s .—Take large, smooth 
tomatoes, take out a little of the inside 
at the top and stuff with a forcement 
made thus: Fry some minced onion in 
butter and add some bread crumbs, some 
cold chicken chopped very fine, some 
chopped parsley and a little stock to 
moisten, and pepper and salt, m ix well; 
take from the range, add raw yolk of 
egg, stuff the tomatoes and hake them 
in the oven. Broil your chops nicely, 
bu tter them  hot and arrange them 
around a platter with the stuffed toma­
toes in the  centre.

Chicken Mayonnaise—Cut up some 
chickens and fry them  nicely in butter. 
Iait them  g e t' cold, then trim  into 
good shape and put them  in a cov­
ered disli witli salt, pepper, oil and vine­
gar as for salad; add a few pieces of onion 
and a "little parsley. Let them stand 
thus two or three hours. Then drain
the pieces of chicken, place them on the 
lettuce in your salad dish and spread a 
nice mayonnaise dressing over all. Some
of the chicken when fried can be saved 
for the  tomato stuffing.

C o f f e e  I c e  P u d d in g .—Pound two 
ounces of freshly-roasted coffee in a mor­
tar, ju st enough to crush the berries 
w ithout reducing them to a powder. l*ut 
them  in to  a pint of milk with six ounces 
of loaf sugar, let it boil, then  leave it to 
get cold, strain it on the yolks of six eggs 
i ;i a double saucepan, and stir on the (ire 
till the custard thickens. When quite 
cold, work into it a gill and a half of 
cream whipped to a froth. Freeze the 
m ixture in (he ice pot, then fill a plain 
ice mold with it, and lay it in  ice till t e 
time of serving.

Diplomatic Pudding. —Dedorate a 
plain mould with a lining wttli currants 
and pistachio nuts, and till the outer part 
w ith jelly; when the jelly is set remove 
the lining by putting a little warm water 
in it; make a custard with » pint of milk 
and four yolks of eggs, flavor the milk 
with vanilla, add Indi an ounce of isin­
glass, stir it into the custard when ho!; 
break up one or 1 wo s|singe cakes and 
macaroons, cut up a few dried fruits, put 
a  layer o f each until the mould is full, 
pour in the custard, leave it iii a cool 
place until wanted, then dip the mould 
Into tepid water a second, turn it out on 
a cold dish, and serve.

S t u f f i n g  f o r  V e a l .—Chop half a 
pound ot suet, put it in a basin with 
three-qurnters ot a pound of bread 
criiinlis, a teaspoon 111 I of salt, a quarter 
of pep|>er, a little thyme, three whole 
eggs, mix well. A '  pound of bread 
crumbs and one more egg, may he used; 
it will make it cut firmer.

liiz a  l a  T u r q c e .— Put into a saucepan 
six cup cupfuls of stock or broth into 
which you have previously dissolved a 
good allowance either of tomato paste, 
French tomato sauce, o rtho  pulp of fresh 
tomatoes passed through a sieve; pepper 
and salt according to taste, w hen  it 
boils throw in, for every cupful of stock, 
half a cuvlul of line rice, well washed 
and dried' before the tire, lad  the whole 
remain on the lire until the rice has ab­
sorbed all the slock, then melt a goodly 
piece of butter, and pour it oyer the rice. 
At the time of serving, and h o t before, 
stir lightly to separate the grains, but do 
this off the lire.

S n a p s .—Take one cup of molasses, 
three-quarters of a cup of sugar, one 
tablespoon of ginger, and a teaspoon 
each of powdered cloves, cinnamon, and 
alspice. Add these to one-half cup of 
melted butter and beat in two tSB.s|SK>n8 
soda, and flour enough to roll. Ttoll 
very th in , cut out with a tin cutter and 
hake in pans in a hot oven.

A p p l e  C r o u tb .—This simple and dainty 
little dessert is one tuught by Miss Car­
son: Feel and core the apples and 
halve them ; take half slices of bread, 
spread thickly with butter and sprinkle 
with sugar, then lay apple on bread, core 
side down; sprinkle on more sugar and 
any kind of spice to taste. Bake.

