The Commissioner of Indian A fTairs is in-
formed that the six Brule Sioux who left
Rosebud Agency and stole seven horses and
‘ killed a white man before returning, have

been surrendered by Spotted Tail and sent
to Fort Randall.

The Chief of the Burean of Statisties re-
ports that the total values of exports of do-
mestic bread stufls from the United Stales
for the seven months ending July 31st, 1880,
were $151,411,463; in the same perod for
1879, $109,531,153,

The statement showing the receipt and
expenditures of the Government for the
tiscal year ending June 30, from 1856 to 1880
inclusive, has been issued from the Treasury
Department. Receipts from custom duties for
1880 jamounted to $186,522,064; from intern-
al revenue sources $124,009,373, anincrease of
$49,272.016 in customs and $10,437 763 in
internal revenue,

Professor Greener, in an interview with
the Secretary of War, made a de-
mand on behalf of Cadet Whitaker for
a court martial, and asked that, pending
further proceedings, Whitaker be granted a
furlousl.

For 1880 the expenditure for this account
amounted te $36,777,174. The War Depart-
ment expenses in 1879 were $40,425,660; in
1530, $338,116916.

1830, Indian expenses vary from $2,273 225
in 1862, the lowest amount in any year
since 1856, to $8,384 656, the highest since
1856 in 1875, and $5.206,109 in 1879 against
$5,045,457 in 1880, Receipts from the saleofl
public lands in 1879, were $924,781, and in
1880, amounted to $1 016 506,

The wholesale surrender of the hitherto
unsubmissive Sioux Indians who went into
Canada, now taking place at Fort Keogh,
Montana, is not unexpected. The policy ol
the Government with reference thereto was
decided upon long before the Indians began
to make their appearance, and orders were
sent the departiment commander to pe.mit
the retnrn of all Indians walling to surren-
der unconditionally and submit themselves
and their property to the disposition
of this Government. The Sioux and
other Indians coming in at Ft. Keogh came
virtually as prisoners of war. They will be
promptly disarmed and dismounted; their
arms and ponies will be sold and the pro-
ceeds turned into provisions for their tem«
jorary subsistence. Eventually they will

e turned over to the Interior Department
and transported to some point on the west
side of the Missouri River as far south as
practicable, where they will be placed on o
reservation and kept there by such means
of restraint as may be fouund necessary.
The War Department does not understand

that 1,800 or more Indians who
have surrendered or are oa thdr
way to surrender at Ft. Keogh

have any other than a merely;nominal con-
nection with Sitting Bull. They went north
at the time he did but have never been to
any extent under his personal control and
movements, The intentions of the Chief
are regarded by the Department with indif-
ference; if he chooses to come in and sur-
render, well and good, if not he must stay
on the Canada side of the line. The General
of the army does not think Sittinz Bull ex+
ercises or has exerased any influence over
the Indians coming back No danger what-
ever is anticipated from their appearance
in such large numbers at the Agency. The
troops'in the vicinity are full able to check
any hostile movement which might take
place. The disorderly conduct reported is
regarded by the War Departniene as natural
lawlessness and the turbulance of the sav~
ages coming in such large numbers, but
without hostile intentions.

Quaint Speech of a Japanese,

DEATH AT A REVIVAL.

A Colored Woman Dies While Rejoicing
in Her Religion,

San Antonio (Tex.) Express,

For several days past the colored peo-
ple have been rejoicing over a religious’
revival at their handsome new church
west of the San Pedro.  Of course, shout-
ing and general excitement followed the
exercises, as is customary at all such re-
vivals among the colored people, but
night berfore last one of the sisters, Nina
Hoby, ovér-did the thing to such an ex-
tent that she died from the effects, An
inquest was held upon the body of deceas-
ed yesterday by Justice Shields, and the
jury returned a verdiet in accordance
with the following evidences and the
opinion of the attending physician, Dr.
Edward Bennett :

Louisa Hunter, being sworn, testified :
I have known Nina Hoby ever since she
was a small girl; the deceased and the
rest of us were at the colored M. E,
Church last night, and deceased was
shouting and got very faint ; it was warm
in the chureh; we sat her down on the
seat, and I cat her corset loose ; this was
about 11:30 o’clock p. m.; she had been
shouting for about fifteen minutes be-
fore she was set down; when she fainted
they threw water in her face, and then
took her to the door of the church and
had laid her down there; they then
sent and got a hack and carried her
home: I think she was then dead; I
could not tell whether she died at the
door or before they took her there; in
about fifteen minutesafter she was taken
away in the hack I went to her house
and saw her there ; she was then dead;
I did not notice her much in the church
until they sat her down ; she was then
excited and looked bad ; T do not know
whether she was in the habit of shout-
ing so in church before; I think her cor-
set and waist were  fastened too tight;
I never knew her to have fits; it was
very warm in the church which was
crowded ; at the time she died they were
singing in the church; they have been
holding revival meeting at the church
since last Sunday every night; she was
about seventeen years of age.,

