The wool clip of Bond county, 111., is 
estimated at 65,000 pounds, worth $17,- 
(MX)—a fraction over 20 cents per pound.

Considerable rain lias fallen in tlie 
country about South Platte, Colorado, 
and the settlers are feeling more hopeful 
about tlie crops.

Andrew Maier, of Witt township, 
Montgomery county, 111., averaged twen­
ty-two acres per day with a McCormick 
reaper during tlie threshing season.

A Nokomis, 111., gardener recommends 
four ounces of sal soda to a gallon of 
water as a sure tiling to kill green worms 
a lien sprinkled on cabbages.

Joseph E. Kessenger, residing near 
Hillsboro, 111., in tlie fall of 1878, sowed 
seven bushels of Fultz wheat, and lias 
just threshed the product—270 bush­
els.

Report comes from Summit county,Col­
orado, tiiat grasshoppers have appeared 
in that region in large numbe s, and are 
moving in a southwardly direction.

The Dodge City, Kansas, Times says: 
“Colorado cattle and sheepmen are mov­
ing their herds and flocks into western 
Kansan; and this portion of the State 
will soon boom.”

Mr. Nathans, of tlie firm of Williams 
& Nathans, New Orleans, left that city 
on the 21st ult., for Europe, to secure 
farm laborers to work on tlie sugar plan­
tations Louisiana. He hud orders for 
050, which he expected to be increased 
to 1,000. Portugese labors brought over 
a few years since, have proved entirety 
satisfaclory.

Gen. Mattocks says the last year he 
took a quantity of pulp from the beet 
sugar factory to liis farm in Baldwin Me., 
covered it in a trench, and after several 
months it came out fresh and nice, and 
was eaten by cattle “with great avidity.” 
So far as is know, he is the only person 
in Ilie State who lias given it such a 
trial, and lie regard it as a valuable feed 
for stock, especially milch cows.

The Cincinnati Exposition, which 
opens September 8, is looking forward 
to liberal displays of tobacco, for which 
gold, silver and bronze medals are offer­
ed as premiums. The gold, of which 
there are two, are for the best hogshead 
of cutting leaf, 700 pounds net, and for 
the best hogshead of white fillers, 1,000 
ponndf net. The second best of these 
classes are offered silver medals, of which 
fourteen in all are offered, and ten of 
bronze.

The Sulphur Springs (Montana) Hus­
bandman of July,29, says: “A good crop 
of grain is now well assured in all the 
principal valleys o f the Territory. Tlie 
prospect lias not been very inviting for a 
while baek, but it lias come out wonder­
fully, and now bids fair to he immense, 
though not in excess of the demand, as 
this is developing surprisingly fast. Flour 
in this section is becoming scarce, and 
tlie price is crawling up gradually. It 
now retails at $4 per sack, and will not 
likely go below that figure tor tlie next 
twelve months.”

AMES VS. GARFIELD.

Kansas City Times.
Mr. O a k e s  A men left three sons who, 

faithful to the memory of their father, 
have ut last come before the public with 
an able letter in his vindication. It is 
addressed to “the American people, irre- 
spective of party,” and is devoted 
to defending his motives and 
course of action in connection with the 
Credit Mobilier, and proving that he was 
an honester and braver man than those 
Congressmen who, after having taken 
the stock, endeavored, when the ex­
posure came, to shirk all responsibility, 
and to place ttie whole odium upon Mr. 
A m e s . Among these Congressmen was 
Mr. G a b f i e l u , and the answer made by 
the sons of Mr. A m e s  to their father’s 
detractors sets forth in strong colors the 
meanness and cowardice of Ca r f i e l d ’s 
attempt to save himself at the expense 
of the man who befriended him.

The A m e s  brothers maintain that the 
Credit Mohilier business was entirely 
legitimate, and that O a k e s  A men , instead 
of soliciting men to take stock in the 
construction company, was beset by ap­
plications from Senators and Congress­
men for stock, they believing that it was 
a good thing. They claim that the cry of 
“Credit Mobilier fraud” originated from 
exaggerated newspaper statements as to 
the magnitude of the profits of the con­
cern and a panic among Congressmen 
followed, which was entirely uncalled 
for, and Credit Mobilier “was made a 
mysterious bugbear” and the synonym 
of political corruption. The sons say 
this was entirely without reason, and 
that their father was one of the purest 
and most incorruptible men of the cen­
tury. They quote the ofticial condemna­
tion of O a k e s  A m e s , and state that, aftc r 
its passage, the very men who voted for 
it humbly begged A m e s ’ pardon, saying 
they had to do it to “satisfy their con­
stituents.” They further say :

