Tlie first stone in tlie work of completing 
the shnft o f  the Washington National Mon­
ument has been laid.

Tlie United States Consul at Port Sarnia 
says business depression in Canada would 
be sure to result in an exodus.

tlie United States, numbered 77,059.
At the Cabinet meeting the Spanish diffi­

culties were referred to. hut in consequence 
of the statement made by Commodore Jef­
fers, representing the Navy Department, 
that tlie arrival of Admiral Wyman was ex­
pected within the next twenty-four hours 
with full details of his recent investigation, 
the consideration ot the subject was post­
poned.

A telegram at the War Department 
from Fort Leavenworth states that Col, 
Valle makes a report ot a light be­
tween a portion of his force and tlie 
Indians at Pine Mountain. Four Indians 
and one soldier were killed and three 
wounded. The troops also lost ten horses. 
Col. Valle is making a combined movement 
on the Indians at Sierra Fierra bend, which 
range Is at right angles with the Sierra Mel 
Bracas. His entire force consisted o f about 
000 men.

The American Consul at Geneva, says 
American beef and live stock have pen­
etrated as tar as that region and the 
value ot choice cattle, raised in large 
numbers in Switzerland for Paris and 
French markets, has been sensibly di­
minished by tlie importation from Amer­
ica. Preserved meats and fruits from the 
United States are so well established and 
advertised they may be left to take care ot 
themselves, hut butter and cheese could be 
sold in much larger quantities in Central 
ami Southern Europe, and a profitable 
market for the more nutritious brand of 
American Hour could be found.

Admiral Wyman, who recently proceeded 
to Santiago de Cuba to investigate tlie al­
leged indignity offered the American flag in 
Cuban waters by the Spanish gunboat Can­
to, reached Washington this afternoon. 
After calling upon Commander Jeffers, act­
ing Secretary ot the Navy, the Admiral vis­
ited Secretary Evarts and explained to Him 
in detail tlie position of tlie Canto at tlie 
time of tlie introduction o f tlie American 
schooners Merritt and Newcomb, as laid on 
charts prepared by tlie officers o f tlie Canto. 
Admiral Wyman reiterates the statement 
made in his report that tlie Spanish author 
itles made no secret of tlie matter, but fully 
extended to him tlie privilege o f examining 
the report, o f the commander of the Canto 
and unequivocally ilisovowed any intention­
al insult to our flag or commission of any 
act at variance with its usages o f civilized 
countries.

I n Bartow county, Georgia, Mrs. J. C. 
Sproulls recently gave a barbecue to all 
her old servants. Invitation were duly 
extended, and on the appointed day 
eight y negroes o f  both sexes and of all 
sizes assembled on the plantation, and 
were feasted to their heart’s content.

—A dispatch from Indian Territory states 
that the Cherokee Indians and Creek ne­
groes, ivcently at war, have negotiated a 
peace, tlie Creek Indians acting as media­
tors.

—Reports from Fort Smith, Ark., say 
a serious disturbance lias occurred between 
tlie Creek Negroes and tlie Cherekees, in 
which six persons were killed. More trou­
ble is anticipated.

—The Interior Department is in receipt of 
dispatches from Los Pinos, Col., stating that 
the Utes now appear to be satisfied with the 
Ouray treaty, and that the prospect is that 
all tlie Indians will be off the reservation by 
next spring.

—The Leadville Bank, the cashier of 
which has absconded taking all the funds it 
contained, was a small affair, and its col­
lapse creates no excitement. It is thought 
that the entire loss by its failure will not 
exceed $5,000.

—A Milwaukee detective chased a burg­
lar under a building where there was room 
for but one man to crawl at a time. The 
two fought desperately for awhile, lying on 
their faces, but the officer finully bit his an­
tagonist until lie surrendered.

—Col. Levering, a well-known citizen of 
Layfayette, Ind., has been arrested, tried 
and lined $5 for cruelty to a horse belong­
ing to himself. He proved that tlie “ cru­
elty" consisted in “ breaking” the aninm), 
but the justice found him guilty. The col­
onel has appealed to the Circuit Court as a 
matter of principle.

