Native grasses planted by the 
cooperators of the Brown-Mills 
Soil Conservation District have 
come up to a good stand. A mlx- 
'ture of native grasses harvested 
In Oklahoma was planted by 17 
farmers and ranchers on 240 
acres in the Middle Colorado 
River watershed. The mixture 
of native grasses consisted 
chiefly of little  Bluestem, In­
dian grass. Big bluestem, upland 
swltchgrasB and dropseed.

The grass was planted this

spring with the grass seed drill 
designed by the Soli Conserva­
tion Service and loaned to the 
District. Planting rate was 12 
lbs. p»er acre In 12 Inch rows. 
The land planted to this grass 
will be retired from cuP.lvatlon. 
These fields are fenced and will 
not be grazed for two years or 
more until a good stand Is es­
tablished.

M. C. Kirkpatrick of Mullln. 
planted a 25 acre field of John-

tlve grasses on February 18, 
1949. He mowed the Held to 
control the weeds. When he 
bailed the Johnson grass fur 
hay. It was found that the grass 
was up to a good stand and was 
almost as tall as the stubble.

Warren Duren has an excel­
lent stand of grass on 12 acres 
of land on his farm In the Dur­
en community. J. N. Faith and 
J. D. Walton of the Center Point 
Conservation Croup have good 
stands of the native grass they 
have planted on retired culti­
vated land.

With favorable moisture this 
summer and sufficient mowing 
to control weeds, reasonable 
success from these grass seed­
lings can be expected.
