thority than Winston Churchill, 
has been the collapse of China 
under communist attack and 
intrigue.

Farmers, mechanics, carpen­
ters, construction men and all 
others whose work causes them 
to sweat profusely are In dang­
er of having their body salt 
content seriously depleted, and 

.a s  a result may suffer from 
heat cramps or heat fag. Salt 
Is a prominent constituent of 
sveat, and when the thermom­
eter hits the high register, the 
body may lose as much as 40 
to 50 grams of salt during a 
single day

In many industrial plants, I 
workmen are furnished with 
and urged to take a tablet of I 
pure salt or a mixture of salt | 
and dextrose with each drink 1 
of water. Many find this a j 
pleasant way of taking extra ' 
salt, but others prefer to add j 
the needed a .lunt of extra- 
salt to their food and drink.

"Take your extra salt in any i 
manner that is agreeable to ! 
you”, says Dr. Cox. "but take | 
It. Heat cramps are very pain­
ful and exhausting. They are 
characterized by cramps in the 
abdominal region, headache, 
and In severe cases there may 
be nausea and vomiting. Body 
salt losses occur without the 
knowledge of the individual un­
til a deficiency exists; then the 
abdominal muscles begin to 
cramp.”

According to the State Health 
Officer, It Is a wise precaution 
to keep the body supplied with 
salt, and thus avoid much pos­
sible suffering and loss of time 
from heat cramps.

The entomologists say that, 
on the average, about 15 percent 
more cotton can be harvested 
In Helds where a good job of 
Insect control has been practic­
ed. For a farm producing 200 
pounds of lint per acre, Insect 
control means an extra 30 
pounds.

Cotton growers need to con­
trol the bugs this year as never 
before for profit sake. Bates 
says. If a dollar Invested in con­
trol measures will protect the 
crop Investment and return 
$1 50, Insect control Is a paylng- 
off proposition.

Better yields will keep the 
profits higher, he concludes, but, 
It all goes back to the business 
of Insect control.

FEDER.YL SPENDING
Sentiment in Conuress in favor of cutting the cost 

of the Federal ifovernment is j;rowinK fast. Many 
things have contributed to it— amoUK them, the de­
cline in business and employment, the fact that a 
heavy Federal deficit now seems inevitable, and the 
reluctance of the lawmakers to increase taxes, because 
complaints from the “ folks back home about Federal 
spendin>i“ are increasinji.

However, sentiment in favor of cuts in spending, 
and practical action toward that end. are two differ­
ent things. Conjfress is always bedeviled by pressure 
IH'oupv. all of whom are in favor of cuttinK the appro­
priations that ifo to somtKme else and increasinic their’ 
own. .Vs an oh  ̂ious example, there is hardly a cham-  ̂
her of commerce that doesn't pay lip-service to the 
cause of economy—and then whoop it up whenever it 
sees a chance to jjet a slice of Federal tax money for 
its own area.

In the lon>{ run. the decisive factor will be public 
sentimt'nt—the wishes of the voters as to fiscal policy. 
•A "hort time aifo the Omaha World-Herald carried 
on an interesting experiment. It published a full ac­
count of a 'pt‘e< h made by Senator Byrd, in which he 
des.ritMd various spending measures now liefore Con- 
gre-s, and pointed out that the billions they would 
cest would have to be paid by all the people. The 
World-Herald then published a ballot on which its 
readers could express their views on the matter.

The first question asked for opinon on a straight 
10 per cent in all F'ederal expenditures that can be 
cut. Only IIU who answered were against this, while 
5,f<69 were for it. The balance of the questions covered 
^specific legislative measures such as Federal housing, 
Federal aid to education, the national health plan, 
arms to Europe under the North Atlantic Pact, etc. In 
every instance the vote was overwhelmingly in favor 
of strict economy. On the health plan, for instance, 
5,82S expressed themselves as being against it and 
99 for. On increased payroll and income taxes, 5,876 
said no while a mere 96 approved them.

In conducting its poll, the paper emphasized the 
certain but often-overlooked fact that “the Federal 
government ha.sn’t a cent except what it takes from 
all of us in taxes.” It Ls true that some polls indicate 
that a substantial majority of the people want Federal 
handouts. However, such polls are usually so worded 
as to make the unwary believe that they will get them 
for nothing—that the money will come from some 
mysterious source other than the people's pockets.

The Hoover Commission reports have given Con­
gress what it long lacked—a detailed blue-print for 
eliminating waste, duplication, overlapping. Now it 
renr>5n ' to be seen whether the people will demand its 
;ici‘, „lance.
