SALVATION ARMY SHOWING GROWTH

The Salvation Army is experiencing a remarkable
growth in Texas and now operates 31 Corps in the ma-
jor cities and towns and more than 50 community ser-
vice units in smaller towns and villages, Lt. Col. John
A. Morrison, Texas divisional commander, reports.

Among its Texas facilities are four institutions serv-
ing lone and homeless men, providing jobs and anoth-
er chance; a state liome and hospital providing refuge
for unmarried mothers and their babies; two residenc-
es for young women ; a state youth camp where hun-
dreds of voung people are given religious guidance
and citizenship training; and a number of mobile can-
teens and other equipment located at strategic places
and ready to serve in time of disaster.

Colonel Morrison’s report for the fiscal vear just
ended shows that The Salvation Army came to the aid
of nearly 80,000 lone and homeless persons in Texas,
that it conducted more than 10,000 religious services
reaching thousands of men and women mostly with-
out church ties, that more than 1,000 ex-prisoners were
paroled to The Salvation Army.

Through its broad “elfare program to the needy,
The Salvation Army aided additional thousands with
food and lodging, with shoes and other articles of
clothing and with other forms of aid and service.

“We are thankful to the generous citizens of Texas
for our program could not be carried out if they did
not believe in and support so strongly the work we are
doing,” Colonel Morrison said.

IN NINETY YEARS

Before long, “0il Progress Week™ will be observed
throughout this country, October 16 to 22. A special
effort will be made to acquaint the public with the
dramatic story ¢f oil’s achievements, And it #s a story
well worth listening to.

Oil is a young industry—the first well was drilled
only 90 years ago. As history goes, that is a very brief
passage of time. But during those 90 years we have
made incredible material progress. And oil in all its
manifold forms and uses, was responsible for an amaz-
ingly large part of it.

0il's experience in late years has been especially
interesting. Enormous demands were made on it dur-
ing the war, when it was one of the vital weapons that
won the final victory. When the war ‘ended, and mili-
tary demands dropped sharply, it was naturally believ-
ed there would be a breathing spell. It was not to be.
A gigantic increase in civilian demand, which no one
could have anticipated, raised consumption to new
highs. There were forecasts of serious shortages. But
the oil industry licked this problem, as it has licked so
many others, and the demand was met with mini-
mum of dislocations.

Lesson for October 16, 1949

HEN the Spanish fleet was
w about to invade England, back
in Queen Elizabeth's time, nothing
the English had could stop them.
But when the Armada arrived, that
vast fleet had been blown to bits
by a storm, and
the English neatly
mopped up what
was left. How do

you account for
that? The English
always said God
was with them.
When the Nazis
had overrun
France in 1840, it

would have been Dr. Foreman

nothing to stop them. But Hitler
delayed from summer till fall . . .
and by that time the British were
able to mount an invincible de-
fence. How .do you account for
that? Over and over again in his-
tory the unexpected, the unexpect-
able, the “miraculous,”” has hap-
pened. Some call it chance; but
others call it God.

God In History

UT GOD does not always or
usually operate in spectacular
ways. God works in history as he
works in nature, out of sight, visi-
ble to the eye of faith but seldom if

ever otherwise. History, from the |

Christian point of view, is the work-
ing-out of the purposes of God.
The pattern is not entirely
clear to us, because we cannol
see enough of it at once. But
looking back through history,
we can see signs that God has
been there. This is the message
of the prophets of Israel, es-
pecially of the great Isalah,

In a troubled era, when every-
thing seemed to be in most com-
plete confusion, Isaiah gave out
some clear and plain truths from
God, and helped men then and now
read the pattern of God's design.

The Life Of A Nation

E TRUTH is that justice is a

nation's life and sin is a na-
tion's death. God being the God of
justice, his purpose is to set justice
in the earth. God plays no favorites
among nations. Any nation that
lives by God's laws, lives; the na-
tion that defies God has signed its
own death warrant. There are no
peoples who can “get by" with
what they please, if what they
please is not the will of God. There
eare people now who do not believe
that. They would say, Look at Rus-
sia! In Isaiah’'s time there were
those who would say to Isaiah: You
must be wrong—look at Assyria!
There is a nation that does not
know God, and yet grows every
year stronger and stronger.

- . £l

God’s Ax
ISAIAH has a startling answer to

that objection. (Chap. 10.) As-
syria is a tool in God's hand, no
more, He admits that Assyria has
no standard but force, she worships
only sheer Power. But there are
other nations, wicked ones, which

God intends to punish; one of these
is the nation of Israel.

Assyria was destined to de-
stpoy Israel once and for all,
and to damage Judah so se-
verely she never would recov-
er. All this, Isaiah says, is in
God’s plan.

God does not punish an evil na-
tion with legions of angels; he
punishes it with invasions and
feats in war. Assyria was an ax
the hand of God, cutting down the
rotting trees of selfish and un
nations.

international combinations of all
kinds, Isaiah warns ominously that
this will not do, by itself. Not that
all alliances are bad; in chapter 19
he actually pictures Assyria, Egypt
and Israel as brothers-in-arms.

Health Notes

Scarlet fever Is one of the
most disabling and dangerous
iliseases usually associated with
childhood, although actually it
s confined to no age limit, ac-
according to Dr. Geo. W. Cox,
State Health Officer. While
nly six cases were reported in
the state during the week end-
ing September 24, it brought
the year’s total to 911 cases.

The Doctor described scarlet
fever as an acute infectious di-
sease, the onset of which is sud-
den. The first symptoms includ-
ing sore throat, vomiting, fever,
and headache, may appear in
three to five days after exXpos~
ure. These are followed by the
distinctive red rash which gives
this disease its name, Dr. Cox
stated.

Complications may cause pro-
longed disability or death.
Children suffering with scarlet
fever may develop sinusitis and
middle - ear infections which
can lead to mastoiditis.
