Two Silver Stars For Eallantry |
Are Awarded To Late Lieut. King

By direction of President Tru-
man, Mrs. Greta Traylor King
of Fisher Street, Goldthwaite,
was notified this week of the
posthumous award of two of the
nation’s highest honors to her
late husband, Lieutenant Ray-

in action in Korea on Septem-
ber 23 of last year.

Major General Edward F. Wit-
sell, Adjutant General of the
United States Army, informed
Mrs. King that by direction
of the President, posthumous
award has been made to Lieu-
tenant King of the Silver Star
for gallantry in action and of
the Silver Star, first oak leaf
cluster, for a second act of he-
roism.

The decorations will be pre-
sented to Mrs. King later at an
appropriate ceremony by the
Commanding General of the
Fourth Army at Fort Sam Hous-
ton in San Antonio.

The letter from General Wit-
sell, dated in Washington on
Thursday of last week, said:

Dear Mrs. King:

I have the honor to inform
you that, by the direction of
the President, your husband,
the late First Lieutenant
Raymond F. King, Infantry,
has been awarded posthu-
mously the Silver Star for gal-
lantry in action during the
period 18 September 1950 to
21 September 1950, in the
vicinity of Sindang-dong, Ko-

rea, and the Silver Star
(First Oak Leaf Cluster) for
gallantry in action on 23 Sep-
tember, 1950, in the vicinity of

Chogye, Korea.
The engraved Silver Star
Medal with oak leaf cluster,

citations and pertinent deco-
ration certificates will be for-
warded to the Commanding
General, Fourth Army, Fort
Sam Houston, Texas, for pre-
sentation to you with appro-
priate ceremony. The officer
selected to present the deco-
rations will communicate di-
rectly with you and arrange
the ceremony in accordance
with your wishes and con-
venience.

In addition to Mrs. King,
Lieutenant King is survived by a
small son, Terrell, and an in-
fant daughter, Charlotte. It was
in the action at Chogye that
Lieutenant King gave his life in
action. On several  occasions
previously he had been cited in
dispatches for conspicuous gal-
lantry in action. A veteran of
World War II, Lieutenant King
was an authority on explosives,
including mine-laying and de-
tection.

E.B. Adams Offers Stone Of Scone
To Replace Loss By King George VI

E. B. Adams of Goldth-
waite, Secretary - Treasurer of
the Monument Builders of
the Southwest, Inc.,, plans to
make and send a precise dup-
licate of the legendary Stone
of Scone to King George VI
in London as partial compen=-
sation for the recent spec-
tacular theft of the historic
relic from the Coronation
Chair in Westminister Abbey.

Since private citizens are
forbidden to communicate
directly with the Heads of
other Sovereign States, Mr.
Adams has written to Secre-
tary of State Dean Acheson
in Washington for advice as
to how to communicate, with-
in the law, with His Britannic
Majesty.

A self-explanatory letter vwo
Mr. Acheson was sent by Mr.
Adams from Goldthwaite on
Friday of last week. The let-
ter follows:

' Dear Mr. Secretary:

As Secretary - Treasurer of
the Monument Builders of the
Southwest, Inc.,, I am writing
for advice as to how, within
the laws of the United States
of America, to communicatle
directly with His Britannic
Majesty, King George VI, of
the United Kingdom.

The members of the Monu-
ment Bullders of the South-
west, Inc., have been deeply
moved by His Majesty's loss
of the Stone of Scone from
the Coronation Chair in West-
minster Abbey.

Accordingly, we are making
an exact duplicate of the
Stone of Scone here in Gold-
thwaite, Texas. It will be of
sandstone, precisely 26 inches
long and 16 inches wide, and
it will weigh 485 pounds.

Prior to shipping our dup-
licate Stone of Scone to Buck-
ingham Palace as an expres-
sion to His Majesty of the
friendship and good will of
the people of the United
States and especially of those
of Texas and New Mexico, we
are mindful of statutory regu-
lations regarding communica-
tions by private citizens with
