The Russian Floating Prison.
St. Petersburg Golos.

On April 14 the steamer Nijny-Novgor-
od, loaded with criminals and provis-
ions, left Odessa for the island of Sagha-
lien. On the steamer there are four
hundred male prisoners, eight female
prisoners, twenty-seven women volun-
tarily accompanying their condemned
husbands, two men accompanying th-ir
condemned wives, and sixty-tour child-
ren. The Archbishop Platon performed
the solemn thanksgiving service, and
prayer was offered for the long life of
the reigning family and of those sailing
away. The Archbishop addressed the
women, blessed them, and besprinkled
them with hol{Y water; then the male
prisoners were brought up, and in their
turn received the word of encourage-
ment and hope. Many of the prisoners

he male prisoners are placed in four
departments, one hundred men in each,
and the women in two rooms, There
are two hospitals, for males and females,
a drug store, and a chapel. There are
two surgeons, one priest, four oflicers of
the interior,and a gentleman and his
wife to look after the conduct of the
prisoners, It is said that the prisoners
will receive the same food as the crew,
to wit, tea at breakfast, soup and meat
at dinner, gruel at supper. All the pris-
oners are in chaing, but when well out
at sea they will be unchained—at least
thosc of them who behave well. The
children and the persons voluntarily
going to the island enjoy full freedom.
The cargo of the steamer amounts to
72,000 poods or 2,880,000 pounds—>50,000
poods of grain, and the rest old iron
rails to be used for the construction of
the horse railroad on Sapzhalivnt from
the port to the principal prigson in the
central part of the island. Fifty-four
soldiers pertorm guard duty,

Last year the Nijny-Novgorod per-
formed the same journey in fifty-two
days. Theugh it was a great success as
regards the health of the prisoners, still
it is found necessary now to take one
hundred fewer than last vear. The
steamer is painted white, and displays
the imperial Russian war flag. v

Al Gee, who hails from the classic
cpnﬂnes of Grass Valley Chinatown, ar-
rived in the city day before yesterday,and
nstituted a vigorous.search for one Hop
Sing, of Commercial street, who, he
stated, owed him $30 that had been due
for over two months past, and was likely
to remain unpaid for all time to come
unless stern measures were taken to
collect it. The Grass Valleyan without

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much trouble found the object of his
search, made the demand for the money,
and was startled at the reply of the lat-
ter, which was to the effect that it had
already been paid. The two had some
fierce words, ending ina threat by the
alleged creditor that he would take the
matter into Court, The other expressed
satisfaction at such a course, when
mutual friends of the two interfered and
prevailed on them to submit to the set-
tlement ofthe difficulty to a Committee
of therr countrymen.
