How the President Has Made a Botch of It,
Baltimore Gazette.

The address of the Massachusetts
Republicans contains the follewing para-
graph:

“Grateful for what has been done
during the administration of President
Hayes to improve the tone and methods
of civil service, we again invoke Con-
gress to complete the work by necessary
legislative enactment, in order that there
may be adequate and permanent secu-
rity against the misuse of the public
service as a machinery of party organi-
zation and personal influence; and so
that, in the language of a distinguished
Senator, ‘the holders of oflice may feel
that they are the servants of the law,
and not the personal tenants-at-will in
their places of either heads of depart-
ments or Congressmen.’”

Mr. Hayes has been such a vast im-
provement upon his predecessors in
many respects, that his claim to a reason-
able amount of public gratitude cannot
be denied. His administration has bheen
a clean one. No rings have been patro-
nized and protected by him. No Bel-
knaps, Babcocks and MecDonalds have |
been among his intimate friends. No
gift-grabbing machine has been located
in the White House. Noarmy of carpet-
baggers have been supported :in_' their
thieving tyranny by fodvruliléu_\;dnetu.
No Spencers,.Pattérsons and Chamber-
lains have obtained executive indorse-
No' Demingo,
jobbery,no Samoan scheme, has obtained
éxecutive support. In short, there have
been no bad smells in the " executive
circle, and the popular nose has had a
long and welcome rest. But of genuine
civil-service reform Mr. Hayes has given
us hothing,: His promises were maguifi-
cent; lis +performance has beéen - con-
temptible.

‘““BALANCE OF POWER."

Wuile the Republican press of
the entire country is having 8o

To the Editor of the Courant:

Thinking a few items from the
Camp ot the Carbonates would-in-
terest some of your readers who
are thinking ot coming west, I send
you some.

There is & great rush .for Lead-
ville, this Spring, from all parts of
the United States; but it seems to
bé’ only a stopping place for the
vast multitude on their way to the
Gannison country. The cry now
with everybody is, “Ho for the
San Juan!” and, 1n truth, as soon
as the snow-covered ranges which
lie between this place and the Pa-
cific slopc are passable thousands
will pour into the new KI Dorado.

Leadville is doing an immense
business of all kinds. From all I
can learn, the failure of the Little
Pittsburg mine is all a humbug. It
is the old case of the big fish eating
thé little ones, You see, there are
sofe that owa a great many
shires, while others own but a fow.
So_ the sharks give out the report
that all the ore in the old shatts is
eq\auﬂod, and they have begun
to sink new ones, rightly thinking
that the small fry can not keep up
their part of the expenses, and will
thas be compelled to sell out to
thém at a loss; in other words, they
intend to freeze them out.

‘When this city was first located,
and, indeed, up to the present year,
the buildings were principally
rough, log structures. Now these
are being towrn down,; and in their
places large and commodious brick
residences are being erected. 'I'here
ard some 40,000 inhabitants, five
banks, gas works, water woiks,
and theathers; as for dance balls,
vatioties and saloons, you can
count them by the huandreds.

You can form some 1dea oi the
out-put of ore from the camp when
I tell you there are eighteen smelt-
ors and two sampling wérks run-
niag night and day: yet the supply
of ore is greater than they can bao:
die. There are at present a great
many idle men in camp; but I
think this 18 due to the tact that a
great many of them work for just
enough to cover their expenses till
the ranges become passable, then
they will strike for greener tlelds,
and fairer pastures,
