This ramp had arranged a 
museum, based on Ideas they 
got on their recent trip to San 
Antonio. They had also made 
Buddy Burners (a roll of card­
board dipped Into paraffine and 
placed In a small can*, over 
which they cooked their lunch. |

h e l L s  I

The second camp wa.s peopled | 
by the Comanche Tribe (Troop | 
2» which consisted of the j 
youngest Brownie Troops. They j 
made Indian jackets, head | 
bands and Insect Homes (con- ! 
‘ clr.ers for holding Insects'. 
ThLs was their first cook-out.

Aztec Indians (Troop 7i held 
down the third camp with the 
warriors In camp at all times. 
Here they had their council 
ring and fire, around which 
they practiced their dances and 
held their council meetings. 
This tribe was making brace­
lets. Ice tea holders and doing 
pebble painting. |

Navajo Indians have always j 
been noted for their war like j 
behavior, so at this cam p, 
(Troop 4* guards we'-p or dut;,-; 
and demanded the ^.ssworl 
before allowing anyon-; Into 
their camp. This was th-? larg­
est camp of the group They 
had a large Nature Board here 
on which they displayed their 
specimens for natur» study. 
Each girl had her own Indlar 
symbol at this camp arri all of 
her belongings had th>s symbol 
on them They had sh' 'Is with 
their names painted on them 
for place cards. They were 
making Drums out of coffee 
cans and doing Sand painting 
(they dye the sand different 
colors and then make their pic­
tures* "This Troop donated 
• heir tables to the City Park at 
the close of the Camp-Out. 
They also had a Caper Chart, 
which allowed each girl to draw 
for her camp chores for the day 
They also erected Tepees cov­
ered with burlap and painted 
them

The last camp ('Troop 3» was

known as the "Friendly Tribe"* 
or the Tejas Indians Their 
ramp was also atop the hill but 
on the opposite end from the 
Cliff Dwellers. You reached It 
by means of steps In the hill­
side the same as the Cliff 
Dwellers. Over the entrance to  
their camp was a "Shrunken 
Head of a Cliff Dweller." Re­
member this Is the “ Fiiendlf 
"Tribe '" "These girls are the old­
est Olrl Scouts and they were 
busy making Moccasitu from 
real deerhlde. Very Pretty At 
the ba.se of this camp was their 
War Dance Circle. "This tribe 
was experimenting with cook­
ing a new way, called the 
"Bean Pot Hole." for the first 
time. "They dug a hole, filled It 
with fire, then when the fire 
died down they placed a cover­
ed iron pot filled with beans 
In the hole, covered It with fire 
and left it overnight. It was 
reported later that the beans 
were cooked to perfection by 
this method.

Wednesday was guest day at 
the camp and approximately 
80 guests called and were shown 
through the camp that day.

Forty-six girls and 23 staff 
members took part In this four 
day Camp. On the last day of 
camp. Mr.s. Pat Nesmith o f 
Brownwood. Olrl Scout Field 
Director for Heart of Texas 
Council, was a guest o f the 
camp She ate lunch with the 
Tejas Indian Tribe In the af­
ternoon Lee Tesson with two 
Boy Scouts, gave an Interesting 
demonstration on opening a 
Council with Tom Cody Graves 
acting as Drummer. Mr. Tesson 
told an authentic Indian story 
and Jerrv Head showed them 
how to light a fire with flint 
At the end of the demonstra­
tion. Mr. Tesson stood In the 
Flag Ceremony which took 
place both morning and eve­
ning. The camp opened each 
morning with the Horseshoe 
Formation for the flag cere­
mony at 9:00 a. m., with five 
girls as color guards and cloaed 
each day at 3:00 p. m., with the 
same ceremony "The Camp 
closed Thursday’ afternoon at 
3:00 p. m., with a commenda­
tion from Mrs. Nesmith on 
their fine camp.

She tells us that each year

Butch also reports that he has 
learned much about the early 
history of our nation from liv­
ing In the area where so many 
Important events took place.

The overall supply of insecti­
cides, fungicides and weed kill­
ers Is generally adequate this 
year. Unless unusually heavy 
demands are suddenly made 
for these products, there will 
be enough for all anticipated 
requirements.

Early season orders for pesti­
cides was rather slow and man­
ufacturers were not Inclined to 
increase production as much 
during the past winter as In 
previous years. This could lead 
to some problems of distribu­
tion in case of epidemic Infes­
tations of pests.

If favorable rains come to 
the cotton belt of Texas and 
the southern states in June and 
July, boll weevil populations 
might increase quickly to enor­
mous numbers. The situation 
would be serious If pesticide 
stocks had been purchased only 
for usual needs. Manufactur­
ers might have trouble in ship­
ping the chemicals to the dang­
er areas In time to halt the 
outbreak. However, ample ca­
pacity exists for the production 
of all the major chem.icals.

Insect Infestations and fung­
us Infections are. to a large ex­
tent. dependent on weather

Some growers may use more 
pesticides per acre on the re­
duced acreage allotment In an 
attempt to increase their rate 
of production. Use of Insecticid­
es nearly always results in more 
cotton, weather permitting. 
Treated plots sometimes yield 
as much as 25.5 per cent more 
cotton than untreated plots.
