Small Crains, Veqelables

■TY ■.X•''•l•.>l»roN—With the southwestern drought broken over a 

wide area of the southern plains, the farm surplu.; problem 
grows bigger, because crops this year are going to be greater than 
was first anticipated. However. Agriculture department ofTinaU are 
worrying about another and little publicized aspect of the problem.

'They have learned in recent weeks that farmers are planting m 
small grains, soy beans, and vegetables most of 
the 25 million ^cres which have been diverted this 
year from the growing of cotton, wheat and corn 
under acreage allotment plans.

’This me2uis that surpluses of oats, barley and 
gram sorghums are going to be bigger than if no 
acres had been diverted from the main staple 
crops.

The government ba.s already loaned millions of 
dollars on these small grams, and the prospect 
now is that it will have to stake o>t large new 
sums. In addition, a substantial quantity of soy 
beans is being grown on diverted acres, which will 
add to the bounty in this crop, while the prospect 
is that enough of the diverted acreage will be 
planted in lettuce, tomatoes and other vegetables 
to threaten a vegetable glut later on.

Moreover, some of the diverted acres are being planted in wheat 
outside of the commercial wheat belt and in com outside of the com­
mercial com belt. It ail means that the crop surplus headache is go­
ing to be bigger than was thought at first.

The administration has proposed legislation under which the gov­
ernment would make contracts with farmers for planting diverted 
acres m pasture, legumes, etc. However, there is a question as to 
what Congress will do about the matter. Besides, it is too late to do 
anything about it this year anyway.• « • «

EACH year, the season for can­

taloupes seems to begin earlier 
and end later. But It still doesn't 
appear to satisfy the cantaloupe 
fans who wait Impatiently for 
their favorite to appear at mar­
ket.

So here are some delicious can­
taloupe recipes, and with them, 
a word on how to select the fruit. 
Netting and Color 

Maturity In cantaloupes Is best 
determined by the condition Of 
the skin netting and the color 
underneath It A ready-to-eat 
melon will have coarse netting, 
well-defined, and the rind abow- 
Ing through may be lighter green 
or have a grayish or yellow tinge.

The scar at the stem should be 
slightly shrunken and callouaed, 
showing It was harvested at a 
stage called "full slip" when the 
fruit separates readily from the 
stem. A cantaloupe that Is heavy 
for the size Indicates more meat 
and greater sugar content. 
Storage Time

As with most fruits, the time 
that a melon will keep depends 
on Its stage of ripeness. For most 
purposes. It Is best to choose ripe 
meloiu at the store and plan to 
use them within a few days. Keep 
refrigerated at all times. For best 
taste, they should be nicely 
chilled at time of serving.

As a treat for cantaloupe en- 
thuslasU and pie fans, serve 
Cantaloupe Chiffon Pie.

Soften 1 envelope unflavored 
gelatin In c. cold water.

Separate 4 eggs and beat yolks 
until thick and lemon-colored. 
Add H e. lemon Juice, V4 tap. salt 
and Vi e. of sugar. Cook over hot 
water until thickened, stirring

constantly. Add gelatin and stir 
until dissolved. Chill In refrig­
erator until beginning to set 
(consistency of unbeaten egg 
white).

Beat 4 egg whites until stiff. 
Gradually beat In V* e. of sugar. 
Fold In chilled gelatin mixture, 
tsp. grated lemon rind and 2 c. 
muhed cantaloupe pulp Turn 
Into a 9-ln. baked pie shell and 
chill until Arm. Top of pie may be 
garnished with whipped cream. 
If desired.
Molded Solad

For a nice company luncheon 
notion, serve a Molded Canta­
loupe Salad.

To serve 6 to 8, soften 2 pkg. 
unflavored gelatin In Vi c. fresh 
Ume Juice. Place over hot water 
to dissolve. Add 2 c. fresh orange 
Juice, >/4 c. sugar and V* tsp salt. 
Chiu until mixture Is thick, but 
not Arm.

