News About 
Social Security

The opportunity to participate 
In the social security program 
is offered clergymen after 1954 
due to the Amendments. Clergy­
men, Christian Science practi­
tioners, and those members of 
religious orders who have not 
taken a vow of poverty, may 
now, at their own individual 
election, be covered by social 
security under the same terms 
as self-employed persons.

To obtain coverage, the indivi­
dual minister, Christian Science 
practitioner, or member of a 
religious order must file a certi­
ficate with the DUtrlct Director 
of Internal Revenue indicating 
his desire to come under the law.

In general, he will have 2 
years in which to make his 
election, but once made, it can­
not be revoked. The clergyman 
must continue to report his em- 
Ings and pay the social security 
tax for every year in which he 
has net earnings of $400.00 or 
more from services performed 
In the exercise of his ministry, 
or In the duties required by his 
order.

Although many clergymen and 
members of religious order may 
actually work as employees of a 
church or organization, their 
salaries will be considered self- 
employment income for social 
security purposes. The church or 
institution with which they are 
associated will not be involved 
in any way.

PROPOSEL COTTON
R E o r e n o N s

Cotton farmers will decide 
Dec. 14 whether they want to 
accept the acreage controls pro­
posed for the 1955 crop.

In previous years, when farm­
ers were asked to choose be­
tween low  parity and unre­
stricted production or a high 
parity level and crop quotas, 
theyhave voted to accept the 
controls. They seem to feel that 
less cotton and reasonable as­
surance of a fair price Is the 
better deal. I f  they follow the 
same pattern this December, 
then next year’s crop quota Is 
scheduled for a drastic reduct­
ion.

The Secretary of Agriculture 
has ruled that the cotton acre­
age will be cut back 15 percent 
In 1955 This means only 18,118,- 
208 acres can be planted as 
compared with the 21.4 million 
acres allowed this past sea.wn. 
The quota Is the very bottom 
figure allowed by farm law.

A minimum quota next year 
may work a great hardship In 
areas where cotton Is the main 
cash crop. In some sections of 
Texas, cotton Is the primary 
agricultural commodity No oth­
er crop offers comparable In­
come. As a result, the gross pro­
fits from cotton can drop 15 
percent In those areas

Some government planners : 
will work hard to make the 15 i 
percent reductions “stick” In | 
cotton planting despite any op- j 
position which may arise to the 
program. Economists claim that j 
the 1954 crop was far larger: 
than expected when the first 
production estimate was releas­
ed In late summer Any more 
cotton will be a drag on the 
market, they claim.

It is true that original 1954 
estimates were very low. Sub­
sequent Increase In estimates 
proved this — and Incidentally 
made U extremely difficult to 
plan any sort of orderly mar­

keting system. Critics point out, 
and with some Justification, 
that if estimates are to be made 
at all, they should be reason­
ably accurate If the industry Is 
to benefit from them.

At this point, acreage con­
trols appear to be the most
logical choice in the December
election. With the recent shift 
In power In Washington, then 
It Is fairly certain that cotton 
acreages will be somewiiat In­
creased. Many areas of Texas 
will welcome such an Increase.

not been properly maintained 
were brolten. The breaks in these 
terraces caused severe erosion 
In the field. Plowing, cultivating 
and sowing should be done in 
such a way that the capacity 
and shape of the terrace Is in­
creased and impwrved. Any 
breaks or weak places In the 
terrace should be filled as soon 
as they are discovered.

A rancher Is faced with the 
problem of maintaining and Im­
proving a good grass cover on 
his rangeland. In many in­
stances this involves changes In 
management. Rangeland can be 
maintained by leaving approxi­
mately 2.000 pounds of cover 
on the land.

Fields that nave t>een planted 
to cover crops should be reap­
plied at least once every three 
years. This tends to keep the 
amount of organic matter in 
the soil the same. Where the 
per cent of organic matter In 
a soil Is extremely low, many 
cooperators find it profitable 
o plant a cover crop on a field 

two years In sucesslon. This im­
proves the tilth by adding or- 
tanlc matter to the soil.

Farm ponds, oiverslon ter­
races. and waterways come In 
for their part of a mainteance 
Job A little attention each year 
can Insure long life where neg­
lect allows the measures to be­
come ineffective

Many farmers and ranchers 
In the District are working to­
ward the completion of their 
conservation plan on their farms 
and ranches. During the pa.st
