So, if you want 
to land a cat, let your bait alnk 
down near where he la.

Also, it's good to know the 
pecultarlUea o f the various spe­
cies of catfUh. So let's divide 
the catfish tribe Into three 
broad families and discuss how 
best to take each of the species.

CHANNEL CAT :  Probably
the most sporting of the cat­
fish.

The channel cat, however. Is 
no more choosy a feeder than 
hts cousins He Is available to 
fishermen using the usual cat­
fish bait. This Includes Insects, 
crayfish, worms, frogs, various 
fishes such as perch, minnows, 
etc. Also “stink bait,” commer­
cially prepared, or made from 

; the most evil-smelling concoc- 
' tlon you can Invent.

Here's a popular stink bait 
I formula; Place cut-up shad or 
: sunflsh in a Jar of water and 
' forget about it until It becomes 
nice and ripe. Mix this with 
some adhesive "body'' such as 
dough or cotton Then mold In­
to balls and place on the hook 

Channel cats generally are 
found around fast-flowing wa­
ter. However, many factors en- 

■ ter into their choice of lurking 
places. As an «)ld-flmer puts It. 
"You gotta fLsh In the place 
where fish are at."

Channel Cats are caught on 
trotlines occasionally, but the 
trotline method is more often 
used for the blue and yellow 
cats.

Drop lines are more effective 
for channel cat. To fix a good 
drop line, take the necessary 
length of stout trotline, tie to 
an overhanging tree branch and 
attach your weighted hook and 
bait to the lower end. Let the 
line dangle several feet under! 
water so that the movement of I 
the brunch will move line and 
bait up and down. !

For bait, use small live perch, 
shrimp or stink bait.

BLUE CAT: The largest of 
the Texas catfish, with a maxi­
mum weight of 150 pounds 
Hlue cats are found all over 
Texas In various sub-species. 
Mostly they inhabit large lakes 
and streams Usually they are 
taken by trotline fishermen us­
ing whole shad, sunflsh, suck­
ers. carp, or bait cui from these 
fishes However, smaller blues 
often are caught with rod and 
reel, cane poles, and drop lines.

If you intend to use a trot- 
I line, be sure It complies with 
local regulations.

I An average trotline has from 
ten to thirty hooks, set three or 

I four feet apart, attached to the 
: main line by stagings, or lead- 
I ers. each about two or three 
■ feet long Where possible, stag- 
' lng.s should be atUched to the 
I trotline by swivels, to f)revent 
the fish from twisting off.

Use u 75-lb. to 100-lb. teat 
for your main line, and also for 
the leaders, or stagings Weight 
y )ur stagings and attach to 
each a I 'g " to 2" hook Allow 
ten or more feet free of .staging 
at each end of the trolline.

Tie one end of the trotline 
to a tree or .stake on shore. Tie 
the other end to a snag, rock, 
or stake, out to whatever dis­
tance you determine best for 
your particular body of water. 
Weight the main lire In the 
middle with rocks or Iron Balt 
the hooks with your predeter­
mined lure, then attach a tur­
key bell to the shore end of the 
line
