Until parents with babies in

Nor have the leaders of or-
ganizations who have opposed
making parents responsible for
their children’'s vandalism done
much, if anything, to arouse
parents to the need of disci-
plining children from their pre-

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Retired Workers Advised To Apply
Early For Retirement Insurance

Retiring workers were advis-
ed to call on the Social Security
Administration two or three
months before the date of re-
tirement, by Maurice M. Chas-
tain, district manager of the
Temple office.

“Early application for the
social security benefits will en-
able us to attend to the neces-
sary details and avoid a delay
in the payment of the first
check,” he said

“Claims for the retirement
and family insurance payments
require some action before they
can be certified to the Treasury
Department for payment,” ac-
cording to Chastain. “By filing
early, payment can be made
soon after retirement.”

An applicant should bring
some evidence of his age and
an earnings statement showing
the amount of his wages in the
last year. The self-employed
person should furnish a copy of
his latest income tax return
