Sold For $19,100

MllU County 4-H Club had 
four first places and captured 
the two top honors with their 
fat steer exhibits at the 1962 
Houston Livestock Exposition 
last week.

Jerry Duren, 18, son of Mr, 
and Mrs. Norman O. Duren, 
Ooldthwalte, took top honors 
when his Hereford steer, “ Hor­
ton’s Pride,” was named grand 
champion of the show.

Ella Ruth Clary, 13, daughter 
of Mr. and Mrs. Woodson Clary, 
Star, took the reserve champ­
ion honors with her Angus 
steer, "Amos.”

The two steers sold for a 
total of $19,100. The grand 
champion Hereford brought 
$12,600 for Jerry. Buyers were 
three Pearl Beer Distributors of 
Houston. Ella Ruth’s Angus was 
sold to Sonny Look Restaurant 
for $6,500, the second highest 
price paid for a reserve champ­
ion In the show’s history.

Duren’s Hereford, bred by 
Mills County Hereford breeder, 
W. V. Horton, won first place In 
the heavy weight H"reford class, 
was named champion Hereford 
of the junior show, champion 
steer of the junior show and 
champion Hereford of the En­
tire show before being named 
grand champion of the show.

Miss Clary’s steer took first 
place heavy weight Angus In 
the junior show, champion 
Angus of the junior show, re­
serve champion steer of the 
junior show and champion Ang­
us of the show before being 
selected reserve champion steer 
of the show.

Both steers were fed and fit­
ted under the supervision of

Mills County Agent George 
Reese.

Hatchery Added In Expansion 
O f Don Geesiin Turkey Farm

The name stayed the same 
but activities have changed 
considerably at Don Oeeslln 
Turkey Farm, Route 1, Ooldth­
walte this year with the addi­
tion of a new hatchery.

“ It ’s just another phase of 
the Turkey Industry,”  said Don 
Oeeslln In commenting on the 
new hatchery which has been 
opened since the beginning of 
1962.

’The new hatchery Is housed 
In a new 33 by 108 foot masonry 
building which was started last 
October and completed In early 
January. M. F. Horton was con­
tractor for construction of the 
building which Is equipped with 
forced ventilation to assure 
control of air at all times, and 
has auxiliary power unit for 
electricity In case of emergency 
or power failure.

Various departments of the 
building Include; Office, wash 
room, unloading or utility room, 
egg cooling or holding room, 
pre-fumlgatlng room. Incubator 
room, hatching room, delivery 
or shipping room and clean up 
room.

Incubator room Is equipped 
with four unlU consisting of 
12 compartments with 114,000 
egg capacity.

'The hatchery room has a

capacity of 30,000 eggs.
The first hatch of 28,000 tur­

key eggs was set on January 11 
and came off on February 8. 
’Twenty-eight days are required 
for turkey hatching.

TTiey have been setting one 
hatch consisting of from 30 to 
34 thousand eggs each week 
with one coming o ff each week.

Infertile eggs are candied out 
at the end of ten days and the 
eggs are transferred from the 
Incubators to the hatching 
room on the 26th day. ’Two days 
later the poults are taken out 
and ready for delivery.

ITie fourth hatch consisting 
of 22,000 poults came o ff last 
Thursday. Another will be com­
ing o ff this week and this pro­
cess will continue until mid- 
July. By the end of this season 
In July ;when the last hatch 
comes o ff they will have hatch­
ed one-half million turkey 
poults. /

About one half of the eggs 
used by the hatchery are pro­
duced ' by Oeeslin’s own turkey 
flock with the balance being 
furnished by other turkey pro­
ducers of the area.

l^irkey poults are delivered 
by special truck with over 20JXX) 
capacity within hours after 
hatching. Most of them go to

Texas, Oklahoma and Arkan­
sas. About 50 per cent are de­
livered In Texas. P ?ults are sold 
to anyone althaugh most of 
them go to larger or commercial 
producers with orders running 
from 2 000 up.

Oeeslln started selling turkey 
poults last year while having 
custom hatching done by Shep­
herd Hatchery In Ooldthwalte 
and also some other hatcheries. 
Some were custom hatched In 
Missouri and shipped back to 
Texas for Oeeslln. Shepherd 
Hatchery with a capacity of 
8,000 per week is still custom 
hatching for Oeeslln.

Mr. and Mrs. Don Oeeslln 
have been In the turkey busi­
ness for the past 15 years. Their 
primary project has been to 
ship hatching eggs throughout 
the north. Last year they ship­
ped 1,600,000 eggs. About 70 per 
cent of these were produced by 
their own flocks. They are still 
shipping hatching eggs and will 
supply about 300.000 this year.

’The Oeesllns have three chil­
dren. Linda 15, Kent 11 and 
Mark 7. All three play a part In 
the Ihrkey Farm operation, 
especially since the hatchery 
has made Its appearance. They 
play their part In the process of 
egg candling and other chores.

Screwworm Fly Control Program 
Continues; More Help Is Needed

“ We must get In the rest of 
the finances so that the pro­
gram may continue In full 
speed,” Burnham said.

U. S. D. A. Containers are 
available from Burnham or 
County Agent Reese to send 
samples of screwworms that are 
found by stockmen to the Eradi­
cation Program office In Kerr- 
vUle. These containers have In­
formation sheet to be filled out 
by ranchers who find the screw- 
worms on their stock. After In­
formation sheet Is filled out and 
screwworm samples are placed 
in the Container It is ready to 
ma8L No postage Is requlr^.

Oaly 18 counties in ’Texas are 
ndt organized as of this date. 
Louisiana is getting organized, 
livestock raisers In Oklahoma 
are taking up the program and 
meetings will begin before the 
end of March in New Mexico.

The fund drive for $3 million 
Is about half way. Funds are 
now being spent on building fly 
raising facilities.

’Ten million flies are being 
released each week and this will 
be np to 20 million shortly.

New plant Is being construct­
ed to produce 75 million sterile 
files per week for the program.

Bertram OeesUn, Ooldthwaife, 
has returned from Chicago 
where he attended a meeting of 
the Independent Turkey Pro­
ducers O f America (formerly 
the Committee Por Less Oov- 
eimnenii. on Feoniary 2S and 
March 1.

OeesUn is a member o f the 
organlntlon and was sent to 
the meeting as a representative 
of the Texas Turkey Producers 
from this area, to participate to 
their behalf.

On his return OeesUn Issued 
the following report:

“ It is the honest and sincere 
conviction of the Independent 
Turkey Growers of America, 
that the majority of turkey 
growers to this great country of 
oun desire to manage their 
business to the best of their in­
herent abilities and free from 
government IntervenUon and 
Intrusion.

"Time and space will not per­
mit my listing all the points 
taken to unanimity of action or 
expressions for the two days 
meeting nor to detail the blue- 
t>rlnt of our battle plans to be 
carried out in all the 48 states 
—but It is a vast program of 
action. In our discussion it was 
pointed out that other phases 
of the over-all American total 
Agriculture was being faced 
with the posslbtity o f having 
the same undesirable programs 
pushed at them, especially If 
the turkey program is put on 
us against our wishes. We did 
not fed  that it was our place 
to take any action to this re­
gards. However, it was pointed 
out that surely these other 
p h a s e s  of Agriculture men 
would be witching and study­
ing our efforts and maybe lend­
ing a helping hand in our bat­
tle to keep our freedoms. We 
hope for and solicit the encour­
aging aid of our friends, Sena­
tors. Representatives, and news 
media.”
