An estimated TI.OOO Texans 
get psychiatric aid each year, 
but statistics indicate that Tex­
as ranks last among the 50 
states in per capita spending 
for maintenance of public men­
tal hospitals and 43rd In the 
care and treatment of public 
mental patients

The Texas effort to develop 
•»ew ways and laws to cope with 
mental Illness was Inslpred by 
f o r m e r  president Elsenhower 
and pushed forward by legisla­
tion during the Kennedy ad­
ministration.

The actual planning work has 
been done bj- the statewide 
committee In four work ses­
sions In Austin, with the fifth 
and final session coming up Au­
gust 7-*. The committee is di­
vided Into 3 task forces on such 
matters as leglslaUon, preven­
tion of mental lUoesa. diagnosis
