Farm Workers And Social Security
Today, most farm 

are covered by social security. 
Jack Calvert, aociai security 
district manager in Temple, 
emphasized today that farm 
workers build credit for retire­
ment, disability, and survivors 
benefits during their working 
years In the .same way that city 
workers build their credits un­
der social security.

Any farm employee Is cover- 
ed under the social security law 
if his employer pays him $150 
or more in cash wages during a 
year or If he works for a farm 
employer on 20 or more days a 
year for cash pay figured on a 
time basis I^urthermore. ac­
cording to Calvert, these cash 
wages do not have to be earned 
during one continuous period. 
They may be earned any time 
during the year

Calvert pointed out that the 
farm employer must keep a rec-

workers 1 ordd of each farm worker who 
meets or is expected to meet 
the $150 cash wage test or the 
20-day work test. The record 
must show the worker's social 
security account number, his 
name, and the amount of wages 
paid to the worker ‘'This Is 
the way social security protec­
tion is a Joint project of em­

ployee and employer," he said.
In January of each year the 

employer must file a tax return 
with the District Director of 
internal Revenue showing all 
the Information about his em­
ployees, so that each worker 
may receive credit for his earn­
ings for the year The farm 
employer makes the report on 
Form 943, which may be ob-

That old saying "playing 
possum” Is well known, it  is 
aynonymous for faking.

When confMnted with dan­
ger, the possum suddenly be­
comes a bundle of limp fur and 
seems to Just pass out of this 
world.

Many people believe that this 
Is a trick he uses to avoid dan­
ger. They say a possum can 
fake death superbly, even stif­
ling its breathing ao that from 
all outward appearances It Is 
dead.

But Dr. Carl Gottfried Hart­
man, an authority on possums, 
debunks this belief. He says a 
possum doesn’t play dead be­
cause It Is clever. Actually, the 
reaction results from lU ner­
vous system The pouum simp­
ly faints from fright 

While the Texas possum Is 
well known. It’s certainly not 
known well It literally Is every­
where. Sometimes It shows up 
downtown In large .cities. I ’ve 
seen eeveral of them elaln by 
automobiles on Austin streeU 
In fact, even within sight of 
the capitol. However, this crlt- 
Ur Just goes around minding 
its own business and moat peo­
ple are oblivious to Its presence 

The possum probably has 
been with ns as long as any 
other mammal Ita history 
dates back to the Cretaceous 
age, millions of years ago. 
Largely nocturnal by nature. It 
is a marsupial or pouched ani­
mal. belonging to the tame 
family as the kangaroo 

Myth has followed the poa- 
sum. One story has It that pos­
sums mate through the nose 
since mamma possum has no 
natural sexual passage. But Dr. 
Hartman says possums mate 
and reprodoee Just like any 
other mammal, despite no* 
ttotis to the contrary 

One nnasual fact about the 
reproduction of possums Is th# 
diminutive itae of the o ff­
s p r i n g .  A newborn

weighs only 018 grams. This 
may not seem extraordinary 
until you realise that two dox- 
en can be placed Inside an ord­
inary tablespoon!

Possums grow quite slowly. 
They don’t even open their 
eyes until they are almost two 
months old, living a sedate life 
Inside mamma possum's pouch.

A possum has 50 teeth. That's 
more than any other mammal. 
This dental structure, more 
than anything else, gives the 
possum Its funny facial expres­
sion. The critter always seems 
to have a grin on Its face, even 
when It hat passed out from 
fright.

In recent years the possum 
has had things pretty much to 
its own liking 'The price of Its 
pelt on the fur market is prac­
tically n o t h i n g .  Therefore, 
there is no demand for trapping 
possums.

Seemingly, It has no natural 
enemies. Nevertheless, the pos­
sum Isn’t long for this world. 
Biologists estimate Its lifespan 
at two years or less.

Actually, the average poasum 
Is about the alae of a houaecat. 
It measures some 18 Inches In 
length of body, plus about a 
foot or more of scaly prehensile 
tall. It  weighs from four to 10 
pounds Coloration Is grayish 
and black, with gray being 
more predominant when the 
poasum Is young, black when H 
Is fully mature.

Primarily, i t  Is an InhablUnt 
of woodlands It  beds down 
daring the day, moetly In hol­
low tree, or under woodpUes. 
houses or In ground burrows. 
Since It Is not an adept digger 
Iteelf, It usee holes excavated 
by other animals.

Its basic diet la composed of 
gralas. Insects, mlea. toads, llt- 
ards and birds* eggs. But It Isn’t 
below raiding a chicken house 
occasionally. However, as wild 
animals go, the poeeum doesn’t 
cau«g much ^AdUfc.

Today there are more pos­
sums than ever before An aver­
age couple will produce two Ut­
ters annually, and from five to 
23 offspring each time.

Once the little possums em­
erge from mamma’s pouch, 
they often travel around on 
her back. *rhey either clutch 
her fur or hang onto her tall 
which she curves back over her 
body. Each young one curls Its 
tall around mamma’s tall and 
bounces along upside down.

Nothing seems to bother the 
possum. It is one of the few 
animals that will eat toads, 
known for secreting an acrid, 
repellant substance.

Despite Its rare forays on 
chicken housea, the possum 
actually is beneficial to man. 
An examination of the stom­
achs of nearly 500 possums re­
vealed that the bulk of its diet 
Is composed of Insects.

Primarily, the possum Is a 
solitary animal. When you find 
one, It usually Is traveling 
alone.
