Announcement was made In 
July 1964 by hospital officials 
that plans were being made for 
construction of the addition 
covering an area 73 feet by 66 
feet In size to provide 10 addi­
tional beds.

Capacity of the hospital at 
that time was 22 patients, with 
25 or 26 in case of emergency.

With this new addition the 
capacity of the hospital is now 
32 patients, and 35 or 36 In case 
of emergency.

The new wing consists of 6 
private rooms and two double 
rooms All have private bath.'i

In addition to tne eight rooms 
for patients there is also a new 
operating room and new obstet­
rical room.

There is also a large basement 
to house heating and cooling 
units and provide storage area. 
The project also covered a num­
ber of changes and Improve­
ments in other departments

The hospital was opened by 
Dr. M. A Childress when he 
constructed the new clinic and 
hospital building in 1959 The 
first unit provided six beds 
along with consultation rooms 
and clinical and hospital facill- 
tis. It was then Childress Clinic 
and Hospital

In 1960 a new wing was ad­
ded providing lor 16 more pa­
tients and other improvements. 
This brought the total rapacity 
to 22 patients

Dr C 8. Cruzcosa joined the 
hospital as Its surgeon in 1960. 
On January 1, 1963. Dr Cruz­
cosa and Dr. Childress formed 
a partnership and the name 
was changed to Chlldre.ss St 
Cruzcosa Clinic St Hospital
