More than 
250 communities In Texas have 
low-rent housing.

A. This Is detemSbed by the 
PubUc Housing Authority, based 
on the need and demand for 
such housing In this area.

Q. Is the Local Housing Au­
thority appointed by Waahlng- 
ton. D. C.?

A. EmphatlcaUy not The Lo­
cal Housing Authority of Oold- 
thwalte Is a product of this 
community. It ’s headed by five 
local citizens who serve as Com­
missioners and a n  appointed 
by the local Mayor. Policies and 
operations o f the Authority are 
determined here!
