Many families already have |

close to 14 days’' supply of food
on hand at all times, whether
they realize it or not, Make a
start with foods already on
hand, then build up a 14-day
pantry over a period of weeks
or months ¥ you need to do it|
that way. Such a reserve food
supply could then be emergency
insurance as well as a family
budget boom.
