ThU reminder Is given by 
Glen McNatt, of the Brownwood 
office, who said hU office has 
taken applications recently 
from some people who lost pay- 
menU by not applying sooner. 
The eligibility requlremenU are 
that the worker must have a 
physical or mental Impairment 
that prevents his doing any 
subsUntlal gainful work; the 
Impairment must be expaeted 
to last (or has lasted* for at 
least 12 months or Is expected 
to result In death; and the i<4*- 
son must have arorked a requir­
ed time under social security 
before becotulng disabled.

He must have worked for five 
years out of the last 10 years 
before becoming unable to