N e p a u l  C u r r y  o f  C o l d  R o a s t  F o w l .—  
Take two large onions, two apples, two 
ounces of flutter, a desert-spoon ml ot 
curry powder and one teas|H>onful ol 
Hour or two teasjsmiisfiilsof curry paste 
without flour, half a pint of gravy, one 
tablespoon fill of lemon juice, and two 
tomatoes—fresh or preservisl—cream, 
and rice. Fry the fowl and the onions 
hi a light brown in two ounces of lmlter. 
then put them into a  stewing-pan and 
add to it (he gravy, omatocs, apple­
sauce and cream. Let it simmer s to u t 
th irty  minutes, then put in a tablespoon- 
ful of lemon juice and serve willi boiled 
rice. I f  curry paste is used Instead of 
curry powder, only a teaspisuiful «*f juice 
is required. Nothing can Iteat this; this 
was the  Raj.ih’s own recipe.

C h in e s e  C ru e l ty .
Rhus Pas (China.)

On tbi* morning of the ‘25th (lay of the 
5th moon (2d of July), about 11 o’clock, a 
large a ad heavy plank of wood floated 
past Hankow; the )>ec*plesaw that it had 
a most picturesque appearance; n fair

damsel of 19, well dressed, was nailed on 
the plank so that she could move neither 
her hands nor feet. Beside her was the 
head of a Buddhist priest, attached to 
the right hand side of the plank some 
cakes and other eatables so fixed tha t 
she could bend her neck and eat them, 
and on the left three thousand copper 
cash, and inscribed below was: “This 
three thousand cash is provided for her 
coffin when she is dead,” and a special 
inscription was written above her head. 
Whosoever pities her and endeavors to 
save her life they are guilty of “nan to 
yu cliong,” which ineanB, “if men save 
her thev are thieves, and if women Have 
her they are defumed.” The particulars 
are that this young damsel belonged to 
a wealthy family, and her two brothers 
are petty mandarins who, holding certain 
posts in small yamens at a place ubout 
twenty miles from Hankow, they used 
this cruel treatment because she was 
guilty of criminal intercourse with the 
beheaded priest whose head was on the 
plank with her. Some re|>ort ttiat she is 
saved, and others tiiat she is still flouting 
on the Yangtze river.

P r o te c t in g  t h a t  G a m e  B ird , t h e  O w l.
London Telegraph.

I t  is highly gratifying to find that in 
the Additional Wild Birds’ Protection 
Bill, which lately passed through com­
mittee in the Lords, something was at 
last done for our very old friend, the owl. 
That bird of night has gotten, quite un­
deservedly, as many naturalists think, a 
very had name, and it was high time 
for our hereditary legislators to speak up 
for die sugiieious, harmless and indeed 
useful biped which lias been so long sub­
jected to unjust disparagement. The 
most serious count in the indictment 
preferred'against the owl, is that lie is a 
terrible destroyer of game, snatching up 
and devouring grouse, partridges, hares, 
ducks, sparrows, squirrels and anything 
else in tlie way of “fur and leatlie-s” 
that comes lmndy, and sometimes even 
“going fox” wild turkey. In Virginia 
the farmers accuse him  of equaling the 
fox as a depredator among the poultry. 
The Duke of Buceleueh, however, stren­
uously denied that the owl was mischiev­
ous as a poacher. He might, remarked 
his Grace, occasionally pounce on a sick­
ly partridge,but the damage he which does 
among game was more than counterbal­
anced by tlie services lie rendered to 
agriculture by destroying verm in ; 
anil the Duke will not allow any of the 
owls on his estate in Scotland to he kill­
ed. It is, indeed, well known that the 
owl lias an unappeasable appetite for 
field mice and barn-door ruts, and his 
activity in ridding the farmer of these 
little iiests lias earned for him the title 
of the “feathered cat.” In this connec­
tion the enemies ol the owl have also 
something to say. They declare that the 
“feathered cat” is very "fond of the furred 
cut as an article of diet; and that the 
keepers of a bygone Duke of Norfolk be­
came a terror to all the old women in 
neighborhood of Arundel, through the 
ruthless raids they were in the habit of 
making on the plumpest tabbies where­
with to regale the abnormally large anil 
ancient owls in the castle keep, one of 
which historic birds wore an expression 
ol such preternatural wisdom that ho 
used to be called “Lord Eldon.”