Fannie Johnson testified : The deceas-
ed got to shouting at the A, M. L. church
last night, and her little sister took hold
of her, and then me and hef grandmoth-
er got of her and held her for fifteen
minutes then we sat her down on the
seat and she hollowed, “T am leaning on
the Lord;” T knew her well; we were
raised together ; she was sitting on the
seat when she made this remark ; 1 felt
sick with the headache and went to the
window ; her grandmether was then
fanning her; she attended church every
night all the week, and was in the hab-
it of shouting every night, but never got
s0 bad before; her corsets were very
tight ; I thought she had just fainted,

Dr, Bennett testified : T was sent for
about 1 o’clock last night to see deceased
I found herdead when I got there; 1 ex-
amined her and found that she was
dead. The immediate cause of her
death was, I believe, sudden congestion
of the brain, superinduced by intense
excitement, such as shouting as she did
at the church. It would produce death
by impeding the circulation of blood
through the lungs and causing the ven-
blood to remain in the brain, cansing
congestion.

SENATE JOINT RESOLUTIGN NO. 2.

Proposed amendment to section one of article
.eleven of the Constitution of the State of
"Kansas, relating to propeity exempted from
taxation.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of
the State of Kansas, two-thirds of
all the members elected to each
house concurring therein:

SkcrioN 1. The following proposition to
amend section one of article eleven of the
Constitution of the State of Kansas shall be
submitted to the electors of the State for
adoption or rejection, at the general election
to be held on the Tuesaay succeeding the first
Mondayin November, A. D. eighteen hundred
and eighty : That section one of article elev-
en of the Constitution of the State of Kansas
shall be so amended as to read as follows:
ssection 1. The Legislature shall provide tor
auniform and equal rate of assessment and
taxation; but all property used exclusively
for State, county, municipal, literary, educa-
tional, scientitfe, religious, henevolent and
wharitable purposes shall be exempt from tax-
ation.””

SEC 1. The following shall be the method of
submitting said proposition: The ballot shall
e either written or printed, or partly printed
and partly written thereon. “*For the proposi-
tion to amend section onc of article elev-
wn of the Constitution of Kansas, strik-
ding out the clause exemvoting two hundred
dollars ($200) personal propcrt{ from taxa-
tion ;" or “Against the proposition to amend
seotion one of article eleven of the Constitu-
tion of the State of Kansas, strikiag out the
clause exempting two hundred dollars ($200)
personal ;i'rupeny from taxation.”

SEC. 3. This resolution shall take effect and
be in forcee from and after its publication in
the statute book.

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PARTY NECESISTY.
How the Exigency of FParties May Contlict
With Public Duty,
Cin. Enquirer,

It is human nature, we suppose, and if
it isnot, it is very common, common
enough to be human nature, that what
we once regarded as blemishes on the
record of a friend, as soon as he emerges
from a convention as the nominee of our
party we become blind to his faults, and
no longer discover anything to censure
in his past conduct. It must certainly
be infirmity of human nature, when it
appears_to be no respector of persons,
and is developed in all. classes and
grades of men, and sometimes most pro-
nounced in those who claim to be inde-
pendent of the influences that control
ordinary mortals. This disposition or
trait has come to the surface in strong
colors since the nomination of General
Garfield. Atthe time when the Credit
Mobilier and De Golyer geandals and
the evidence upon which they were
founded were made publie, there was
scarcely a Republican paper of any prom-
inence that did not denounce them as
disgraceful, and demand that their auth-
ors be retired to private life. There were
journals, however, more conspicuous by
their prominence and pretensions, that

were especially acrid in their animad-
versions. They were Harper's Weekly
and the New York Independent, The
former, which sails under the name of
“The Journal of Civilization,” had in its
issue of March 15, 1873, a cartoon by
Nast representing General Garfield and
other Credit Mobilicer statesmen arranged
under a card reading as follows:

“Disgraced in the eyes of the publie
for owning Credit Mobilier stock, which
was in fact and intent a fraud upon the
Government, Also for deceit and evas
@lon,”

That same journal to-day advocates
one of those whom it declared as dis-
graced in the eyes of the public for Pres-
ident. His nomination by the party at
Chicago has, in its eyes,purified him and
wiped out his disgrace.