“And thus it happened that a man whose 
word was as good as his bond, whose hon­
esty and probity were proverbial—a man 
by whose rare executive ability a highway 
was made across the continent, connecting 
tlie Atlantic and Pacific Oceans, providing 
a market for the products of the millions of 
acres that lie between, the destruction of 
which would be a national calamity—this 
man was made a scapegoat for the mani­
fold sins of American political life, and his 
name was unjustly tarnished. It is time 
the stigma should he obliterated and a mon­
ument erected in its stead. Have the de­
tractors ol O ak es  A m es  ever asked them­
selves what motive, except public spirit, 
could have led a man, so situated, to con­
tract to build the road? His own personal 
interest in the construction company in De­
cember, ls(i7, was only one-eighth of the 
whole, tty signing the contract lie made 
tlie entire risk his own. But in case of 
profit, seven-eights of tHe profit would be­
long to others. Why, except from public 
spirit, should a man worth millions, and 
secure in the possession of them, have risked 
everything, by becoming personally respon­
sible, as he did, for the vast sum of $47,000,- 
000? Why else should he have undertaken 
to tind a market for the securities of the road 
and to convert them into money with which 
to meet these immense obligations? Why 
else should he have given the best years of 
his life to these colossal cares and responsi­
bilities? For the prosperity of Ids country 
he risked his own fortune and that of his 
family, and lip to this hour his return has 
been, in too many quarters, unmeasured re­
proach and odium.”

A m e s  swore 
that lie sold to G a r f i e i .d  a certain 
amount of stock; that he sold it for its 
full value; tlint lie gave G a r f i e i .d  credit 
for the amount; and that when the in­
vestment had proved profitaole lie paid 
G a r f i e i .d  the difference between the 
profit and If is debt, amounting to $32!). 
if this were true, and we do not doubt it, 
G a r f i e i .d  swore falsely when lie denied 
the transaction under oatli before the 
Congressional Committee, and the fact 
that be thought it necessary to deny it 
strongly indicates that he, at least, no 
matter bow innocent the transaction was, 
thought it criminal. Otherwise lie would 
not have endeavored to escape from the 
odium, unless to a capacity for ]«'rjury 
he added, too, the qualities of a coward.

Mr. A m e s ’ sons unquestionably believe 
in their father’s integrity, but liis exon­
eration only fixes the stain more indeli­
bly on G a r f i e i .d . Mr. A m e s  frankly ex ­
plained his whole connection with the 
scheme. G a r f i e l d  sought to escape by 
falsehood. A m e s ’ vindication involves 
G a r f i e l d ’s  conviction, and brands him 
as a moral coward, a bribe taker and a 
false witness.

Fora 
short time after this he endeavored to 
take a little food,blit feeling that it dis­
tressed him, lie was advised by his phy­
sicians to give over the attempt to take 
food, as paralysis had extended to the 
lower part oi liis stomach, and he could 
not digest the food. For about a week 
the only nourishment lie took was lem­
onade, and of that a very little at a 
time. Alter this lie found that even 
that distressed him, and he gave it up 
and began to drink water. From that 
time to tlie present not a particle of food 
of any description Inis passed liis lips. 
His wife has been in the habit since bis 
accident of giving him a bath once a 
day.

For a week lie slept from an hour to 
an hour and a half after this bath, hut 
during the remainder of tlie time, up to 
the present, lie lias not slept at all. Dur­
ing his long fast the unfortunate man 
lias remained perfectly rational until 
within the last dav or two, when he be­
came slightly delirious, although still 
able to recognize liis friends. It was an­
nounced last night that mortification 
had set in, and' the man was slowly 
sinking and could not live long. But 
the physicians say that but lor the mor­

tification the man might have lived a 
long time yet, so wonderful is tlie con­
stitution he possesses. lie  is now slowly 
dying. His wile u very worthy woman, 
has a family of six children, and is wor 
tliy the sympathy and material aid of 
cliaritabls people. It is in contempla­
tion to starta subscription paper soon in 
her behalf, which will be circulated by a 
well known 8yracusegentleman,our infor­
mant, who will vouch for the worthiness 
of (tie woman.