-Tlie clearings last week at all cities ex­
cept Chicago and Milwaukee showed a de­
cided improvement as compared with the 
corresponding week in 1879.

PATRIOTIC DECLARATIONS.

T h e  W o r th  o f  H a n c o c k  W h ic h  w il l  L ive  
T h r o u g h  A ll  A g e s .

Indianapolis Sentinel.
General Hancock, in his letter dated 

December, 1870, to General Sherman, 
made a number o f  declarations which 
should find a conspicuous place in every 
Democratic newspaper in the land. If 
it were jsjssible they should be written 
in letters as vivid as lightning, and to 
spun the heavens like a covenant liow. 
Wherever they are read they will kindle 
a patriotic fire in the hearts o f  every pa­
triot. They rift’g out clear and full. 
Since the days o f  the fathers o f the Re­
public no words have been spoken better 
calculated to arouse every latent energy 
o f  the mind or create a deeperdetestation 
o f  Republican rule.

In South Carolina troops were 
used by the Republican party 
to determine who were the 
lawful members o f  tlie Legislature o f 
tlie State. Bayonets, not ballots, decided 
the question. No greater outrage was ever 
committed. No more flagrant act o f 
despotism was ever recorded. No great­
er crime against civil liberty was ever 
perpetrated. It was done in the interest 
o f  fraud and to elevate R. B. Hayes, in 
defiunce o f  the will o f  the people. Un­
der Grant the army has been used to 
steal the Presidency. Under cover 
o f bayouets Republican managers had 
concocted and consummated it. The 
frauds and forgeries had been prepared 
while the army stood guard over the 
plotting crew, and General Hancock 
clearly conceived the greaterime and the 
degradation to which the army had been 
subjected, and says:

Our regular army has little hold uuon 
the att'eetions o f  the people o f  to-day, 
and its superior officers should certainly, 
as far as lies in their power, legally, and 
with righteous intent aim to defend the 
right, which to us is the law, and the in­
stitution which they represent. It is a 
well-meaning institution, and it would 
be well if  it should have an opportunity 
to be recognized as a bulwark in support 
of the rights o f  the people.

General Hancock knew the duty of the 
army. To defend the right is its mission 
to uphold tlie law,not to crush it—and he 
was brave enough, ami patriotic enough, 
to point out to < ieneral Sherman the in­
famous wrongs the army had been re­
quired to support.

General Hancock looked to tlie con­
stitution for guidance; to the principles 
o f  civil liberty; to the rights ot the peo­
ple, and, having the great charter for his 
chart, was certain to commit no crime 
against the rights and liberties o f  the 
people. He further says:

The army is laboring under disadvan­
tages and has been used unlawfully at 
times in the judgment of the people (in 
mine certainly), and we have lost a 
great deal o f  the kindly feeling which 
the community at large once felt for us. 
“ It is time to stop and unload.”

Here we have the direct declaration 
that the army had been used unlawfiilly; 
that it had been used to maintain legis­
latures never lawfully elected, and to 
disperse legislatures that had been law­
fully elected. To use the army unlaw­
fully is a wrong under all circumstances, 
but to use it to beat down the liberties o f 
the people is a crime o f  such fearful 
proportions as to defy exaggeration.

Late informa­
tion is also presented regarding lo­
cation and price of public lands, a 
list of tho district and county fairs, 
and an extract from the Railroad 
Assessor’s Report, showing the 
number ot miles of railroad, and 
valuo in each county, etc. The 
statistical information given in tbe 
tables from the Assessors’ Returns 
for 1S80, ot population, crops, fruit 
trees, farm-buildings erected, etc., 
will be found interesting to all 
readers.

T H E  P E R IL S  OP AN A M B A SSA D O R
Ministers Wtm Have Performed Iluilgerous 

Duties.