Beat with rotary or electric 
beater untU Ught and fluffy. Fold 
In Vi c. creamy cottage cheese 
and 2 c. cubed ripe cantaloupe. 
Rinse a 6-c. mold In cold water 
and flU with gelatin mixture. 
ChUl untU ready to serve. Turn 
out onto large serving plate Gar­
nish with salad greens and serve 
with mayonnaise. .

Texas land have been put Into 
crops for harvest this year— 
more than any year since 1949.

Texas farmers had to shift a 
large number of acres of land 
to other crops to offset re­
strictions on cotton and wheat 
plantings this season but the 
crop land is still about three 
mllUon acres above the twenty- 
thice tnllllcm finally harvested 
In IC-OJ. Ftedurtions in cotton 
and wheat were exceeded by a 
record acreage of sorghums. 
Plantinps of corn, oats, barley, 
rice, sweet potatoes, and hay 
crops also were Increased. \ 

The 1954 season got off to a ! 
slow start In central, southern | 
and southeastern counties. This ; 
was due to delayed planting, j 
Irregular germination and slow 
early growth brought on by 
critically dry conditions. The  ̂
plains and South Texas have

\ arnell Wilkeij Reports Activities 
On Trip From Seattle To Inchon

Note- The following 
account was written by Varnell 
Wllkey. son of Mr. and Mrs W 
B Willtey. Moilne Route, cover­
ing their trip from Seattle. 
Washington to Inchon. Korea, 
It was mailed to his family >

“June 30. 1954 I guea; we 
finally got .started after so long 
a time 'We got up at 2hO a m. 
and got cn ship at 9 00 a m. 
and sailed at 3:00 pm

The chow wits good today, 
but we had to stand in line 
for nlmost two hours before re­
ceiving it The ship is named 
Gereral McMeigs and has close 
to four thousand troops on it 
¡»«sides the regular crew So 
tar. unless you stand on deck 
you cannot tell we are mov­
ing.

July 1. 1954 I aw oka this 
morning about 2:00 o'clock and 
we were really getting a rough 
ride. I was really sick As far 
as one can see it is all water.

July 2, 1954 Nothing of im­
portance happened today We 
liad to stay on deck about two 
hoiirs for inspection and it sure 
was cold So far we spent about 
six hours in the chow line and

the rest of the time sleeping 
and reading. We are now almost 
: thousand miles from the good 
old U S A

July 3. 1954 Thts is one way 
to spend a Saturday on board 
a .ship, can't even get a decent 
shower. This salt water is as 
bad as the dirt. The bunks are 
five high and so close together 
you can hardly walk between 
thini.

July 4. 1954. I guess this is 
one Fourth of July I’ll never 
forget It is really bad outside 
Fog is so thick you can only 
>et about ten feet

July 5. 1954. Not much going 
on around here, eating, sleep­
ing and reading We met an­
other ship last night and could 
barely see it We cros-sed the 
International Date Line tonight 
We skip July 6 and tomorrow 
is July 7 and how I wish I 
coiild skip the next seventeen 
months that way

’uly 7. 1954 We are now a 
little more than half way 
over, wish It was all over. I 
hofje the other half does not 
pass so slow.

July 8, 1954 It is nice out

here today. The ship Is rocking 
you can hardly stay on the 

bunks About one half of the 
troops are sea sick today. I am 
one of the lucky ones, able to 
eat and hold it down.

July 9, 1954 It is still rough 
ard getting worse. We have 
¿hanged courses twice today in 
order to miss the storm. At last 
rê >ort we were headed straight 
in it. We are now over two- 
thirds of the way with only 
sixteen hundred more miles to 
go. Will I ever be proud to get 
off this boat

July 10, 1954. Sure is nice 
today. We have been on deck 
playing cards most of the day. 
It is the longest time I have 
been out of this hole since I 
have been aboard. It sure is 
not today and I guess there 
will not be much sleeping to­
night.

July n , 1954. We sighted 
land today, a little Island just 
off the coast of Japan We will 
reach Seabo Tuesday morning 
and are .supposed to stay there 
about thirty hours and then go 
on to Inchon. I am going to 
whoop and holler when I get 
there

July 12, 1954 Well I guess 
this is one birthday I will re- 
n:i mher for a long time. It 
sure has been hot today and has 
rained most of the day. We are