The Independent was even more se-
vere in its notice of the De Golyer scans
dal. That journal is of the politico
religious kind, is bitterly partisan and
hotly serious, and its patronsare mainly
of the “T am VLetter than thon” class,
In its 1ssue of July 30, 1874, it con-
tained an editorial (se give it else-
where) intended to urge upon voters
the duty of electing no one to Congress
It consid-
ered honesty of more importance than
ability.

Get ability, if possible, if hons
esty can be combined with it, but above
all get Representatives of honesty. That
was the advice it gave. And it sclected
Gen. Garfield as a fitting person to illus-
trate its sugzestion, Afterreterringto the
fact, as it stated, that Gen, Garfield *“was
mere deeply involved in the sad Credit
Mobilier difficulty than any other mem-
ber of the House cof Representatiyes,
excepting, of course, Ames and Brooks,”
it proceeds to notice the De Golyer
It was painful to the Inde-
pendent, as 1t was Garlield’s friend, but
as his act was the best before it to point
the moral which it wished to draw it
could not withhold the exposure and de-
nunciation the act merited. Tt is said
that Mr. Garfield, “so far as the case is
known to the public, for $5000 he was
willing to sell to the MeClellan contract~
or his influence as a legislator. For $5,
000 he was willing to use his positon as
guardian of the Treasury of the Nation
to make the Digtrict Government award
a profitable contract,” And it closes by
suggesting the following questions that
the voters should put to themselves in
relation to the candidates for whom they
are asked to vote: “Is the man for whom
you are requested to vote, through your
primaries, at the Convention,at the polls,
a man beyond all taint of just suspicion,
that he will use his office for personal
ends? Not merely is he too honest
to lie and steal, but is he honest
enough to feel a disgust for those indis
rect and specious disgunises which cor-
ruption so much eftiects ?”

Yet, the Independent is warmly urg-
ing its readers to vote for that same Gar-
field for President—a man proven by the
public records and his own confession to
have resorted to one of those indirect
and specious disguises which corruption
so much affects, to sell his influence as a
legislator for $5,000! With the Inde-
pendent party necessity outweighs polit-
ical probity and official morality, and it
goes hunting for excuses to soothe its
comscience for going back on its own
maxims of public duty.

A Monarch ot the Sea,

The City of Rome, the new steamer of
the Inman line, now being built at Bar-
row-in-Furness, Lancashire, FEngland,
will be a marvel of marine architecture,
If the contractors’ specificalions and the
promises of the managers of the steam-
ship company are complied with, the
City of Rome will be the largest and
finest merchant vessel in the world. She
will be 2,000 tons larger than the Arizona
or City of Berlin, her sister ship, and 600
tons larger than the new Cunarder now
being canstructed on the Clyde. Sheis
to cost a fortune, over $1,000,000 it is
said, and will be as near perfection in
the way of safety, speed and comfort as
it is possible for steamer companies and
ship builders to attain. She will be com-
pleted in the Hprinr of 1881, and is to be

laced on the regular line between New

ork and Liverpool. 'The dimensions of
the City of Rome will be: Length of
keel, 546 feet; length over all, 590 feet;
breadth of beam, 52 feet, depth of hold,
38 feet 9 inches; depth from top of deck
houses to keel, 52 feet. Her measures
ment will be 8,300 tons, The hull will
be of the best iron,and will be built in
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the best manner, with eleven horizontal
buik heads and two longitudinal bulk
heads through the engine and boiler
rooms. The engines of this marvelous
addition to the Inman fleet will be of
7,500 horse power, with six cylinders,
three of which will be high pressure,
and three low pressure. There will be
eight boilers heated by forty~eight far-
naces, and it is promised that the new
vessel will attain the great speed of 18}
knots an hour., There will be three
smoke funnels, She will be a four-
master and carry an enormons spread
of canvas as an auxiliary to the en-
gines,  The saloon and state-rooms
will be placed amidships, and will con-
tain every facility for comfort and luxury.
All the latest improvements are to e
added, and the cabin will be splendidly
furnished and upholstered. There wih
be 275 revolving chairs at the saloon
tables, and the staterooms will easily
accommodate 300 first-class passengers,
A drawing room which can be occupied
by 100 ladies at onee, will be placed on
the deck immediately over the saloon.
The smoking room will be above the
drawing room and will aceommodate 100
smokers at once, The saloon will con-
tain six bath rooms. There will be room
on board for a very large number of
steerage passengers, and space for an
enormons quantity of freight in the hold,
The new vessel will have the highest
classification in the Liverpool *“Red
Book,” and in the British Loyds. She
will have every possible provision for
safety,