The position o f an ambassador was 
not always quite such a safe one as it is 
nowadays. Our Ilenrv VIII. wanted to 
send Bonner, the bishop, as ambassador 
to France with a threatening message to 
Francis I. Bonner objected that it 
might cost him his head to utter a defi­
ance couched in such terms. “ If they 
harm vou,”  said Henry, “ I ’ll make many 
French heads fall for yours.” “ May it 
please your grace,” answered Bonner, 
“ but 1 doubt whether any head would 
fit uiy shoulders'quite as well as my 
own.” More than a century later (.’rom- 
well hanged a Portugese envoy for mur­
der committed in London. Apparently, 
however, he was not a regular ambassa­
dor. Possibly if he had been it would 
not have made much difference. Ams 
btissadors and their servants were de­
clared exempt from civil procedure in 
the reign o f Queen Anne, an act o f Par­
liament having been passed to that ef­
fect in consequence of a slight offered to 
the Minister o f the Czar. Peter the 
Great wts naively astonished because 
every one concerned in the business 
was not hanged. French became the 
recognized language o f diplomacy about 
the middle of the seventeenth century, 
though it had begun to assume that po­
sition much earlier. Dr. Dale, Eliza* 
beth’s ambassador, at a certain confer­
ence, asked in what language the discus­
sions were to be held. “French,”  de­
cided the representative o f Spain; “you 
know v«ur mistress styles herself Queen 
o f France.”  “ If it comes to that,” po­
litely suggested Dale, “hadn’t we better 
talk'Hebrew ? Your master, you knew', 
is King o f Jerusalem.”  Cromwell, with 
liis usual pugnacity, protested against the 
use of French in international cor­
respondence. “ I will iiave nothing but 
I-utin or English,”  said the Protector. 
English was out o f tlie question, there 
being leas than two hundred persons out 
of the Britisli Isles who understood our 
tongue, hut Latin, the mediaeval lan­
guage of diplomacy, W'as conceded. It 
was during the commonwealth that an 
Italian ecclesiastic, sent to London on a 
temporary mission, bitterly exclaimed 
that there was only one man in this bar. 
Iwroua country who could apeak Latin, 
and lie was blind. Milton was Latin 
secretary at a salary o f $288 a year, after­
ward cut down to $200 when he required 
the services of an assistant. French re­
tained its formal ascendancy till the 
Congress o f Berlin, in 187S, when it was 
decided that either English or French 
might be spoken. The Knglish pleni|>o- 
tentiaries spoke in their own language, 
indeed, Lord Beaconsfiold cannot speak 
French witli fluency. The Congress was 
held in the capital ot the German em­
pire and presided over by a German 
statesman, perhaps the most arrogant as 
well as tile ablest his country has ever 
produced, yet no one ventured lo claim 
for German equal honors with English 
and French.

1>. I ,. M o o d y  » t  H o m e .
Cincinnati Commercial.

No minister of the Gospel since Jesus 
preached to the multitudes on (lie shores 
of Galilee has had such audiences from 
night to night as I). L. Moody lias had, 
Many regard him asthc foremost preach­
er of this century. All know with what 
immense energy and unceasing toil lie 
labors in revival work daily for about 
eight months of each year;’ but o f the 
time he spends at his own home many 
would lie glad to know particularly. Mr. 
Moody lives at Northfield, Mass., near 
where Vermont and New Hampshire 
touch the State. Northfield is a place of 
about two thousand inhabitants, and 
sits dreamily on the beautiful Connecti­
cut river. It is an old village, with wide 
streets shaded by elms and chestnuts. 
As the great evangelist drove me from 
the depot to the house, about one mile 
from town, he pointed out so many old 
places that I began to feel that l’ bad 
found tlie veritable Sleepy Hollow, lie  
was born and raised here. Atrived at 
his house a magnificent view is before 
you' There, from between the moun­
tains of the north, come the picturesque 
Connecticut river like a silver thread. 
A cloud conies between you and the top 
of a mountain in Vermont, while its 
white point hangs over New Hampshire. 
These two States are only a lew miles 
from the plain, old-fashioned farm house, 
witli a long ]>oreh in front, where the 
Evangelist lives. Plenty of room to sat­
isfy the versatile nature of the man. 
The dining-room is so large that you 
wonder, till lie explains that here lie 
holds his Bilde meetings for the neigh­
borhood. Then, in liis enthusiastic, 
“jerky”  way, he exhibits his liens, bees 
and pigs and ducks, with all o f which 
lie is quite familiar, witli the exception 
of the bees. I liad so manv beautiful 
theories about bees, and had been drawn 
into telling him o f their curious habits, 
that he led me to a certain hive and re­
moved tlie top. I will never give the 
particulars, for I turned my back sud­
denly on my friend, and glancing over 
my shoulder, saw some very unelerical 
antics on liis part. Bees are no respec­
ters o f jiersons.

His library in which lie works is large 
and airy, and well stocked with an un­
usual collection o f good, solid books on 
practical subjects. His wife, iliree chil­
dren and a niece, who is stopping with 
them, constitute tlie family. At night 
we all wentto Evangelist Pentecost’s, to 
a neighborhood Bible reading. Mr. 
Pentecost lias purchased an old farm 
house and grounds about a half mile 
from Moody’s, and the two evangelists 
whose souls are knit together see each 
other every day. They are light-heart­
ed as boys, and live as plainly almost as 
oid Abraham, who dwelt in tents and 
fed rattle all his davs. It was a treat 
not only to he at their Bible meeting 
and see on what meat these men do 
feed that they have grown so great in 
godliness, but’ also to witness their merry

everyday life. Botli are quite heavy set, 
and dress after tlie fashion o f a well-to-
do farmer. Both are a little over forty 
years of age, and wear their beards full. 
They are of tlie same complexion, dark 
auburn hair and whiskers, witli grey 
eyes, and both have that peculiar, viva­
cious, restless manner that exhibits the 
excess of vital force w'hieli demands an 
active life. Such men would be tired to 
death if they had to wait in idleness a 
week. They rest the better when hold­
ing dailv meetings than at any other 
time. They have no time for discussion 
of abstract truths. These two men plan 
for still greater usefulness. The young 
ladies’ school, which Mr. Moody has 
inaugurated, will open in September, i f  
girls who wisli a Christian education are 
aide to pay, then $100 a year will cover
all expenses. If they are not aide, then 
it will be free to all who are approved 
for whom there is room. The chapel 
opposite .Mr. Moody’s house is finished. 
The large, line school building standing 
on thelieight overlooking the valley is 
to cost obout $40,000, and be finished in 
August. All tlie money is in hand and 
no debts are allowed. The building is 
thoroughly modern in all its appoint­
ments. It will accommodate about 
eighty, and the best teachers that mon­
ey can command are to have charge of 
tlie Christian training of tlie students. 
Mr. Marshall, o f Boston, a well-to-do 
layman, who was converted in the gospel 
meetings held by Moody and San key 
in Boston, lias, with others, given large­
ly to this school. Mr. Marshall is also a 
lay evangelist, and lias been vevy suc­
cessful in holding gospel meetings.

tentiary one day last week, and were 
shown through tlie institution by one of 
tlie obliging deputies. The time o f our 
arrival—noon liour—afforded us a view

feiter, who was marching behind a bur­
ly negro as contented as could be cx- 
pected. The officers re]H>rt Ballard as 
one o f the best behaved men in the 
institution. The march o f tlie prisoners 
to and from their places o f employment 
is a sight well worth seeing, and their 
proficieney in inarching would eclipse 
the best efforts of any of our local mili­
tary companies. The happiest convicts 
in tiie whole lot seem to he the negroes, 
who head off the different gangs. They 
seem proud o f their distinction, and are 
as seemingly happy as when following 
up a brass band on the streets.
